It Is to laugh. The great American Derby
won by a "skate." a gelding, a poor wom-

an's horse, a son of an unknown sire, a
rood selling-pla- t cr. who has been run ten
times for the once Commando, The Parader,
Bonnlbert. Beau Gallant or any of the rich
men's horses hae been, and he ran It
faster than any horse ever did.

Robert Waddell s triumph knocks over all
lino latter-da- y theories about breeding,
training and hanJl.r.g of race horses.
He Is a recurrence of the old
pine-kn- ot American champion. Ho Is
a black ee for the faslhonablc sire,
the rich and careful owner nnd the patent-leath- er

shoe hotel trainer. He Is a kltchcn-fe- d

dogr. glad to pick up stray bones. He
has been running eiery day and pulling the
buggy on Sunday. He has been lucky to
set 'a rub and a cool-o- ut after his races.
He had half a negro's time where Com-
mando, Blues, The l'arader and His Emi-
nence bad all the stable's. He has been
running In all kinds of races, with ail kinds
of horses, under all kinds of Jocke). at all
distances. He had no Spencers, llenrs or
high-price- d special Jockeys to handle him.
Stable boys one day. cooks the next, with
Mrs. Bradley herself working him out in
a baggy when the hands were busy. Any
old kind of oats, husks and all. Hirer wa-
ter, where Commando drinks appolllnaris.
Run In mud and out of mud, in lumps and
on asphalt. Kun every day like a V sell-
ing plater at an outlaw-- track. Had no
jockey until the last minute. Had been
oeaten by celling platers two weens before
his Derby.

There Is only one regret connected with
the entire affair. It is a shame and a crime
that Voloujovsal, Commando, Cap and
Bells. Conroy and eiery otner swell - ear-ol-d

get a beating from the washerwoman's
none. It would be a real uualloed pleas-
ure) to see Messrs. Whitney, Keene, Lady
ileux. Eaward of England, and all the
othtr effete aristocrats and millionaires get

It Is a cinch they would have gotten It.
No man can fairly say that any horse,
alive or dead, could have beaten the ed

son of Aloha on Saturday last.
Aloha Is not a fashionable sire. A great

race horse himself, he net er had any Keene
to pay untold thousands to develop his
progeny. Waddell was not entered in any
jnglish Derby. He received tew newspaper
"boosts." He was a bread-winne- r; Just an-
other such horse as tamer has been about
Bt. Louis, only not so consistent. He was
fortunate In one thing. He bad a man to
train him who knew now to do it. Vhat is
where It all lies, 'two weeks ago Caviar,
Wild Pirate. Hernando, Operator, lsobel.
Knight Banneret ana all the rest of them
were beating' him around Chicago. When
Bradley took him up for bis Deroy "ptep"
he was a tilscieaitea "skate." In two weeks
he became the greatest horse in the coun-
try.

It Is the same old story: Howe made Dom-
ino. Joyner. Eothen. and Islington. Walker,
Faveraale. The good trainer makes the good
horse, and the good horse makes the great
sire

At St, Louis this spring there was a great
to do over Imp. Sain, a son of the fashion-
able St. Simon, when he produced a few
winning 2- -j ear-old- s. With all due credit to
Corrigan. Zirl. Otis. Schwatle and Satchel,
Doctor Burns, a son of Onaway and Sale
Home, appears to be as good a as
has been scan at the Si. Louis tracks this
season. Both Onaway and Safe Home were
cheap skates1 in the das of Madison and
Gloucester, running every day, winter and
summer, spring and fall. Onaway Is by
Onondaga Kelp', Safe Home by Imp. Abana,
out of the good mare Sweet Home. No St
Blmon, Ormonde. Galopln close up.

Race horses cannot be bred to order. They
can be trained to order, though. It Is train-
ers that make horses great. Horses rarely
make trainers great. The American train-
er Is the best of trainers. He is not of im-
ported strain, like the race horse. He is
produced by the trotting turf, which was
produced by America.

Whitney, Keene. King Edward, Jean De
Reske, Lord Roseberry et al. have been hon-
ored. Their money bought them honor.
"Virginia" Bradley, a poor man. won his
honors by the sweat of his brow. He leased
so Volodyovskl with untold wealth. His
was not borrowed plumage. He raised his
horse, fed him out of his own hand, drove
bim In his own buggy, kicked him with his
own boot and cleaned hint with his own
hands. He knew his kick against the box
wall at dead of night, and his neigh among
a hundred at the hour of feed. Whitney
would scarce know Volodvoyskl or Keene
Commando If they came up and shook
hands with them.

Bradley Is of Irish stock, from the old
colony. No better horsemen are born any-
where than in Virginia, save, perhaps In.

Ireland. Tribute has been paid to Kings
of Kingdoms and of Mammon. Now. It Is
time to pay tribute to a king of horsemen.
Too bad that Kings of Kngland, of Wall
street and of Standard OH were not there
to be beaten by him. There Is no trust that
can gag: nature nor combine that can beat
brains.

Bradley owned the greatest of Iron horses.
Blltxen. son of Blazes. It was always said
that Bradley was lucky to have a horse
that could stand such a drumming. Might
It not be that BUtzen was lucky in hav-
ing a trainer that could fit him for such a
drumming rather that could give him
such a drumming and not hurt him? Train-
ers Of Iron horses are enUtled to credit.

Robert Waddell Is named for a friend of
Bradley's. He has a sister to the
gelding, named Alice Waddell, named for
the friend's daughter. The colt started
thirty-fo- ur times as a and won
six 'races, performing fairly well, especial-
ly late In the fall. We And him. about No-
vember 30, 1900, running In handicaps with
Charentus end others of that class. Com-
mando started four times as a
Beau Gallant. Bonnlbert and The Farader
about- - as often. So far this year Robert
Waddell has started twenty-thre- e times.
Commando three times. Beau Oallant four
times. His Eminence seven times and The
Parader eight times. Waddell has won ten
races In bis twenty-thre- e starts this season

He began his season on April 15. at Wash-
ington, and ran every day or so during the
Bennlngs meeting. He started twenty-thre- e

times In seventy days, from April 16 to
June 6. This means that the horse started
.every other day. which he did. He began
well In the East. In one of his races he
beat7 Outlander. Sadie 8. and All Green
over seven furlongs In slow time. In the
Carter Handicap he beat Outlander. Sidney
Lucas getting lv pounds The Rhymer and
Intrusive.

Then he went to Chicago and did well
for a time, winning many races, though not
beating much. He was rated as good as
Barren. Sarner. Ampere and other good

running about St. Louis.
Toward the end of May he began to go

off. Sllverdale gave him an awful beating
In the Premier Stakes and again In the
Flight Stakes Hernando. Knight Banneret,
lsobel. Operator. Omdurman, Wild Pirate
and others beat him soundly, at proper
weights and all distances. Prior to this,
and before Commando. Sllverdale and His
Eminence began to show great form he
was fancied for a chance In the Derby by
Chicago critics. When 8Hv erdale and others
beat him he was called a "skate," a
arummea-ou- t seinng-piate- r, and cast out of I
consideration. All this time Bradley was Iy grting him ready to win the Derby. I
