I, how is woman
to use her new-- opportunities. to as to
minister mot to the great world's life?
Recognizing that service is power, and that
it Is the most useful to those who are
exalted to high rlaces of honor, woman Is
now seeking to find In what way. and by
what methods, sho can bo most useful to
her sex and to the race.

OPEN A SAFE.

San Francisco Cracksman Worked
All Sight Without Semir-

ing Any Booty.

Sin Francisco. June S. The police are

searching for an amateur cracksman who
spent Friday night In an unsuccessful at-

tempt, to break into the safe of Kohler &

Chase. He Is supposed to have secreted
himself In the store Just before It closed

Friday afternoon, and he remained all
night, making his escape Saturday morn-
ing about 6.40 o'clock, when the bookkeep-

er Robert II. Blake, arrived to begin his
da's work.

It Is said that there was about J700 in the
safe, but the safe-crack- er was unable to
get at It. though he made repeated at-

tempts to blow off the doors, and by means
of u cold chlel forced off the knob of the
combination. Two smaller safes wero ap-
parently untouched, but the drawers of
several desks were riflled nnd the contents
were strewn upon the floor. 6o far ns
known nothing of value was secured. The
burglar was seen by three persons heforo
he made his escape from the building, nnd
the description which they have given
may lead to his nrrest.

When Blake, the bookkeeper, entered the
stole at 6 o'clock esterday morning he
noticed nt once the fumes of smoke, and on
going to the office In the rear he found
books and papers scattered about the floor
In cenfusion and wedged Into the crevice
between the doors of the large safe was a I

small crowbar, the wooden mallet with I

which it had been driven In lvInT near bv.
Blake went Into the hallway to summon
help, and looking up the stairs he saw a
man standing oa the second iloor and called
to him to summon the Janitor. Realizing a
moment liter that the fellow was probably
the burglar. Blake ran into the engine-hous- e

which is next door and called the firemen
to his aid. In the meantime the cracksman
went up to the sixth floor, where he en-
countered the Jinltor. George MacMeekin.
and his father. He told them that they were
wanted downstairs, and then came down to
the Fvcond floor.

Climbing through the window of a closet
in the rear of the second floor, he made his
vi ay acros the roof of a one-sto- addition
to the building and entered an open wlndow
ln the rear of No. Ill Geary street. This
building Is unoccupied, so he met with no
obstacles as he went downstairs, forced open
the front door and made his escape on
Geary street. According to the description
given by Blake anl by the Janitor and his
father, the cracksman was nbout 5 feet
inches tall, weighed about IK pounds, and
was dressed in a dark suit of clothes. He Is
thought to be a green hand at safe
'n8"' aa nl inI ,ools wre".;th" mallet nd
crowbnr. wh'ch he found Is-th-e bjmcnt
under the store. Pome women who live In
the top story of the building heard a noise I
nbcut 11.30 o clock which Is supposed to have
been the explosion when the burglar tried
to blow open the doors of the safe.

DAIRY FEATDRES

AT PAN-AMERIC- AN.

Exhibits Show Wonderful Strides
in the Advancement of This

Great Industrv.

RErUDLIC SrDCIAL.
Buffalo, June "2. While viewing the dairy

sections at the Exposition
the visitor realizes what strides are being:
made in the advancement of this Important
branch of agriculture. Our diversified farm
ing up to the present tlma has been carried i

on in sucn a wnoiesaie way as io preciuue
systematic, concentrated effort in any one
direction. We have for this reason not been
able to produce the painstaking results that
are characteristic of farming operations in
older countries.

An Important change has. however, taken
place In the conduct of dairying in the Uni-

ted States In the last ten years. Scientific
work has replaced the old rule of thumb
methods until every step In the production
of butter and cheese Is now characterized
with the same care and precision that marks
special features of the business in Denmark,
which to a certain extent has been our
model.

In the model stable on the exposition
round the process begins, where the cows

ate housed in a sanitary stable and cared'
for In a thoroughly sclenunc manner.

There are ten breeds of cattle, represented
here, live head constituting a breed or herd.
The herds are comprised of Shorthorns.
Holsteins. Arshlres. JerseS, French-Canadia-

Guernses. Brown wl-- s, lied Polls,
Polled Jerses and Dutch Belted.

The tlrsl hve are furnished by the Lana-dla- n

Government and the lat five by tne
different breeders' asscelations. tacn herd
is In charge of u herdnian selected by tne
association and is paid by the Exposition
company, it is his duty to care tor and
milk his cows. The feeu Is In charge of J.
Fred Schla;.pl of Lewis County. New "tork.
The coarse teed is weighed out for the herd
in. fi iinv nnd for the sraln each cow has
a pail with her name and number: the grain
Is weighed out and placed In the pail and
deltv ered In this manner to the herdsman
for each cow separately.

The cows are milked three times a day,
at & a, m.. 12.20 p. m. and 8 o'clock In the
evening. Each cow's milk is immediately
weiehed and samtiled for batter fat anu
sollas. a careful record of which U kept, as
well as of all food consumed by the ani-
mals. The cows are giving about a gal-
lons of milk per day. which is made into
butter on the spot. The product from each
herd Is placed separately on exhibition in
the large glass refrigerators In the Dairy
Building.

This department Is In charge of Jared Van
Wagenen, Jr., of Cobalsklll. who is assisted
by Chas. Welden of Stores' Agricultural Col-
lege cf Connecticut, and by Loul3 Mcntague
ot Michigan College.

Great care is taken in the manipulation
of each step In the production of butter: all
details are worked out with great care, with
a view of making this department some-
thing more than a mere show. From the
pieparation of the feed to the working of
the butter every step in the process Is cnar-acteriz-ed

by thoroughly practical
methods.

Only that portion of the news of the out
side world will be published which the cen-
sors consider will not be detrimental to tho
morals and discipline of the institution. Th
belief of the prison authorities is that too
Issuing of a dally paper will not only sva
employment to a number of the men, but
will lie a means of recreation for the pris-
oners.

At present the only materials for readme
allowed In the prison are the books In the
prison library and magazines sent by phil-
anthropic persons. The bulk of religious
papers which pour In usually find their way
to the furnaces. Chaplain Henderson has
charge of the library and other readlnc
matter. He does not believe any good la
accomplished by forcing dry religious lit-
erature upon the convicts when they can-
not help themselves. The library now has
about lifiOO volumes, and another C00 will bo
available In November for the purchase oC
books. Chaplain Henderson believes a sals-ta- ke

was made In appropriating-- SUM,
available COO annually. Instead of allowing;
the entire amount to be spent at one tlma.

Books ot adventure, histories of the Span-
ish American War and numerous works aro
the most popular with the prisoners. Th
best of the popular novels are purchased.
About 75 per cent of the prisoners Uis the
library books. Each prisoner Is allowed ona
book a week, and he may read In his cell
at night, on Sundays and holidays.
