REVOLT AGAINST

REPUBLICAN RULE.

Philadelphia Citizens Protest
Against Further Rule by a

Corrupt Administration.

AN INDEPENDENT TICKET.

Leading Republicans Join a Move-

ment to Rebuke the Men Who
Are Charged With Gross

Political Jobbery.

Philadelphia. June 27. What promises lo
be a fierce local political war was Inaug-

urated at the Academy of Music
when E.O0O citizens In town meeting nom-

inated District Attorney P. F. Rothenael.
Jr., to be a candidate for the office of Dis- - 4

trlct Attorney, against the candidacy of
John Weaver, who was nominated for that
office last week by the Republican organ-
ization of this city. The speakers of the
evening severely arraigned the present city
administration and the State officials.

A telegram from I'oMmaMer General
Charles Emory Smith was read and was
enthusiastically cheered. It was as fol-

low?:
"Can jou use my name as a vice presi-

dent? It Is time for a new Declaration of
Independence. Philadelphia ought to rise
in her might agu!nt jabbers In her pub-
lic right and the ravishing of her sacred
safeguaids cf law."

Tile principal speech of the ex'enlng was
that of Colonel A. K. McClure. the retired
editor of the Philadelphia Times.

Republican Arraigned.
Mr. McClure did not mince words, and his

arraignment of the whole Republican or-

ganization, both city and State, was ex-
tremely severe.

District Attorney Rothermel. he said, was
nominated by the Republican organization
three years ago and elected. Now this same
organization, controlled by the same men.
refuse him another term. They have named
a man, he continued, who is untried and an
unknown quantity. Mr. Rothermel sent to
prison ballot-bo- x thieves, the masters of
whom are the political leaders of the city

y.

He had also made it so uncomfortable for
others of the fame stripe that they were Hv- -,

us in cisiant lanca ana coma not come
home until Mr. Rothermel was out of office.
That Is the reason, he said, why Mr. Roth-
ermel was not named.

Samples of Public Robbery.
Colonel McClure then told of Mr.

Weaver's unknown quantities and said:
"Mr. Weaver has been nominated by

these men because they have been either
assured or reasonably believe that he will
prosecute or not prosecute crime as their
Interests might demand. The issue has
been intensified by the most bewildering
public robbery ever witnessed in the State,
and the men most Interested are: MaorAshbrldge. Insurance Commissioner Dur-
ham. Contractor McNIchol and their asso-
ciates. They are committing public rob-
bery by criminal conspiracy.

Colonel McClure told how the street rail-
way bills were rushed through the legisla-
ture and how the Governor had signed themat "a convenient hour so that the gang's
representatives could be first at the doornext morning to get licenses." He closed by
raying the battle was not one of party, but
one of against organized
crime, a corrupt ballot and the looting of
the public treasury.

An Independent Ticket.
Former District Attorney George G.

Graham, who served eighteen years In that
office, lollowed Mr. McClure. Jle strongly
urged the citizens to stand united, and he
felt confident that the "patient and suffer-
ing public will rise and annihilate the rob-
ber crew and give back to the people the
civil government."

The resolutions adopted by the meeting

pay a tribute to Mr. Rothermel for his
fidelity and integrity, and formally nomi-
nate him as a candidate for District At-
torney to succeed himself.

The resolutions also Instructed the chair-
man of the meeting to appoint a commit-
tee "to conduct the contest and confer with
pll organized friends of reform In complet-
ing an independent ticket."

PLANS FOR WORLD'S FAIR

POSTAL SERVICE COMPLETED.

Postmaster Bnumhoff lias Ar-
ranged System Similar to That

Employed in Cities Mail to
Come Direct From Euron;

Comity Service to Re
Extendi d.

Ptrtmaster F. W. Baumhoff has com-
pleted plans which will result In furnishing
reople on the World's Fair grounds during
the building of that great enterprls-- . as
efficient mail service as If they were loca'cd
in the center of the business district nf the
city. The grounds are to be handled m If
they were n separate and distinct city. It
will have carriers, collectors and branch of-

fices entirely apart from those of St. LouH.
It Is the Intention of Mr. Daumhoff to fol-

low the first contractor Into the jrrouii's
with a letter carrier. Ills services will com-
mence on the day that ground Is broker.
A street railway mall car, which runs
through the grounds, will make six trip
dally, so that letters mailed I hero will reach
the mall trains as quickly as If posted at
Broadway and Olive streets.

As the business Increases branch offices
will be erected, and mall from the grounds
will be handled through these. Instead of
through the central office. Clever employes
will be assigned to the grounds, the choice
being made from the men who speak for-
eign languages. They will grow up with the
business, so as when the rush comes their
experience will be of inestimable value In
conveying mail packages to their proper
destination.
TKMPORARY MAIL
BOXES TO BE ERECTED.

At the start temporary letter boxes will
be located in various parts of the grounds
from which collections will be taken reg-

ularly. There will be several deliveries
dally. The Postmaster suggests that If per-

sons sending mall to persons working on
the World's Fair, will mark it "Care of
World's Fair grounds," time will be saved
In Its delivery.

Special provision Is being made for the
delivering of mall to the hosts of foreign
workmen which the Fair will attract to the
city. Mr. Baumhoff has carriers and clerks
who speak French, German and Italian.
These will be assigned to duty on the site.
Kmployes In the central office have organ-
ized themselves into foreign language
classes and are working hard to master the
difficulties of crammer and pronunciation,
so as to meet the visitors from other lands
on an equal fooUng when they apply at the
post office.

POSTMASTER BACMHOFF
DISCI SSES THE SYSTEM.

"We are particularly fortunate." said Mr.
Baumhoff, "In having plenty of means to
carry out the proposed plans. The depart-
ment at Washington gave the St. Lou's
post office a substantial increase in appro-
priation, with forty-fiv- e additional carriers
and more clerks. I will put one carrier on
the World's Fair site the day ground Is
broken. The Increase will be made from
time to time as business requires.

"Contractors and all those persons whose
connection with the Fair will cause them
to be present on the site will receive post-
al service as good as any business house
downtown. They will be enabled to pur-

chase stamps, register letters, to receive
and pay money orders and enjoy all the
facilities of the central post office. Atten-
tion will be paid to the foreign money order
department on the grounds. Foreign work-
men may send and receive money with per-

fect ease. The force in charge of this de-

partment wIU be conversant with foreign
languages.

"It Is Impossible fot the company to start
to work too soon for us. Everything Is In
perfect readiness to commence operations
on the grounds at once. There will be an
enormous Increase of mall coming In and
leaving St. Lo-jl- s as a resjlt tf the World's
Fair. The increased appropriation places
this office in a condition to handle this.

"The department will doubtless have an
exhibit on the grounds, as It has had at all
previous American expositions. It Is Im-

possible to state exactly what this will be

In this Instance. A good suggestion is to
have a model post office, equipped with
pneumatic tubes, stamping machines, and.
In fact, every modem convenience. This
would bo useful as well as ornamental, and
would give visitors form foreign countries
an Insight Into the working of our postal
system.
"It Is my Intention to place at least three

branch offices In various parts of the
grounds, provided this Is agreeable to the
World's Fair management. The mall will

be handled as If It were for c rlty. No man
will be detailed who'ls not apt and capable
of using Judgment. A feature will be the
general delivery system. The frequent trips
of mall cars will render exchanges easy, and

a great accommodation."

TO EXTEXD SERVICE
IXTO THE COl'XTY.

The recent additional allowance of W&.W

a year granted to Postmaster Baumhoff by

the Post Office Department at Washington
will enable the local post office to extend Its
boundaries of prompt delivery and collec-

tion of mall to suburban districts and the
rural districts intervening.

Increased facilities for the collection and
distribution of mall are already being ar-

ranged for by Postmaster Baumhoff. Among
the suburban villages and towns which will
benefit by the extensive improvements In

the service are Maplewood. Webrter'Groves,
Klrkwood. Old Orchard. Clayton. Hillside.
Jennings Station. Tuxedo Park. Shrews-
bury. Oak Grove. Wellston. Luxembourg.
Woodland and Hoffmelster Heights.

Work has begun on the routes for the
western city and rural districts, which In-

clude Shrewsbury Park. Webster Groves.
Klrkwood. Old Orchard and Tuxedo Park.
The district will be subdivided and one car-
rier assigned to each village, or more if
needed. The work will be pushed until all
the specified districts are covered by the
system. From thirty to forty additional
letter carriers will be added to the list to
cover the new routes. In order to avoid
confusion the names of several streets In
suburban towns will have to be changed
in cases where there are streets In St.
Louts of the same name.
MAIL WILL COME
DIRECT FROM EUROPE.

St. Louis has been designated one of the
five cities In the United States to which,
hereafter, registered mall from Europe
will be sent direct. This convenience will
do away with the tedious delays, as former-
ly mall from Europe was delayed at times
l'l om one to two days.

Hereafter a registered letter from Great
Britain, or the Continent, will be put In a
pouch at the town of Its mailing, addressed
to SL Louis and will travel as fast as
fcteamer and train can carry It. Formerly
letters to St. Louis were Inclosed In
pouches together with man for other points
and directed to New York City.
