TRADE EXTENSION,

With the close of the Government
calendar year, the reports of the eom-
merce of the Unlied States with other
| countries assumes greater Interest. The
| figures given out by the Treasury De-

partment tell a story that Is beginning
| to grow old, but, like wine, better with
age.

The extent of our foreign trade is
marvelous, as a glance at the figures will
show. The size of the trade-halance ha®
helped to produce the large amount of
money In the country. For Instance,
Great Britain imported from the United
Btates $002.221,875 worth of goods, while
we took but $151,566,743 worth from
England. Our exports to Germany ag-
gregated 19760340, against lmports
g;: that country valued at §103,456,-

Among the other countries from which
we sent an excess of merchandise for
thelr gold are the Netherlands, which
pald §53.721,501 for our products, while
we received but $17,.273,111 worth from
them; France, imports $827533.335, ex-
ports $72,781,212; Belgium, imports $40.-
820053, exports §14,602.542; Italy, im-
ports £36,731,704, exporte $27,051,124;
Denmark, imports $15,499,371, exports
$796,736; Canada, Imports-$102.,900,250,
exports §40,311,443; Mexico, Imports
$38.270,083 exports $28 170,820,

Only eight countries exported more to
the United States than they imported
from this country. They are Austria-
Hungary, lmports $7.057.019, exports
$10.548,088; Turkey In Europe, imports
$405,217, exports $3,508,806; Switzer-
land, imports $297,283, exports §17.447,-
937; West Indles, lmports $47,173.822,
exports $51.802.462; Brazil, imports §11.-
BIB.GR1, exports $64,914.507; Chile, Im-
ports $4506,525, exports $7,474,061, and
China, imports $11,081,146, exports §22-
940,397

It will be noticed that American labor
is mot affected by these cases of exces-
eive imporwations to any great extent.
Switzerland is perhaps the only one of
these countries that exports to this coun-
iry purely articles of manufacture that
are successful in competing with labor.
All the other countries enumerated have
products that are either Indigenous to
their soll or minerals not found in this
conutry.

“Balance of trade” is a fallacy when
considered werely as a credit and debit
ghowing. The recent trade figures are
gratifying in that they disclose an
American capacity to sell abroad ncarly
all lines of manufacture; and In that
they show the accumulation of a heavy
gold stock for muney purposes. Even
if the latter advantage is psychical
rather than econowie, It is none the less
a perfectly tangible advantage,

GRAND JURY REPORT.

Recommendations made by the June
Grand Jury Indicate that an observance
of present ondinances would correct a
large number of evils complained of by
citizens. New laws are not wanted as
much as stricter methods by the of-
ficials,

Of general and vital interest to the
public are the remarks made relevant
to street car accidents. Lack of sutfi-
clent cars to accommodate traffic during
the hours when transportation e heav-
lest Is responsible for the high rate of
speed between stopping places. “With
more cars,” says the report, “fewer
stops would be necessary and the same
distance could be made in a given time
without being compelled to run at a
high rate of speed.”

Enforcement of clty ondinances would
remove part of the dissatisfaction with
the street car service. By law, motor-
mwen are compelled to stop at the corner
when sigoaled by a prospective passen-
ger. Disregand of this regulation is one
of the most exuspersting femiures of
street rallway service, Another ondi-
nance forbids a rate of speed over eight
miles an hour. The law gives the Board
of Public lmprovements control over the
fenders.

The serious nature of the license tag
frauds is fully reallzed by the members
of the Grand Jury. Their surprise that
such practices could have been per-
mitted for so long a time by officials Is
shared by citizens generally. Though a
mumber of Indictmients have been re-
turned, It Is a matter for regret that

their duty well. It remains for citizens
ing conditions.

HITCHCOCK MAY KNOW,

It may be that, as is now suggested
by a high Russian official, Secretary of
the Interfor Hitchecoek could profitably
be calied on for advice as to a satisfae-
tory settlement of the tarllf quarrel be-
tween the United States and Russia
which 15 so greatly disturbing thelr
trade relations,

Mr. Hitchcock served as American
Ambassador to 8t. DPetersburg before
being chosen as cne of President Me-
Kinley’s Cabinet advisers, and be s
doubtless much more famillar with the
details of the question at issue than
Secretary of the Treasury Gage appears
to be.

If we have wronged Russia in Im-
posing a countervalling duty on Russian
sugar the wrong should be promptly
righted. There is no other European
Government to whom we owe so much
for unswerviag friendship and support
as to Russia.

The earnest Insistence of Russia that
there is no bounty pald on Russian
sugar, and that therefore Secretary
Gage was not justified In Imposing a
countervalling duty, seems a frank and
honest imsistence. It Is furthermore
backed by a resentment of unfair dis-
crimination which Is most menacing to
the trade of this country. There Is no
question that Russia will precipitate s
most calamitous trade war agalnst
American products If the foollsh Gage
programme 18 carried out to its end.
And the pity of it is that American ex-
porters will foot this loss of millions of
dollars annually in order that the Sugar
Trust shall be shielded from & competi-
tion amounting to only §340,000 an-
nually.

ART AND THE PLOW.

We should not be In too great a hurry
to laugh at that tarllf classification
mude by the Itallan Government through
which plows come under a dutiable head
as “instruments of art.”

It is mot heresy to contend that the
plow has done more for the uplifting of
bumanity than sll the pens and pencils
and palnt-brushes and sculptors’ chisels
and Iyres in the world. Of course there
be many who will ery out in horror
against this teachlng, but tbeir cries are
all poppycock when one looks the truth
squarely in the face. And it is always
wise 1o confront the truth in such man-
nes

Taking the properly aesthetic view of
such a question, namely, that the mis-
sion of all art is the creation and teach-
ing of beauty, the inculeating of a love
of the beautiful, the plow i» en Instru-
ment of art. It makes the world to
blossom like a rose. Its following can-
not but Implant a love of nature in the
hearts of Its followers. One day in the
fields behind a plow Is worth more to
the soul of & true primal artist than a
lifetime In the world's greatest galleries
or l'braries.

This is not conventional doctrine, but
it ia true art-sense of the highest order,
nevertheless. The plow has been an in-
strument of art since the world's first
glebe was broken for the dellvery of the
fruit of natare's wombh. The plowman,
if he be an honest lover of the country-
side and of the skies and winds and sun-
beams and shadows of the open life, I
a supreme artist. Bolbbie Burus's best
songs were sung as he gulded the plow
on his father's mountain farm in old
Sectland. Don't be foolish about these
things. The soul that denles art to the
plow is filled with culturine in the plice
of the veritable culture.
