thunderstorms fn New England and the Middle Atlantic States and at Chl-
cago and Bt. Louis. Ax yet'this warin wave has not equaled in duration
those of 1881 and 1900, except in New York City, where, during the present
hot wave, the maximum teniperatures havé ranged from 90 to 88 during
{ the last seven days, exceeding the greatest previous record by two days.
{ Neither have the extreme temperatures of the present wave yet exceeded
1 the previous highest record, although they very nearly equaled them,
* "The eastward movement of another low pressure area in the extreme
west renders It Improbable that there will be any long-continwed rellef from
the high temperantures over districts now affected, but it is not probable
they will reach the prévious extreme in the Atlantic States on account of
the Influence of a moderate East Indies disturbance, which appears to be
moving northwestward over the Lesser Antilles.

AT BOSTON.

Boston, July 2.—A gale of wind, accom-
panied by a beautiful electrical display on
great banks of black clouds and here and
thers deluges of rain, temporarily broks the
heat wave throughout New England late
this afternoon.

The storm ended the sixth day and prac-
tically the worst of the heated spell, for,
while fatalitles were not quite as numerous
a8 on other days, the prostrations were
many and severe, animals succumbed more
readily and Infantile diseases increased to
an alarming extent.

During the six days of intense westher
about seventy deaths from heat were re-
ported in New England, of which number a
score were In Boston,

AT PHILADELPHIA.
- Philadelpbia, July 2—Philadeiphis passed
through ‘another perlod of torture to-day,
and to-night many persons le dead as & re-
sult of the day's excessive heat. More than
200 others were prostrated. The officlal ree-
ord of temperature made yesterday, 102 de-
grees, was eclipsed to-day, when the Gov-

ernment thermometer, at § p. m., touched

1028 degrees, whith now stands as the
Quaker City's record. Just as the tempera-
ture artained thess top figures an electrical
disturbance off to the south caused & wel-
come change in the atmosphere.

Many Persons Attend the Ceremo-
nics at the Pan-American
Exposition.

FRANCIS INTRODUCES ORATORS

C. P. Walbridge and Winston
Churchill the Chief Speakers of
the Occasion—8t. Louisans
Start Home To-Day.

Pan-American Grounds, Buffalo, N. Y.
July 2.—A crowd that overflowed the bulld-
fng and extended scross the verandas far
out on the surrounding lawn attendsd the
dedlcation of the Loulsiana Purchase build-
ing here to-doy.

A delegation of Pan-American directors
and officlals, among them Professor Henry
8. Pritchett, formerly of Washington Unl-
verslty, who Is superintendent of awards at
the Pan-American, and a number of St
Louisane. besides the excursion party, were
presert.

Among them were Calvin M. Woodward,
Albert L. Berry, Mr. and Mrs. John A.
Ockersan, Mr. and Mrs, Leonard Wilcox.
Willlam H. Gregg. Lee Meriwether, Porter
White and his two sons, Willlam A. Rut-
ledge, E. E. Gulon and Senator John Col-
line. Detective Ziegler was on duty at the
bullding.

President Francls, in white vest and sult,
presided gracefully.

He told the story of the St. Louls Ex-
position In the short announcements with
which he welded the speeches into a unit.
Director Walbridge, he sald, spoke for the
people of Bt. Louls who projected Lhe enter-
prize; Chalrman Carter for the Federal
QGovernment, which helped to finance ft;
President Milburn of the Pan-American,
for the local beard now planning the ex-
position; Lisutenant Governor Lee and Con-
gresaman Cochran, for the Btate Govern-
ment; Winston Churchill, for the sons of
Missouri: Governor Davis of Arkansas and
Congressman Robertson of Louinlana, for
the Loulslana Purchase States; and Com-
missioner Garver and Director General
Buchanan, for the workers who wera build-
ing the 8t. Louls Expositiom

“We have bullt the frst structure of the
Bt Louls Exposition at Buffalo,"” he sald.

Mr. Walbridge's Addreas.

Director Walbridge dellvered the princlpal

oratlon.

Mr. Walbridge sald, in part:

I need not recite the varlous stages of concep-
tion, agitation and organisation which have
brought the enterprise to Its present state. Suf-
fice 1t 15 S4y that a convention of all fhe Elates
ahd Terftories in the Lotfslana Purchase has
direpted 8t Louls to exectite the work In & man-
nar that shall properly typify tha schlevements
ol the pation and the progress of the world.

It 1= fitting now to remeémber that no other city
partakes of the whale llfe ¢f the natlon as does
the city of Bt. Louls. Located upon the border
isndl of every section, her pulse beats In harmony
with all. In the ¢horus of the nationm, she needs
not te modulate her voles, for its patural tone Is

#] Reyed to harmonize with the voles of North and

Bouth, East and West.

The waves of sentiment, siarling from the At-

lantic, the Pacifie, the Gulf and the Great Lakos,
meet and merge in St. Louls.

BALKS ON LEVEE WHEN CAUGHT

Thr@e Darkeys Who Assist in Cap-
tgre Almost Come to Blows

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An unbroken Texas horse yesterday after-
noon was ‘the object of nn exciting chnse
down the Mississippl River, !n which a tug-
boat, two policemen and ubout 200 freguent-
ers of thelLevee participated.

The horse was one of thirty-niae con-
signed to Bte. Genevieve, and, with the
rest, was driven on board the steamer
Chester. Whon the boat wan remilv to clenr
the whistle was sounded. The nolve fright-
ened the horses, which hegan to plunge
ahout In an effort to escape. One horee
daghed to the stern of the vessel, nnd be-
fore  the half dosen deck hands could pre-
vent, leaped into the river.

The shouting and the nolse of theysteam
from the exhaust plpes of the boat, which
had by this time begun to move fram the
wharfboat, added to the animal's terror.
Turning Its hend toward Zast 8t Louis, the
frightened beast struggled with the current
in is eg'brtn to reach the Illinols whore.
After covering & few hundred yénds of the
distance, ‘the horse eviliently changed Its
mind -.b‘iltrunmg itself in East Bt. Louls,
and accofdingly swam with the current
toward Caromlelet. The tug Sunle Hagard,
which hadl ‘been lying at the wharfboat,
steamed afitér the horse and overigelt ft at
a point directly opposite the foot of Pine
street. A negro on board the tug Impro-
vised a lasso, the moo®se of which hs at-
tempted to throw over the horese's head
The plan falled, becaise of the poor target
which the submerged animail’s head offered.
Then an effort was inade to drive the horse
to shore. This atlempt was defedted by the
persistence with which the horse swam
sround the boat. When the current had car-
ried horse and tug aimost to Walnut street
the former suddenly set out for the bank,
which it finally reached by awimming be-
tween two barges.

Apparently none thé worie for ita long
#tay In the water, the animal dashed up
the Leveé. The crowd, attracted by the ex-
citement, headedl off the horse, which took
refuge in the river. A noose was slipped
over the anfinal's head, and a line of men
seized the rdps In a vain attempt to drag
the horse up; the Leves. After reaching the
water's edge. it lay down. No amount of
yellirg and oling cou'd Induce the horse
to rise, were - +the animal's

‘feet were ly tied, and thus {t Iay for

more thaf an hour, A halter was donated
by & pamsing teamster, and tha recalcitrant
mustang at lust was hauled bodily up the
Levee. When the horse was safaly tied to
A support of the elevated railway Aaron
Wifiams, Sam Davis and Willlam Brooks,
negroes, who had taken an active part in
the horse's capture, quarreled over what
shara of the profits they were to receive.
Eaoch negro claimed half the horse, and as
there was not enough horse to go around
at that rate, the men almost came to blows

The suggestion of an officer that each
man's claim should be reduded to one-third
in the interest of public peacs settled the
argument, but the asrrival of W. F. Burton,
agent of the Chester Line, prevented the
division in the manner suggested. Mr., Bur-
ton claimed the horse and paid each man
for his trouble.
