A FRENCH PROBLEM.

Completion of the French census re-
turns has started anew the discussion
concerning the small increase In the
population of that country. The esti-
mates of the past year have all been
verified by the official returns of the
Government. France has galpned less
than any other European nation in the
past fifty years.

Though social conditions In Paris have
been generally pointed out as one of the
chief causes of the small French in-
creases, the figures show that 292000
were added to the population in Paris
and its suburbs during the last five
years, while the rest of the country con-
tributed only 88,000. Some claim that
much of this gain of 380,000 consists of
forelgn immigrants, so that absolute re-
lisnce eannot be placed on the actual
procreative increase.

Comparison with the growth In popu-
lation of other countries does not fur-
nish cause for congratulation to
France. In the last half century the
number of inhabitants in Germany has
risen from ;85,000,000 to 56,000,000; in
Great Britaln from 27,000,000 to 41,000,-
000; in Austria from 30,000,000 to 45.-
000,000, and in Italy from 23,000,000 to
32,000,000. In France the gain has been
from 35,000,000 to 38,000,000,

There are three reasons for the evll,
according to the Paris correspondent of
the London Times. The last fifty years
have seen a great change in the dis-
tribution of land, the number of small
holders of realty having Increased won-
derfully. This makes the raising of a
large family a great hardship to parents.
As a resuit there are thousands of coun-
try parents who have but one or two
children. :

Another reason is the custom which
demands that a girl eball have a dowry.
Marriage is such a matter of convenl-
ence that the poor girl has little chance
to marry well unless her parents have
provided a sufficlent sum to go along
with her. The more -children, the
smaller the dowry for the daughter. .

French women are notorious for their
extravagance in dress. This character-
istle, while marking them as one of the
best-dressed classes In the world, -also
serves to keep eligible young men at a
distance. The prospeciive burdens of
the matrimonial state are heavy. Nat-

The American soldier of fortune, bat
tiing for private commercial interests,
has never before been seen In history.
There was a time, immediately foliow-
ing the close of our Civil War, when
certain ex-officers nf the Confederate
Army sought service under the filags of
foreign Governments, but this was a
different matier. They were following
the profession of arms In a legitimate
manner, even thongh not fighting for
their own fiag as best befits a soldler.
Martinl glory was still possible to them.
Advancement in arms was still the
promise of thelr future. This promise
Is not contained In the “war” now pend-
Ing In Venezuela. That conflict is a
commercial war pure and simple, with
hired fighters whose ouly Incentives
must be the pure love of fighting and
the pay offered for fighting.

S8yndleate soldlers are not pleasant
American figures to contemplate. The
young Americans taking service in Vene-
zuela are brave and adventurous fel-
lows, but their appearance In history
has a sinister significance. The syndi-
cates employing them are little different
from the Robber Barons of old, who
simliarly hired professional fighting men
for their wars of conquest and loot. The
development is not in keeping with
American tradition and Is utterly hos-
tile to the true American spirit.

CUBA ON TRIAL

The form of election law to be
adopted is one of the most momentous
of these problems.

The splrit in which the Cuban Consti-
tutional Conventlon approach and dis-
pose of these problems will definitely
Indicate the national capacity for self-
government. The convention has
reached the most important stage of its
history. Its proceedings from this date
forward deserve the closest attention of
all who are interested in so grand an en-
terprise as the establishment of a new
free government in the world of to-day.

GEO. E. LEIGHTON DIES
AT HIS SUMMER HOME.

Had Gone to New Hampshire to Recuperate—Was Provost Marshal in
Bt. Louis in Civil War—Prominent Attorney and Capitalist
—Review of His Career.

From Monadnocle, N. H., a rpecinl dis-
patnh to The Republic announces the death
at that place of George E. Lelghton, retired
capitalist of St, Louls, at 10 a. m. yestarday.
In the latter part of May Mr. Lelghton left
his home in this city, Nr 808 North Garrl-
son avenue, to go East for the benefit of his
health, he having suffered for the last two
yeurs with severc attacks of indigestion and
general stomach derangemant The ochange
at hls summer homs dld not benefit bdm,
end he gradually grew worse until the end
came yesterday,

His son, George B. Lelghton, Mra. George
B. Lelghton and hls thres grandsons wera
at his bedside when he passed away. The
funeral will take pisce Baturday at Monad-
nock, the body belng placed temporarily in
& vault. In the fall it will be brought to
Bt. Louis and burisd In Ballefontaine Ceme-
tery.

George Elint Lelghton was 66 years old
last March, having been born in Cambridge,
Masa, In 1835 Ellot Lelghton, his father,
took up his residence in Clocinnatl in 1865,
and there the son recelved his education,
having bean graduated from Woodward
when he was 18 years oid. He studied law,
and in 1566 was admitted to practice in the
Ohlo and United States courts. Two years
later he came to 8St. Louls, where he con-
tinuously had his resldence untll the time
of his death.

When the Clvil War broke out, Mr. Leigh-
ton, being an ardent Unlonist, entered the
Federal gervice aa Lisutenant In the Third
Missouri Infentry, R. C. Later he was Ma-
jor of the Fifth Missouri 8. M. Cavalry, and
was subsequently transferrad to the Twelfth
Regiment of Cavairy. In the fall of 1561 he
was Provost Marshal of the St. Louls divis-
fon wunder (General Halleck, and was In
charge of the city during the winter of 1561
and the year 1852,

Had Goed War Heeord.

Colone! Leighton's war record was highly
commendable, and when peacs came ln 1865
he resumed the practice of the law. IIe
was genaral counsel of the Missourl Paclific
for several years, and in 1874 was compelled
to reslgn on account of pressure of other
businesa. In 1875 he became president of the
Bridge & Beach Manufecturing Company,
and his other interests were large and di-
versified.

He was a director in the Unlon Paclfic
Raliroad Company, in the Unlon Trust Com~
pany and the Boatmen's Bank of Bt. Louls,
For ssventeen years he was a member of
the Board of Trustees of Washington Uni-
versity, and In 1887, when Doector William
G. Ellot dled, he was eleoted president of
the board and served In that capacity 1or a
number of yesars. He contributed hand-
somely to the endowment of the univarsity,
and always took an active interest in its af-
falrs.

For more than ten yenrs he was nrealdent
of the Missourl Historical Soclety, served
as president of the New England Bcciety,
and was for four years president of the
Commerclal Club. He was alsd 3 memoer
of the Bt. Louls Academy of Science, the
Bt. louls School of Fine Aris, Migsourl
Commeandery of the Loyal Leglon end the
Missourl Soclety of the Sons af the Ameri-
can Revolution. He beilsved in the good
fellowship of club life, and was an hunorsd
member of the St Louis and University
cluba and also of the L’nl;::‘lr:nd tha Union

2 e clubs of New York City.
IP’LIﬁr';'.;caltt.tr:.sl he was a Republioan, though
not a politician in the ordinary sense of tPa
term. During President McKinley's first
term he was appointed a member of the
celebrated Monetary Commisaion, whose re-
port to Congress had much to do with the
establishment of the gold standard.

In 1862 Colonel Lefghton marrled aliss Isn-
bella, daughter of Hudson 13, Bridge of St
Louis, She dled in 1858. They bad but cne
ohi:d, George Bridge Lelghton, who ls now
38 years of age, and who was president of
the Los Angeles Termipal Rallway snd ns-
socinted with his father in a number of
other business enterprises.

(olonel Lelghton sr:s a soldier, a scholar,
a business man and 2 gentleman of exce2d-
ingly- refined and artistic tastes, His home
gurroundings bespoke his charncter. The
palntings that adorn the wall: and the
cholea collection of books in his Ubrary tes-
tify to the higher cultivation of his mind.
He was & Unitarian and president of tae
Bonrd of Trustees of the Church of the

In his connection with the Commeroial
Club of this city Mr. Lelghton was ons of
the hardest workers for the club and the
¢lty. A fellow-mnember of the club and an
old friend of his stated last night that he
was public-spirited to a marked degree.

“Mr. Leighton was s prominent fuctor in
tho movement Instgated by the Commercial
Club i{p 1881, he sald, “which resulted in
the downtown strosts belng paved with
grinite, At that time many of the principal
streets weres paved with the old wooden
blocks or were of macadam, and thelr con-
ditlon was fearful at times.

“Mr. Lelghton used to talk the mattar up
at the club, and worked as hard in sUrring
up public interest Aas mnoy man has ever
done. His earnestress on the point finally
stirred up many city politiclans, ns wall as
influential busineas men of 8t. Louis, and &
large part of the credit for the new era of
paving ls due to him.

“He was vice president of the Commer-
clal Club from 1884 to 1887, mnd wpresident
from 1857 to 15%0. Fdwards Whitaker was
secretary of the club for two years, In the
course of Mr. Leighton's administration. He
was always a leading figure in the banquets
glven by the club, and it wnas at ona of
these that he mads his last appearance at
such a function,

Attended Mr. Wu's Banguet.

*“Ths occasion was the dinner tondered
to Wu Ting-fang, the Chinese Ambassador,
last winter. Mr. Leighton had been sick for
80 long that It was not expected he would
be able to attend. He was so feeble that
the evening of the dinner I oarried over a
silk cushion for him to =it on at table and
propped him up as best I could, yet when
the supper commmenced he sat as erect as
any man and gave no hint of f{llnesg. To
see him sitting at a banquet of the sort
without being ons of the leading speech-
makeras of the eveniog was indeed sad to
his friends.

“What may be called his last public ap-
pearance was made last fall at the laying
of the Universlty Hall cornar stone, the
maln bullding of Washingion University.
He spoke on education at that occasion,
and his spesch was one of the most strik-
ing of the day. He was in bad health at
the time and his spirit I1s shown In the way
ke pulled himsel! togethar for tha oc-
casion. He had been one of the chief
helpers of Waeshington University, and hs
was determined to see the new unlversity
started on Its course.””

Another friend spoke at length on Colonel
Lelghton'n connectlon with politics,

*Mr. Leighton woa slways a stanch Re-
publican,” he sald, “but I can weil remem-
ber his attitude towards tha City Hall gang
when that outfit had control of politics

hera. Ie regarded the whole administration

as u disgrace to the city.

“He belleved in the purity of politics
above all things, and most of his efforts in
that Hnre were along reform moves. He was
vies chalrmsan, In 1897, of the Monetary
Commlssion, which recommended a curren-
cy to the Government. George F. Edmunds
of Vermont was presldent of the commis-
slon, which was composed of representa-
tivea from the varlous boards of trade,
chambers of commerca and commercial
clibs of the couniry.

“He was appeinted by Congress to make
recommendations upon the currency ques-
tion, and the City Hall gang did not dare
to work against him In any way, in spite
of his antipathy. Hls attitude towards that
body was deserving of the highest praise.”
