TTtOCBLE IX IOWA ATHLETICS.

Cornhnakers Differ on Policy of Man
Kins Teams.

Iowa City, la., July 6. Athletics is a bone
of contenUon at the State University of
Iowa. A bitter fight Is making in the dty,
and it is fairer, perhaps, to say the con-
test ls waging around rather than in the
university.

The newspapers have attacked the man-
agement of the various teams, and the de-
fenders and opponents of the prevalent sys-
tem are ranged In warfare, one against the
2. '. V a result of attacks on Manager
McCutcben and Coach Knlpe.

The chief ammunition of the foes of ath-
letics Is furnished, by the fact that boththese men have been retained by the Board
of Regents each at an advanced salary for
the coming year. It Is alleged by those ar-rayed against the management that the uni-
versity is "putting a premium on brawn,
the while it Is depreciating the value ot
brain." One writer charges the regents with
paying inrger saianes to the men wno man-age a football team and train experts thanthey pay to professors who have devotedyears of study and labor to the university
upbuilding. It Is further alleged that thevarious teams offer physical training to buta few students, .while 1.000 or more are ab-
solutely neglected, so far as any rear help
Is concerned. "Yet," say the opponents ofathletics, "the taxpayers of Iowa settle
these bills and they are heavy ones for
the few football players who represent theuniversity." Even the Legislature has
been stormed with these arguments.' The claim, too, is made that the Athletic
Union Is still In debt, despite the fact that

! the university alleged that it had a cham-- j
pion eleven last fall; that the patronage
was large here and abroad, and that ns,-7- 00

was spent for athletics at this institu-
tion. It Is further charged, that men who
are "built" to play football are Induced to
come to the university- - for-n- o other purpose
than, to take just enough studies to keep

credits so they can appear on the
gridiron.
