Nobody
thinks of buttermilk cures or milk cures,
and the small hoy who patronizes the
milkshake Is about our only customer.
‘Cures’ have to be fixed differently now,
and the desired actlon upon the affected
orgun must be obtzined by a dash of some
gpeclal brand of bitters, or by a particular
Hguor.

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Rumors are current In San Franeisco
