MULES WERE INCINERATED.

Mctropolitan Improvement Com-
pany’s Stables Destroyed.

Betweon forty and fifty moles were incin-
€rated early this morning in a fire which de-
stroyed the stables of tho Metropolitan Im-
provement Company at Nos. 2015, 2617 and
2619 Market street. One man was injured
while saving two of the animals in the
bullding.

Three alarms were sounded bafors the
flumes were brought under control. 'The
light of the fire was seen for many blocks
around, and with the nolse made by the
struggling anlmals In the bhurning bullding
attracted an immense crowd.

Night Watchman Pelcher went to the rear
of the bullding at No. 2617-19 Market street,
ut 1 o'clock this morning to get hay for the
forty or fifty horses in the stable. He
started to light a gas jet with a candle,
when, In fsome unexplained manner, a spark
fell from the candle to the loose hay on
the floor. In a moment flames had spread
to the second floor.

Two of the men employed at the stable
had just lain down to sleep neur the front
on the second floor. Pelcher awukened them
and they begun releasing the mules {rom
thelr stalls, while the watchman turned In
an alarm. Only a few of the animals were
driven to the street befors the heat became
unbearable, and the men had to retreat.
The old bullding burned like tinder, and
in thirty minutés was redoced to a heap, in
which could be discerned here and there
the forms of the unfortunate animals that
had perished. Assistant Fire Chlef Bvans
estimated thoe damage at 380,000, which,
Foreman Thomas MceClure sald, is nearly
covered by insurance. -

The bullding was owned by Mrs. Hannnh
Rellly, widow of Thomas Reilly, who llved
at Laclede and Vendeveuter avenues,

The Aetropolitan Improvement Company,
of which Major C. C. Ralnwater is presi-
dent, leared the bullding. In n shed, which
was also destroyed, were etored several
sprinkllng carls and strest-sweeplng ma-
chines, None of these were saved,

John H. Clark, an employe of the com-
pany, who lives at No. 2641 Little AMarket
street, tried to save some of the mules in
the burning stable. He managed to lend two
from danger, but was severely burned abaut
the arms.

For a few moments ths row of houses on
the south side of Little AMarket street ap-
peared to be In Imminent danger. Richard
Hanlon of No, 5051 Minerva avenue rushed
Inté the house of Gus Gelsler, at No. 2612,
atd carried Mrs. Gelsler nnd her infant toa
place of =afety, The house was not dam-
aged.

The bullding at No. Z%21-5 Market atreet,
occupled by the Laclede Furniture Come
puny, was damaged about JoM.

CANNOT PROBE INTO
A MAN'S PRIVATE LIFE

New York Judge Uses Vigorous
Language in Reversing How-
ard Gould Case.

REPUBLIC SPECIALL

New York, July 9.—In plain and unmis-
takable language, Julzas McLauglin of the
Appellate division of the Supreme Court, in
writing the opinion reversing the judgment
of $5,323 obtained In the Supreme Court be-
fore Judge Gelgerich by Frank D. Mowbray
against Howard Gould, for whom he had
beén walet for several years, holds -that
there is a limitation to all cross-examina-
tion, and that under such examination no
man can be compelled to divulge the ge-
crets of his life, unless they are comnected
with or have some bearing upon the mat-
ter belng tried. He declares that partles
before the Court as witnesses have somse
rights which the courts are bound to re-
spect, and that attacks such as wers made
upon Mr, Gould under the guiss of cross-
examination cannot be mads upon one’s pri-
vate life,

The opinion contains the ntrun!slt lan-
guage that has been used by any New York
Judge in years, and is concurred in by
Presiding Judge Van Brunt, and Judges
Hatch, McLaughlin and Patterson.

It says, in part:-

“A party when he becomes a witness on
cross-examination fs entitied to be pro-
tected, Witnesses have some rights which
courts are bound to respect. Attacks of the
character set out in this record cannot be
made upon one's private life under the guise
of omm-examltﬂon.

“Their purpo is either to coerce the
party into a settlement or else to unduly
and unjustly prejudice the jury t him.,
Buch enm{nations tend to bring the =d-
minijstration of the law and a trial of ac-
tion Into disrepute, and to lessen the '!"espcct
which litigants have for the courts.
