SECRECY OF THE BALLOT.
Wo.may admit that It Is good political

Judgment on the part of Missouri Re-
publicans to discard the issues presented
by tho Republican record in Missouri
In State administration during and after
the Civil War and in the St Louis mu-
nicipal administration under Zlegenheln.

But how is the Republican predica-
ment to be bettered by transparent in-

sincerity and misstatement on other is-

sues? Ziegenheinism was crushed be-
cause the people perceived that It was
eelflsh, tricky and insincere. The same
qualities brazenly exposed In any other
way will meet the same popular disap-
proval.

The Republic has mentioned tho weak-
ness Into which Judgo Robinson, the one
Republican member of the Supreme
Court, has fallen by omitting to file a
dissenting opinion in the Funkhouser
election case and descending from the
bench to deliver an abusive stump
speech against Judgo Marshall's de-
cision.

To show still more emphatically Judge
Robinson's inconsistency, let us go back
to tho Windcs vs. Nelson case, decided
last December. In that case Judge Mar-
shall, used almost the Identical language
afterward employed in the Funkhouser
case. Judge Robinson concurred in the
decision. Neither the Globe-Democr-

nor any other Republican paper ex-
pressed surprise or alarm.

Judge Marshall said in the Windes vs.
Nelson opinion: "The wisdom and ne-
cessity of .a secret ballot are more ap-
parent to-da- y than ever before In the
history of the world. The pres-
ervation of the secrecy of the ballot is,
In my judgment, of more vital necessity
to the independence of the voters andto the perpetuity of our system of gov-
ernment than the question of who shall
fill any office under the government,
from the highest down to the lowest"

He quoted fully from McCrary on
Elections, the authority followed also,
among others, In the Funkhouser case.

Judge Robinson did not perceive any-
thing but good law In the December case.
At least he did not think It worth while
to dissent In the Funkhouser case he
dissented, but did not think it worth
:while to give a single reason of law. Hejust .dissented.

Is it conceivable that a jurist, on such
a grave matter as the secrecy of the bal-
lot would have been client when the
decisions were rendered if he had hon-
estly, believed that a wrong was being
committed or a mistake was being made
In the interpretation of the law?

In the Funkhouser case, over which
Judge Robinson makes his St Louis
"stump speech and the Globe-Democr-

raises its political rumpus, the pivotal
question, as juage Marshall said in ren-
dering tho decision, was "whether the
Circuit Court had power to order the
Election Commissioners and the parties
litigant to, make a comparison of the
ballots with the voting lists and to re-
quire the Election Commissioners, to re-
turn and certify to the court- - 4all the
facts which either of the parties to the"
aforesaid election contest may desire
and request to have returned, and
which may appear from the.said ballots
and the examination and comparison
thereof.' "

In other words; the whole question
was whether Ballots should be protected
by the secrecy which has always been
held necessary to insure absolute libertv
to the voicing of public opinion, or be
exposea totue curiosity and conspiracies
of partisan manipulators. .

On that question Judge Robinson has
declined to record in the law reports of
.Missouri an argument in favor of de
stroying the historic secrecy of the bal
lot. But he has no scruples against vili-
fying the Supreme Court In general and
obscure stump-speec- h phrases.

Judge Robinson and the Globe-Democr-

will be compelled by the people to
either drop the subject or face the single
Issue involved in the Funkhouser divi
sion the secrecy of the ballot Is It right
unu wwiui to now over the citizen the
threat of exposing his ballot to unscrup-
ulous party heelers under trumped-u- p

election contests? If not, .the Funk-
houser decision is unquestionably sound
law and good American doctrine.

What Judge. Robinson really thinks of
the law as laid down by great national
authorities like Cooley and McCrary and
by Judge Marshall may be seen in his
concurrence last December and his re
fusal to give legal reasons for a political
and perfunctory dissent in June..

SCHOOL FOND OSES.
No better annual showing of School

Board finances was ever made in St.
Louis than that submitted to the board
at Its meeting laBt Tuesday night cover
ing the expenditures of the past year,
the balance on hand, and the proposed
outlay for the year now beginning.

It is not only that the board enters
the current year with a fund largely in
excess of that of the preceding year.
This is a showing that might easily be
made by a timely gathering up of
moneys to appear on the annual state-
ment and then be immediately disbursed
thereafter. The present heavy balance
to the School Board's credit conies, how-

ever, at the close of a year in which
the expenditures for the good of the
schools have been exceptionally heavy.
New schools have been built, old ones
have been Improved, increased salaries
have been paid to the teachers. Never-
theless, the school revenues have been so
wisely handled that this large fund has
been accumulated in despite of all theso
costly Improvements. j

Of equal promise, also, is tho proposed
employment of this balance, of $2(50,-830.3- 4,

exceeding last year's balance by
over $100,000, together with the esti-

mated annual revenue for the current
year. A total of $2,200,905.84 has been
appropriated by the board for the main-
tenance and improvement of tiio public
school system In St Louis. Of this
amount, tho salaries paid to teachers
will reach a total of $l,140;i03.65. Of
tho permanent Improvement work a no-

table feature wlll.be the addition of
High Schools In the north and south
ends of St Louis, which will adequately
meet the demand for these upper
branches of the school system. It Is safe
to say that the year now begun will
be notable for school betterment, even
when contrasted with the year just
ended.

The School Board is eloquently testify
ing to the wisdom of that action which
took the public schools out of politics
and made it possible for school affairs
to be managed by capable and honest'
men. The people are getting the full
benefit of every dollar of school reve-
nues. And tho revenue is so handled
that It reaches the fullest volume possi-
ble to the exercise of business sagacity
and sound common sense.

POBLIO COMFORT.,
With our long river front, it has al-

ways seemed strange that public bath-
ing stations were not established. Presi-
dent Phillips of the Board of Public Im-
provements, has decided that as far as
his opportunities extend the free baths
shall be provided.

Next week the first of the stations
will be placed at the foot of East Grand
avenue.. The pool will be Inclosed by
stockades extending 100 feet from the
banks of the Mississippi. Equipments
usual to swimming pools will be placed
on hand for the use of the patrons.
Policemen will be detailed to prevent
accidents.

President Phillips is anxious to estab-
lish similar pools in other parts of the
city. Tho North St Louis Citizens' As-
sociation has interested itself, both by

(.subscriptions and active planning.
Some of the money will have to come
out of. the Harbor and Wharf Fund.. If is
unfortunate that the city is, unable to
support the pool and many more with-
out aid from private sources.

The good that will be accomplished by
the cool waters of the river is not
imaginary. The hot days of July and
August aro. little less than unbearable
among certain classes because of the
lack of bathing facilities. Easy access
to water means health to many children
as well as older persons. Citizens will
watch the growth of free baths with

OF UNITED STATES.

Thirty-Seve- n Per Cent of All the
People Live in Cities or Towns

of llore Than 4,000.

Washington, July 11. The Census .Office
Issued a bulletin tn.d.iv concerning thei
urban population of the country. It shows
that 2S.4U.C3S people In the United States
live In cities and towns of over 4.000 popu-

lation. This Is 37.3 per cent of the entire
population, a gain of almost 5 per cent
since tho census of 1SW. when, the per

port shows a gain in the urban population
of the country of more than, a third In per-

centage, and of considerably more than
double In actual numbers. There were in

CROWMXSHIELD'S AMIUTIOX.

Hopes to Commnwl Amerlcnn Squad-
ron at Naval IMnpIay at Coronation.

ItEPUBLIC SPBCIAU
Washington. July 1L The rather unex-

pected of the European
Station with Admiral Cromwell In command
Is said now' to have been for the purpose of
creating a squadron which ultimately may
be placed In charge of .Rear Admiral
Crownlnshleld autnor and hero of the
Dewey dispatch, and Chief of the Naviga-
tion Bureau.

Admiral' Crownlnshleld makes no secret of
his ambition to command the American
display during the great assemblage of
war vessels incident to the King's corona-
tion next June. and. like General Corbln,
aspires to be ono of tho military represent
atives on that occasion. He nas nium
rank now entitling him to a flag comn.and,
but this will not operate' to prevent his
assignment, for the reason that Admirals
Schley. Cromwell and Sampson retire, with-
in the next ten months, and Crownln-shleld- 'a

promotion follows Admiral Far-quha- r's

retirement in April. Cromwell will
reach the retiring age next February, nnd
must then relinquish active duty. A va-
cancy will be created in this most desir-
able command, and if Admiral Crownln-
shleld then wants to relinquish his present
office he will probably have his ambition

His detachment from duty here would be
welcomed to many high public men, whom
he has antagonized during his administra-
tion of the Navy Department, and es-

pecially to the friends of Admiral Schley,
who. have charged to Crownlnshleld much
of tho accorded the Admiral.

"Fighting Bob" Evans would also like the
command, and has the rank for the posi-

tion. "Fighting BoV has eight years yet
before him on tho active list, and it is con-

tended he can well afford to wait the
chance to fly his flag and let Crownlnshleld
have tho billet. The latter has four years
before him on the active' list. "

WILL ASK FOR FOUR NEW SHIPS.

Two Craliers and Two Battleships
Constltate Long's Request.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington, July 11. Two battleships

and two armored cruisers will constitute
the programme which Secretary Long will
ask Congress to authorize during its coming
session.

In limiting his recommendation to this
number and class of ships, the Secretary is
influenced by tho evident purpose of Con-
gress to grant this Increase of the estab-
lishment. The last naval appropriation law
contained a provision directing the Secre-
tary of the'Navy to prepare designs for two
battleships and two armored cruisers. In
accordance with this direction, the Board,
ot Construction under the Secretary's order
is considering the christening of the pro-
jected ships.

Because Congress neglected to authorize
any armor clads at its' last session, the
feeling among naval officers is that there
should be a large enough Increase at the
coming session to make up for this failure.
Attention is, however, called to the large
number of warships under construcUon and
the delay in their completion. In order
to minimize opposition on this latter score,
to new' ships, Secretary Long sent to-d-

a letter to the armor manufacturers formal-
ly asking them to increase their deliveries.

As the armor companies have announced
their purposo to meet the views'ot the Gov-
ernment, the department expects that the
deliveries will aggregate 1.000 ton3 per
month hereafter instead of COO tons.

BEGINS EXAMINATION

OF BANKRUPT FIRM.

Inquiry Into the Affairs of Gaylord,
Blessing & Co. Taken Up by

Referee Coles.

Tho examination of the bankrupts by
creditors in the' bankruptcy proceedings of
Gaylord, Blessing & Co., commenced
yesterday morning in the offices ot
Referee in .Bankruptcy Walter D. 'Coles.
About twenty of the creditors :and their
representatives were present. The examina-
tion was carrld on by Colonel Charles W.
Holtcarr.p, trustee ot tho defunct firm, and
George 1). Reynolds.

John IL' Blessing, one of the partners of
the firm, was the only bankrupt examined
yesterday. Hi examination took up the en-
tire morning and afternoon sessions. He
was questioned rigidly by Mr. Reynolds
on the methods of h.'s firm. On several oc-

casions he became confused, and throughout
tho examination he would diverge from the
questions put so that the refereo had fre-
quently to admonish him to eonline himself
to the isjue at hand.

The tendency of Mr. Blessing's testimony
was to the effect that he and Mr. Gaylord
were forced to go out of business because
they could not meet their liabilities la
March last.- - The cause of this was

demand on them by their Kew
York representatives for money to margin,
thsir holdings.

Mr. Blessing's attention was called to
three accounts, those of W. Brown. W.

and F. H. Wall. He admitted thatthe two llrst names were uned by him for
carrying on an account of his own. F. H.
Hall, he paid, was a mechanic who formerly
worked for tho Missouri Pacific, and later
became insane. He could not state clearly
where Wall is. but admitted having used
his name for Arm transactions. Frequently
during a press of business, he said, transac-
tions were made In stocks- und bonds In ex-
cess of the actual orders of customers.
These, and orders which could not be lo-
cated, were placed on the Wall (account
This account was given as an asset by the
firm.

Mr. Blessing testified that the private
transactions of the linn were carried on
under stock accounts Xos. 1. 2. 3 and 5. andgrain account No. 5. The testimony brought
out the fact that customers of the firm
were frequently charged interest on stocks
which they had ordered when In reality the
firm did not have the stocks. Severalspecific transactions were traced through
the books of the firm and it was found thebuying and selling In each case was simplya matter of bookkeeping, and that the
stocks had not really been bought.
