It warrs
Toatmen and fishermen that one of his
Britannle Majesty's vessels will be oc-
cupled In observing the direction and speed
of currents near the channel islands from
the middle of May to the end of August,
mnd for thie purpose it will be necessary
for the ship to anchor at various points
around the jsles.

Boatmen and fishermen are warned
mgalnst approaching closer to this vessel
than may be necessary for safe navigation.
It is thi= gurvey, undertaken in the inter-
- ests of seamen generally, that has caused
the wrath of M. De Cassagnac and his con-
‘dreres to boil over.

Virulent Freach Editerials.

*““Thus,” he cries in a flery editorial in the
‘Aurerite, “a warship of his Britannic Majes-
ty. with the authorization of the French
Government, is studying our coasts, tak-
#ng soundings and examining the currents.

*“It 1s an unheard-of thing that it Is our
mecular epemy, our eternal enemy, the one
that hates us most, and that Is ever haunt-
ediby the thought of destroying us that re-
oelves from the French Government the
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mission to accomplish a task which long
ngo should have been completed under the
sole and speclal direction of the navy of the
Republic.

“On this occaslon, It Is strange that we
should continue our traditions of compli-
ance and criminal cowardice. The English
are our masters. The more thay show
themselves insolent toward us the more
they are loaded with special courtesies. At
the very moment when we write theze lines
the British Admiralty is giving to the

"l #ay that thls is veritable treason on
the part of the Government of the Re-
public, and I have thought it Indispensable
to point it out for the indignation of patrl-
ots,”

George Cher-
bonnler and James Woolman, who saw the
highwayman at close range, sald after-
wands that Cardell resembled the man, but
they would pot swear that he and Cardell
were the same,

It was about 1 o'clock yesterday rning
before the officers finished unnhl':: Cur-
dell. He was then placed In the Ferguson
Jall, where he was kept until yesterday
morning, when he was removed to thg

Cardell served three years in the State
Penitentiary at Jefferson City, from 1578
to 1881, for grand larceny. He waa ssnt up
from Bt Louis County for a robbery com-

been in minor trouble since them, but had
never been arregted.

WHAT A FRENCHMAN
SAW IN AMERICA,

Senator Siegfried Enthusiastic
Over Evidences of Commercial
and Industrial Expansion.

Parls, July 12.—Senator Jules Siegfried,
the former Minlster of Commerce, has ar-
rived here from his Amerlean tour, In an
interview to-day, M. Blegfried pald a glow-
{ng tribute to the Immense commercial and
industrial expansion of the United States,
which, he said, would be further increased
by the system of combinations,

Nevertheless, he added, the people of
Europe must not allow themseives to be too
easlly dazzled or frightened. He pointed to
the steel combine as an example of capital
inflated to twice or treble the cost of amal-
gamated establistments, and he questioned
whether further dividends could be paid
on such Inflated capltal.

“Americans,” the Benator sald, *“haye
changed In recent years, The idea of treaties
of commerce Is now dally gaining ground.
I met with considerable xympathy in favor
of u more liberal economic policy. Frunce
must take Into consideratlon the amour
propre of the United States, whizn she had
overlooked at the lime of the Hizpuno-
American war."

Benator Slegfrled also referred to the
great plensure he had derlved from his re-
ception In Canada.

PRINCE CHUN LEAVES PEKIN.

Goes to Berlin to F:rmully Apolo-
gize to Germany.

Pekin, July 12.—The departure to-day from
Pekin of Prince Chun, youngest brother of
Emperor Kwang Su, who has been selected
to formally apologize at Berlin for the mur-
der of Baron von Ketleler, was a spectac-
ulur event. A speclal train took Prince
Chun and his sulte from here to Taku,
from which port he will proceed by steamer
to Shanghal. He salls from Shanghul July
20 for Genoa, and will proceed directly from
there to Beriin by rall

Prince Chun cama to the rallroad station
in Pekin on horseback, He was gorgeously
altired in the royal yellow, and followed
by a long procession compoSed of membery
of his staff, thelr servants and the luggage
on carts. Herg he was met by the present
German Minister to China, Doctor Mumm
von Schwarzensteln, a German militazy
band, a guard of honor and two of his
brothers. Many Chinese had assembled at
the station to bid the Prince farewell,

Two German officers formerly attached to
the staff of Fleld Marshal Count Vvon
Waldersee will personally conduct Prince
Chun &nd his party to Berlin.

AMERICA’S TRADE BALANCE.

London Financial Authority Com-
ments on Present Conditions.

London, July 12—The Statist, in the
course of an article examining the financial
position of the United States, will say to-
morrow:

*The figures of our own trade with Amerl-
ca concluslvely show the enormous profits
which the Uniled States are making in
forelgn trade. For the first six months of
the present year our imports from the
United States have been nearly £69,000,000,
as against a 1ttle over £59,000,000 in 1800,
while cur exports to the United States were
worth only £7,000,000, as agalnst £8,000,000.
“This means that for the year of June
30 we have bought £148,000,000 In produce
from the Unilted States, while they have
bought of us £15,000,000. The trade balance
in tavor of the United States, ns respects
England, was £130,000,000, ap against £119,000,-
000 for the calendar year of 1900."

The Btatlst will conclude another article
t-ith the statement:

“It appears certaln that we shall have to
supply considerable gold to the United
Blates, and that the value of money In
London will advance.”

MORGAN BUYS CHILE LINE.

Government Had Intended to Pur-

chase, but Was Disappointed.

Mr. J. Pierpont Morgan has bought, through
Willlam R. Grace & Co., the Clark Trans-
ardine Rallway Company’'s line for £80,000.

The Government had arranged to pur-
chase the raliroad on certain conditions,
but falled to meet these conditions when
the time to complete the purchase arrived.

The sellers of the line are three banks,
which have been in possesslon of the rall-
road as creditors.

PROBLEM OF AERIAL
NAVIGATION IS SOLVED?

M. Santos Dumont Steers His New “Aeronef” Through the Air in Ev-
ery Direction, Maintaining Same Altitude at All Times and
it Speed of Forty Kilometers an  Hour While Retaining
Perfect Control of His Flying Machine at All Times
—M. Aime’s Comments on the Achievement.

SBPECIAL BY CARBLE.
Puris, July 13.—There {s scarcely room for
# shadow of a doubt that M. Santos-Du-

mont has definitely solved the problem of
aerinl navigation.

During a couple of hours yesterday morn-
Ing, he concluslvely proved this by steering
Lls neéw “aeronef,” the Santos-Dumont, No,
b, through the alr In every direction, north,
sgouth, enst and west, turning to the right
or left, wheeling round in wide ¢ircles above
the Bols de Boulogne, and finally salling
oft to the Eiffel Tower, near which a tri-
fling accldent to his rudder necessitated a
momentary descent.

The accldent only showed the more un-
mistakably practical utliity of M. Eantos-
Dumon's astounding Inventlon. The airship
came to earth as enslly and lightly as a
bird, and, when the defective steering rope,
connected with the rudder, had been re-
paired, It ascended sgain, made a completa
turn upon iteelf and returned to Its start-
Ing polnt, the Parc d'Aecrostation, at 8t.
Cloud.

M. Alme s accepted everywhere as an
authority on aerial navigation, and conse-
qQuently his opinion of to-day's trisl is of
the greatest value,

This Is what he sald:

"During the last fifteen years no one in
France, with the exception of Mr. Santos-
Dumont, who came direct from San Paolo
to Parls for the express purpos:, has made
an ascent in a really steerable balloon; that
Is to eay, In a bolloon provided with a mo-
tor and a propeller. Thanks to the perse-
verancs and tireless activity of M. Bantos-
Dumont, who was the first to utllize, in
nerial navigation, the light motor used In
automoblles, a practleal solution of this
stupendous problem has just been found,

“In M, Santos-Dumont’s balloon each
horse power means a welght of six kilo-
grams. The balloon with which the ex-
perienced seronaut experimented this morn-
Ing is the fifth of a serles that he has con-
structed, each carrying out, in a more high-
ly developed form, the Ides that forms the
basls of the system. Its principal charac-
teristics are: Volume, 650 cuble meters;
diameter, 6 meters; length, 24 metera; 4
cylindered vetroleum motor, 16-horse-power,
propeller screw measuring 4 metera from
blade edge to blade edge and making 200
revolutions per minute and with a traction
power measured by dynamometer of 80 kilo-
grammes.

“It was proved that the alrship has an
average speed of 40 kilometers per hour;
that it answered its rudder with most per-
fect, obedlent docllity, and that the problem
of landing was solved. each voyage round
the race course rigorously ending with a
descent at a spot Indicated befrrehand, It
returned time and time agaln to the pre-
viously designited spot with the most math-
ematical precislon,

“Including stoppages the voyage lasted
one hour and six minutes. After a little
rest M. Bantos-Dumont started oft toward
the rising slope behind Longchamp, crossed
the Selne at an altituds of 3K meters, and
brought back his alrahip to its home port.

**The miraculous part of the experiment
is that, during the entirs course of his
journeying backwarda and forwards, with
numerous ascents and landings, M. Santos-
Dumont did not employ a single pinch of
ballast to guarantee his equilibrium, and
¥et remalned as completely master of his
altitude as he was of his course. He re-
mained at a height between 100 and 270
meters by inclination of the axls of the
balloon and propulsion of the screw.

ENTERTAINED BY ROYALTY.

American Naval Officers Shown
Many Courtesies at Copenbagen.

Copenhagen, July 12 —Crown Prince Fred-
erick to-day recelved Lieutenant Comman-
der E. N. Hughes of the Massachus:tts
school ship Enterprise at the palace.

Lieutenant Commander Hughes was pre-
gented by Acting United States Minlster
Freemun. Lately, the Crown Prince and
his famlily viglted the United States :rain-
Ing-ship Hartford, where he reccived the
royal zalute, and they were entertalaed by
Commander J. W. Hafley of that vessel.

Acting Minlster Freeman and his daugh-
ter, who accompanied the royal party, spent
an hour In Inspecting the Hariford and in
taking photographs,

Beveral sketches and autographs were In-
scribed In a “memory book' for Princess
Valdemar, whoae father, the Duke de
Chartres, particlpated in the Clvil War.
The Princess Valdemar begged for the re-
lease of fourteen men who were undergoing
punishment on board the Hartford. The
request of the Princess was granted,
