He got a lot of run
out of the sulky Mr. Durea by going at
him In the tack stretch and dihlng It out
of him, while Dale was waiting for Lady
of the Wet to come up and she was doing
the best she could after getting cut ort
at the flrt turn.

When Gilmore and Dale did begin to drhe
their horses Darjca was too far In front
to be caught, and, to tell the truth, wore
well, for he did not stop. The other pair
closed a lot of ground in tho stretch, Beana
going especially fabt, but they could not
quite leucn.
