A special dispatch to The Republic last
night from Asbury Park, N. J., announced
that Mre. Z. W. Tinker of this cily was
robibed of jewels aggregating In value near-
Iy $2000. They were taken from a bath-
house at Allenhurst. Detectives from near-
by places have been detailed on the case,
and word has been telegruphed to the Chief
of Police of New York. The Tinkers have
been occupying the handsome Furman
home at Deal, which is near Asbury Park.

Loas in = Fire.

They went East on July 2 and located at
Allenhurst. The party consieted of Mr,
Tinker, his wife and daughter, an accom-
plished young woman, who is well known
In St. Louls soclety. They arrived at the
Inn at § o'clock. Half an hour later a fire
broke out In the hotel. While the Tinkers
saved some of their goods, it I8 understood
that th:>> were *heavy losers by the fire.
Birs. Tinker saved all her jewels. Among
the most prized of these Is a dlamond neck-
lace. After the fire the Tinkers sought tem-
porary accommodatlons at the Curlaw, Al-
lenhurst, where they remalned for a few
days. Later they rented the Furman cot-
tage. This morning Mrs. Tinker came to
Asbury Park, and after transacting some
business started toward home. When she
reached Allenhurst she went directly to the
bLeach and engaged a bathhouse,

Left Jewels Behind.,

A place is provided for the safe-keeping
of valuables, and Mrs. Tinker was aware
of this fact. She thought they would be
perfectly mafe In the bathhouse, and Jld
rot take the pains to check them. At the
suggestion of ore. of the attendants she
left the key of the house above the door.
Mra. Tinker enjoyed hersell in the surf.

When she returned to her bathhouse and
looked for her jewels they were gone, the
place having been opened while she was
bathing. Bhe Aressed hastily and reported
the case to the one in charge of the houses,
A tho h search was Instituted. but the
jewels wéres gone. They consisted of &
ErliT-ouee dlamond  aecklace and several
diamond rings. The police ware notified at
unce, but they have no clew.

PIRIE SUSPECT IS
GROSS-QUESTIONED.

Mayor Reid of Ferguson Goes to
Fort Madison, Ia., to See
Otto Gerhard.

Fort Madison, Ia., July 17.—Mayor Fred
Reld of Ferguson, Mo, arrived here to-day
to maks an effort to identify Otto Gerhard,
who 1s under arrest here, suspected of kill-
ing Andrew J. Pirle on June 2, at Fergu-
son.

Mr. Reld sald that the man answered very
closely the description of the Pirfe murder-
er. Togethér with local police officlals he
closely examined Gerhard this evening,

Afterwards Mr. Reld telegraphed to Mar-
shal Graf at Ferguson to walt for further
instructions before applying for & warrant
aguinet the prisoner,

Gerhard told a circumstantial story to
account for his whereabouts on and after
the day of the killing. He declared that on
June 2 he was at Murray, Ia. Mayor Reld
will go to Murray to-morrow to ascertain
whether this I» true. If so, Gerhard will
be released at once, Otherwise the man will
be taken back to Ferguson.

Gerhard has a watch which answers the
description of that taken by a highwayman
from C. H. Rouelek, a neighbor of Pirle,
who was robbed the same eveniog that Pirie
wat kilied.

Gerhard admits that he has worked very
lttle in the last year, He says he was last
regularly employed &t the Knapp-Stout
Lumber Company's yards. He was dia-
charged, he says, for fighting with & fellow-
employe.

He says that he has s wife living In St
Louls. He admits that be was under arrest
at the Fourth District ?olkn Btation in Bt
Louls last April on a charge of wife-beat-
Ing, but says he was not prosecuted,

Gerhard asserts positively that he left Bt.
Louls June 13, belng sent by a labor agency
to Murray to work for J. P. Shorthall, &
rallroad contractor. He went to Burlington,
got drunk, came here Friday, was arrested
on a charge of vagrancy and sentenced Mon.
day.

Mrs. Gerhard's Statement.

Mrs. Otto Gerhard, who lives at No. 1408
South Becond street, pajd last night that
the description of her husband, Otlo Ger-
hard, who left home June 27, tallies closely
with that furnished by the officers at Fort
Madlson, Ia., of the Otto Gerhard suspected
of Andrew H. Pirie's murder.

Mrs. Gerhard sald that her husband, after
thres days’ llincas, departed, In company
with & man called John, with the explana-
tion that he was golng to St. Louls County
to look for work. Since June 27, the day of
his departure, Mrs, Gerhard sald, she has

heard nothing from her husband, direct
o otherwisc. d ¥

Pittefield, Mass,, July 17.—Most unexpect-
edly to hims:lf, as well as to the publie,
Robert Btewart Fosburg-was to-day called
befora Judge Stevens fo plead to the indict-
ment charging him with manslaughter,
causing the death of his sister, May.

Mr. Fosburg appeared In court with his
attorney, Mr. Joyner, and entered & plea of
not gullty. It was then announced that the
case would be taken up to-morrow, and, if
tha plans of Judge Btevens are carried
through, a jury will be obtained, so that
tha taking of testimony may begin on Fri-
day. Omly two challenges are permitted
each side In a case of this sort in Massa-
chusetts, and Judge Stévens has the reputa-
tion of making it Impossibla for counse] to
long delay in choosing jurors. '

That the Btate Is golng to make a tre-
mendous effort to convict Fosburg {a made
‘apparent by the presence In the case as
epecial prosecutor of John C. Crosby, one
of the ablest criminal lawyers in the Btate,
An effort wos made to have Mr. Crosby ex-
cluded, but, after listening to argument to-
day, Judge Stevena declded that the State
might avall itself of his services, This de-
cislon, Judge Stevens explained, was ar-
rived at because of the fact that District
Attorney Gordner is too ill to appear, and
Digtrict Attorney Hammond s not fully
conversant with the case. ]

Interest in this cose has attracted to
Pittefleld friends of the Fosburg family
from as far west as St. Louls and from
Buffalo. There are ro fewer than fifty who
will rtemain here until the fate of the young
defendant ls settled. Bo many applications
have been made for seals In the courtroom
that It has been found necessary to order
that admission shall be by ticket.

The town Is full of newspaper men, many
of whom fuund themselves excluded from
the courtroom because an arbitrary limit
has been placed on the number of seats and
because of the prejudice of local officlals
ngalnst thore newspapers that have refused
{0 accept Chlef of Police Nicholson at the
valuation placed on him here.

The attitude of Judge Btevens toward the
newspapers or as to what latitude the
‘newspapers will be given In discussing or
reporiing the Fosburg case, has been de-
fined by him, it being, In effact, that the
newspapers will not be permitted to do
more than report the exact happenings in
the courtroom.

If & witness Is produced and placed on
the stand the papers cannot say that the
witness' was placed there presumably to
ghow that the Fosburg family were at
peace with each other at all times; on the
contrary, the newspapets can only repro-
duce the testimony of the witnesses In an-
swer to the interrogatories, leaving thelr
readers to draw conclusions ax to what
the witness was introduced into the .case
for. That is the view of the Court. It may
be changed. - :
