Misses Voelker and Phillips Cause

They Identify.

Miss Rose Voelker of No. 2635 Olive street
and Miss Cora.Phlllips of Np. 3101. Caroline
streat caught a negro purse snatcher after
chasing him for three .blocks yesterday
morning; When they had seen him landed
safely behind the bars at the Fifth District
Police Station they called at the Four
'Courts and swore out a warrant against
him charging petit larceny.

Misses Voelker and Phillips started out
yesterday morning to catch the steamer
City of Providence to go to Alton. When
they reached the wharf at the foot of North
Market street they found that the boat had
gone. They boarded the Hill City, but aft-
erwards decided to return home. They left
the steamer and walked west, in North
Market street to catch a .Broadway car.
When they reached Second street a negro
darted between them, seized a purse Miss
Voelker held In her hand, and turned to
run away. Miss Phillips struck blnvon the
head with her parasol and then they both
chased him toward the river.

"We Just flew," said Miss Voelker In
narrating her experience. "We did not stop
to think of the danger. We wanted to
catch the thief. Miss Phillips struck him
with her parasol, but I do not think I would
have had the courage to do that." '

As the young women chased him they
cried out lustily, attracting a crowd. De-
tective' Sullivan and Captain O'Malley of
the Fifth District, who happened to be on
the scene, stopped the negro at Main and
Clinton streets Just as the young women
came running up. They Identified him. and
he was taken to the Dollce station, where
he gave the name of Richard Smith. The
purse, which contained $3.50, was found on
the street, where It had been thrown.

Control of Laclede Gas Said to Be
' Already Assured Broker Camp

bell Discusses the Situation.

The proposed consolidation of the local
electric-lightin- g companies was the subject
of considerable gossip In financial circles
yesterday. It wa9 the general opinion that
the deal will be consummated before No-

vember ,1, and that all the companies now
In the field will be brought Into line.

James Campbell, who, with E. G. Bruck-ma- n,

engineered the Laclede
deals, said yesterday that Laclede Gas
stock was coming In freely, and Intimated
that a controlling Interest had already
been secured.

"The deal means a .great deal to St.
Louis." .said TAx. Campbell. "Considerably
more than the controlling Interest In the
Lacelede Gas Company Is held In St. Louis,
and the purchase money comes from the
East This will bring over $6,000,000 cash to
St. ,Louls, in addition to what was paid
for the Imperial.

"Sir. Bruckman deserves a great deal of
credit for making this sale possible, as It.
was' entirely duo" to his management that
the arrangements were made. He will clean
up about a quarter of a million on the
deal.

VEven If the sale of the Laclede Gas
stock should not be made, I am confident
that the stock will sail up. to $145 before
thn World's Fair is over. The Laclede Pow
er Company is not Included In the deal at
present, but It may come in for. some at-

tention .later."
A prominent financier who Is a large

stockholder In the Mlssourl-Ediso- n and
other lighting companies, in speaking of
the deal, said: "The Mlssourl-Edlso- n and
other lighting and power companies are
bound to be brought Into line, for If they
do not consent-t- accept a reasonable price,
such a bitter war will be waged that they
will be glad to beg for terms. The con-

solidation Is bound "to come, but It will
take until next fall to get things In shape
for the consolidation."

August Gehner. who Is heavily Interested-l- n

the Citizens' Electric Lighting Company,
which has a franchise and subways, but no
power-hous- e, said that his company would
proceed to build at once, and would soon
be' able to enter the local lighting field.

Mr. Gehner was In consultation with Mr.
Campbell yesterday, but both refused to
disclose the nature of their conference.
