He said it would be established that
there had been a vicious quarrel bstwesn
'the defendant and his. father; furniture was
"overturned and broken; the night robe of
'the' defendant's wife was torn Into shreds;
'the defendant's father was badly bruised.

May Fosburg was shot and killed, and her
tfeath resulted from a wound inflicted by
a bullet belonging to a revolver owned by
Iter brother, Robert. Eliminating tho bur-
glars, Mr. Hammond said that he would
prove the reeponslblMty rests between the
defendant and his father, both of whom, he

Taking a ruler In his hands, the District
Attorney carefully Indicated to the Jurors
the location of different rooms In the castle
house. The rooms where members of the
family slept, where Miss Sheldon was sleep-
ing, and the balcony, which the District At-
torney said would be an Important factor in
the case, were all carefully located In the
plans.

Continuing, Mr. Hammond said that the
Government would conclusively prove that
Robert L-- Fosburg killed his sister. May L.
Fosburg.

"The State does not claim that Robert
killed his sister tor a purpose, but In a mo-

ment that was equally blamable. It will be
ihe claim of the State that Robert had ex-
ceptional opportunity and could be the only
one that could and did Are the fatal shot. If
he wishes to. state that it was an unavoid-
able' accident he will tell you. The Com- -'

monwcalth will ahow that It waa-K- e that
fdld the shooting and need not show the" ino--

tlv-e- .

"The Commonwealth wlU claim that'' he
shot his sister with the revolver
that he had Just purchased for an unknown
reason. Something happened In the house
that night. We will show that there-wa-

no Intruder, no burglars there; that Robert's
wife had her. night gown torn to shreds,
torn from neck to the very hem of 'the gar-
ment; that furniture was overturned and
displaced, that a, castor of the elder Fos-burg- 's

bed Was broken; that furniture was
broken: that the' screen In the window of
the. kitchen, bed room was cracked, and
not displaced; "that a lamp was overturned
In the kitchen bedroom, and that articles
of furniture bore marks of disturbance.

"Were the father and son fighting when
the shot was fired? It Is for you to answer.
"PISTOL WAS' HELD CLOSE
TO MAT FOSBURG'S BODY."

"This defendant told the officers that he
saw two men Jump from this balcony (In-

dicating the location on the plan of the
house), and another run down, the back
stairs and out of doors; they run across
this field. The defendant has said, he saw
them running on the night of the killing
of' his. sister.

"On that night there was a very- heavy
dew. Spiders' webs were welghtei down
with the density of the dew. The grass was
wet with the moisture of the night. Every-
thing In the field where the defendant saw
these "men run was" wet with the dew. but
the men" left no track behind. Noth ng
about the condition, of the field showed
that they had crossed .It The evidence
gathered by the .Government will show that
prior to the killing of May Fosburg there
were no strangers In the house, no burglars
there. Jo enemy had entered Into' It.

"How. when and where was. May Fosburg
fhot? She was shot when she was abaut to
leave her own room. She fell backward
and died without Faying a wordl 8he wai
shot by the defendant's revolver In the
breast. Just above' the nipple, the."ball pass-
ing through the upper "part of the heart
through a rib and lodging Just under the'
skin In the back:

"The pistol when the shot was fired was
held less thsn a foot from her body. The
Commonwealth will show to you as evi-

the girl was less than a foot She was near
her door, and her brother was standing just-ove-

"The burning and the powder marks on

the gown would .not have been there If: the
shot had been fired six feet away, as the
defendant has said over and over- again.

"The younger sister, 'Beatrice, has tcld
us, and' she will tell us again, that she was
somewhat behind May when she was shot.
There was no light In tho room. Later, aft
er the shot, Beatrice turned .on an cteo.'rla
light that hung .suspended In the room.
There 4s abundance of evidence thit the
night was pitch dark. Beatrice says that

DEFENSE'S POINTS WHICH

STATE WILL ATTACK..
In outlining the Fosburg case to

the Jury, Prosecuting Attorney
' Hammond Indicated the "weak 4

points" In the defense, which the
State will attack, as follows:

1. The Fosbirg family claims the
killing was committed by burglars;
tho. State will prove there were, no
burglars in the house on the night
May Fosburg was killed. "

2. Robert Fosburg, claims he saw
three men In the hall, anil that. It
was light enough to distinguish "that
one was a negro; his sister. Beatrice,

t testified it was. so dark she could see
nothing till she struck' a match..

3. Robert Fosburg claims he saw 4
one of the men running across the
lawn; a heavy-de- "that night made
everything wet with moisture, yet
there was no evidence that any one
had crossed the lawn on the night of
tho killing. - 4

4 4. The defense asserts that the .

shot which killed May Fosburg was
tired six feet or more away from her
body; the powder marks en her night 4

Judge Stevens then sent th Inn- - in visit
the scene of the tragedy nnd adjourned
court, until 2 o'clock In the afternoon.

First to be called as witness was Arthur
A. Forbes. City Engineer or Pittsfleloii Atthe direction of John Nicholson, Chfef ot
Police, he had prepared detailed floor nnd
ground clans of the Foshnrp hnm tr ,.
a description of the rooms, the position of
the furniture, 'of the doors nnd the win-
dows. He descrlhcd the balcony, from
which. It Is tald, the fleeing burslars
Jumped. Then he was taken In hand by Mr.
Joyner Tor the defense, who persuaded the
witness to say that some of the drawings
wero not his own. nnd that hone of them
were made until a week or more had
elapsed after the .tragedy..

Mr. Fobes said that he could not swear
that the furniture had not been moved be-
fore he' made his plans.

Doctor Paddock, the' second, last, and, by'
far the most Important witness, gave his
testimony, laboring desperately. Ills
health is in such poor condition that he was
often compelled to halt In the middle of a
sentence and regain his breath. Urged by
Judge Stevens to be seated, he iefused to
avail himself of the privilege, and for two
long hours stood before the Jary.

Tho morning that May Fosburg was shot
he vas called by telephone first about JS
minutes before 2 o'clock, a second time five
minutes later. He hurried to the Fosburg
house and there found Doctor' Schofleld O.
Daltcn ahead o'f him. The entire Fosburg
family gathered about the body .of, May.-Th-

dead girl lay. in "the second room with
her feet two" feet from the hall' door.

Doctor Paddock, described the. condition of
the body In a niarrer too realistic for many
who heard him. He said that the head and
hands wtre coH, but rigor "mortis had not
elsewhere set In. Blood flowed from the
nose, mouth and from the wound In the
breast. Doctor Paddock saw Beatrice Fos
burg and Mrs. Robert Stewart Fosburg ly
ing tcgemer on a Dea. locked In each oth-
ers' arms, moaning In sympathy each for
the other.

Telling of his first conversation with
Robert Fosburg. Doctor Paddock said that
the defendant had showed him the back of
his" head and neck, on which were bruises,

Mr. Fosburg Bald, by blows from a
sand bag, wielded by one of the burglars.

"He told me," said, the witness, "that he
und his wife had been sleeping In the front
part of the house'; that they had heard a
noise lnjhe part of the house decupled, by
the others and that" he had started for the
place.

It was dark In
the room. His sister fell back In his" arms
and he laid, her on the floor.

"Paddock also examined the defendant's
father. He was terribly beaten. His ear
was nearly torn from his head, one eye'was
closed, and' he was suffering rom severe
bruises about the body;

"Mr. Fosburg had told the witness he had
awakened to And two burglars' standing
over him, one holding a revolver. He graD- -
pieu wun incni ana an appalling struggle
ensued. His son came, and the burglars.
Jumping through a window into .the bal-
cony and thence to the ground, escaped.
The witness "said that the defendant told
him that he believed the burglars shot Ills
sister with his own pistol.

"Doctor Paddock said R. S. Fosburg
showed him where his revolver had been
kept under a quantity of clothing In a
bureau drawer. The revolver, which was
of was then missing. He said
that at the first examination no powder
stains were found. This was because the-nigh- t

robe was so soaked In blood that the
powder was hidden.

Mayor Fred A. Reld of Ferguson returned
last night from Fort Madison, la., where
he went to interview Otto H. Gerhard, who
has been held a prisoner- at that place
since last Saturday by Sheriff George W.
Tucker, who thoucbt ho answered the

of the assailant of Andrew H.
Plrle.

Mr. Reld said he was convinced that Ger-

hard had no connection with the killing.
He hlra for two.hours Wednes-
day night and for an hour yesterday morn-
ing and used every effort to make him ad-

mit that he was In St. Louis County on
June 29, but to no avail. Mr. Reld then
refused to have anything further to do
with the, case, although Gerhard was willing
to come to Missouri without
papers.

Sheriff Tucker and 'Chief of Police James
Cumleh also took turns at Ger-
hard, and both of them still declare their
belief that he knows more than he is will-
ing to tell. The vagrancy sentence under
which Gerhard was being held expired yes
terday, but the Chief preferred a new
charge against him and he will be held
until he can get' with the
Chief of Police of Murray, la., and find
.out' more about record at that
place. . 3

Gerhard has made several conflicting
statements .since his arrejrfT He was asleep
In the railroad ords last Fri-
day' when he was taken Into custody by
Deputy Marshal Schnelr. He said he had
had a. 40' gold watch stolen from him by
a .comrade who was beating, his way with
him. From the description that Schnelr got
of the watch he concluded that It closely
resembled the one advertised by the Fergu-
son "officials" as stolen from Casper H. Ron-sie- k

minded of his former statement, he. said he
was drunk when he made it. Schnelr says
he was not drunk.

on. the case, to the exclusion of other. busi-

ness. They have had a' numberof clews,
but none of them has "developed. The
latest was furnished by. Chief. Desmond,
who asked him to send a man to Oklahoma
for a' suspect, but he says he will not do
so until he has positive proof. Mr. Reed
says It would be extremely difficult to con-"vlc- t'a

less he confessed. There could be no posi-

tive evidence produced against any one. as
neither George Cherbonnler or John Wool-ma- n,

the only men who saw the assailant,
were close enough to identify him.
