DEATH IN THE NURSING BOTTLE.

Doctor Nietert Bays These Recep-
tacles Should Be Bterilized—
What the Assistant Health
Commissioner Says.

The problem of counteracting the sudden
Increase In the mortality of children which
comes with hot weather 19 one which is
tow interesting the Health Department. In

fants die In thelr mothers' arms and young
children suddenly become affiicted with
cruptive diseases. Medical sclence says ‘that
much of this can be avolded If the proper
Eleps are taken by the authorities,
According to the doctors, death lurks in
least suspected places. A Chicago physician,

8t. Louls City Hospital, sald: “More deaths
among infants result from the nursing bot-
tle and rubber nipples than from any other
cause during the summer.” The medical
mep say that the rubber-tube bottle cannot
be cleansad easily, and, In consequence,
becomes costed with a foreign Infectious
sutstance,

The lIgnorance of mothers among the
poorer classes is considered another causa
for the hizh mortality rata for infants dur-
ing July and August. “They do not know
how to sterilize receptacles for milk or
other food," sald Doctor Nietert, Buperin-
tendent of the City Hospital.

In Chicago the Health Department called
for seventy-five volunteer physiclans to go
among the poor of that clty and teach them
some of these peedful lessons. The same
plan was followed two years ago in the

saime city. The volunteers distribute among
these poor

of infants. It is the object, when possible,
to teach mothers by practical lessons in
hyglene,
