He will make a strong witness, but even
should the members of the Jury be preju-
diced. It Is not probable that he will create
upon them an Impression so favorable as
that produced by the child, Beatrice, and
her gray-haire- d mtother. These two wit-
nesses tell the same story. They will say,
"May Fosburg was killed by burglars."

It Is difficult to believe that they are
lying, and that they made up their story
during the first five minutes after the
tragedy. In the defense. Chief Nicholson's
theory of the cobwebs and the dew will be
given contradiction by farmers belonging
here In Berkshire County. They will say
that In a meadow or open field the path of
a fleeing Individual would be obliterated in
thirty minutes If made while the dew Is
falling. Mad at sunrise, the path would re-
main until the dew is all obliterated.

The significance of this will be seen when
it is remembered that the burglars are sup-
posed to hav left the Fosburg house nearly
three hours before sunrise.
ROBERT S. FOSBURG WILL
TESTIFY f HIS OWS BEHALF.

It has been definitely settled that the de-
fendant will be placed upon the stand as
a witness in his own behalf. This Is done,
not as a matter of policy In the trial, but so
that It may not be said" that he was afraid
to testify. Robert Fosburg will not make
a strong witness'. He is too nervous. He Is
overwrought and anxious, but he will meet
the ordeal aa he and the other members of
his family have met the ordeals that have
been theirs.
It is said that public sentiment is sharp-

ly veering In Plttsfleld In favor of the de
fendant. If this be true, there Is little evi-
dence to b found of it upon the streets,
where those generally mat are friends of
Chief Nicholson. A prominent business man
was Interviewed by the correspondent for
The Republic yesterday. His remarks may
be taken as representing the feeling of th
majority of the cltlsens.

"Will there be a conviction?" was repeat-
ed after the correspondent. "I think not.
But there will be no acquittal. All that we
want is to see the burglar story controvert-
ed. No one wants to see Robert Fosburg
convloted. I hav yet to see any one who
believes that ha meant to kill his sister.
There was a quarrel, I belteve, and he ahot
at his father or his wit, and, though he
missed his intended victim, h killed his
sister.

"No, I don't look upon that as murder. I
just want to a the burglar story destroyed,
and it will be. Holes hav been blown
through It already."

Fred W. Lund, another witness called by
the defense, haa been subpoened to give tes-
timony for the prosecution. Mr. Lund, at
th time of the tragedy, lived across Dal-to- n

avenue, directly opposite the Fosburgs,
and he waa in the house within flv min-
utes after th fatal shot was fired, being
the first to enter.

The attorneys for the defense are pus-sle- d

to know the meaning of the calling of
sb many ot their witnesses by the District
Attorney. Mr. Lund now lives in Maynard,
200 miles from hare. He would have been
here on Tuesday, but at 4 o'clock this
morning he waa awakened by a process
server, who insisted upon his coming im-
mediately to Plttsfleld.
