times during the week, and were counting
on the showing of the bankdl to givé the
market & whirl 1t the close.

An attempt was made to bid up prices,
but the exchange was apparently full of
pelilng orders. put In for the very purpose
of realizing on the statement, and stocks
broke heavily. Regardleas of the character
of the trading it other times In the week,
it was very dpparent on Saturday that It
was not ajons. Western short selling, which
was depressing the market for some Inter-
ests in the East, appeared to be tumbling
stocks overboard, and no rexistance was of-
fered to the declines.

Kept Paeb With Developmients.

In a general way the stock fluctuation of
the week kept pace with the news detelop-
ments. Both the character of tlié news and
the movement of pricées were marked by
viclent extremes, clearlj inflicating A highly
profesiional market. Very little of the true
position was disclosed untll the last, for
tha trading was very largely of & pool and
cliqus order. It was made clear, however,
that the important financlal interests are
nét favorably inclined for an immediate re-
sumption of a bull movement. They were
buvers oh thé shirp break on Mohday, to
be sure, and Mondny's lowést level of prices
tay fh a génetal way be conidered as
fharking the first line of defense which cap-
ftal has opposed to the recent persistent
liquidation: The cheap stocks were plcked
up; that was all.

Professional traders made a miscalcula-
tion. They thoukht théy detacted in the
“bankers buying” signs of a reawakenlng
activity, and sought to stimulate a move-
ment by artificlal means in the same man-
ner In which they aroused Interest in the
market sfter the panle. They hdd no trou-
bl In bidding up prices; but they were un-
able to obtaln outtlde following. They sim-
ply repurchased at ridiculous prices stocks
which had been sold earller in the week to
the bankers, and when théy camd to sell In
turn no one would take the securitien ex-
cept &t concesslons,

Vietims of a Comsplirdcey.

At the close of the market on Saturday
the professional element was practically
united in the bellef that they had been
made thé victims of a conspiracy. Just
who had conspired was not definitely stated,
but the decilhes werk sald to be due to
&ither the confrivanté of the “blk men™ to
conceal somé deep derign—a further sccu-
mulation of SBouthern Pscific stock. for in-
stance—ar 10 a plot of Western operators
who, It Was belleved, had falsified crop re-
ports for the purpose of bulling corn and
wheat and depressing stocks.

Wall street ought not to coticenl from it-
el the conditiohs Which It torfronta. A

fool's paradise may be a very charming
abiding place, but an awakening must oc-
eur even there. While conditions remain aAs
they are—uncertain—the tima is not one for
demonstrations In stocks, such as marked
the operations in the great movement las!
spring. The sharp advances, such as oc-
curred on Wednesday, ahd which carried
Union Pacific up In two days nearly 20
points above Monday's lowest figures, can,
at the present, have na other result than
to invite selling.
Cropsa Certainly Injured.

Infury has béen done to the crops. Gross-
ly exaggerated as the reports of damage
are, the fact cannot now be disgulsed that
harm has been done. It Is better to deter-
mine what the present situation is before
assuming that all the reported damage is
false and circulatel simply for market pur-
poSes. The great law of compensation works
among securities snd commodities as in
everything else. If the damage is not ns
ettensive as reported, both securities and
cereals Will adjust their prices to the prop-
er level. No amount of artificial buying or
infiation of values will change the result.
The conditions make the prices, not the
prices the conditiona,

The labor situation is dlstutbing, and the
suprema test appedrs to be near at hand.
But in this, as In the matter of determining
the crop conditions, it s well to awalt the
course of events. No reported seitlement,
circulated for market purposes, will deter-
mine the struggle. It will take longér now
to work out the problem than if Mr, Mor-
gan hat been a less courageous man.
