ENCED IN WHEAT, ETC.

Lack of Rain and Continued Hot
."Weather the Chief Bull

Influences.

Wild and exciting scenes In the pit, tre-

mendous bull markets, and largely higher
prices for all grains, especially wheat nnd
corn, were the features of the situation lo-

cally yesterday. The change In the posi-

tion of the speculative grain markets was
almost as radical as that which took place
the day before, when the selling craze was
on. It was a sweeping change, bulging,
red-h- ot markets being experienced right
from the start, first prices showing nearly
full recoveries from the previous day's de-
clines. Subsequently there was a slight let-
down, and tho close was slightly off from
top prices of the day. "Wheat led In

and showed most gains, tho final
llgurea being from lic to l;ic higher. Corn
closed from 3ic to lUo better, and oats
quoted ijc lower to that much higher.
There was the usual good attendance of
countrymen ou the floor, but in most cases
their faces were new. the shakeout the day
before sending many back to their farms
wiser, if not richer, than when they left
them, and with an experience in grain
speculation they will not aoon forget. The
markets all through tho day were strong
nnd bullish on weather and crop conditions,
which w ere of a character to influence buy-
ing, and it was Indulged In without stint by
the very ones who caused the slump the
day before. The dealings were enormous,
and another day of heavy trading and high
prices went on record.

Yesterday's wheat market was essential-
ly a crop and weather market. The

influence was the condition of
the crop in the Northwest, which was again
reported to be seriously damaged by the
continued hot weather and by tne absence
of rains of a character to be of help to the
growing plant. The Government confirmed
the reports of damage, stating that spring
wheat In South Dakota, Minnesota and on
the Pacific Coast had been Injured by pre-
mature ripening. Another bull Influence was
the remarkable strength shown by the mar-
kets on the other side, and especially bv
Uverpool, which, after opening & lower,
advanced "id. The opening here was a wild
one. the buying craze being on good and
strong, and traders who led tha selling
panic the day before were foremost in their
efforts to get back what they so eagerly
