Newport, R, L, July 29— The Columbin to-
day defeated the Constitutiun, boat fur boat,
in n splendid race, by two minutes uand
lfty-four seconds, and won the JLKG cup
pregented by Colonel John Jarob  Astor.
Her victory was declsive and convineing.

The behavior of the Uenstitution, on the
other hand, was disappointing in the ¢x-
treme, and thig evening Mr. Duncan an-
nounced that his boat would not take part
in further races until her rig had bheen
altered, He declared that the Constitution
Is not doing herself justice; that she In not
going well, and that there is no use In
racing her further until ghe is put in proper
shape.

Will Not Meel Independence.

The Corstitution will not partlcipate In
the Newport yacht-racing evenls of Thurs-
dny and Saturday of thls week, as a com-
petitor of the Independence. The Columbia,
however, hns been entered for these races
amd will =ail asainst the Boston Wbat. The
Constitution will go to Bristol at once to
have the alterations made. If this change
in the pland of the Constitution does not

prevent, the next races in which she will
start will take place over the Newport

Racing Conditiens Favorable.

The wind to-day never exceeded thirtecn
knots, and, although there was a long roll
of the sea setting In from the southwest,
the water was by no means rough. in
fuct, Newport catboats took It quite Kindiy
with 4 single reef In their mainsails.

Running
almost dead before the wind on the first lez
of the course, she at first opened out quite
a gap of clear water between herself anid
the Columbia, and it looked as though she
would have a long lead in the run down the
wind. 8o long as the wind continued light
she had It all her own way, but when It
freshened the Columbia slowly, but surely.
overhauled her, and when they got to the
first mark was only a few lengths astern.
As the two ninety-footers rounded the
Block Island mark the Constitutlon had
the weather berth. She did not Kkeep It
long. Instend of a beat to windward the
beat to the =econd mark resolved {tseis
Into a very long Ieg on the port tack with
i ouugle of short hitches on the starboard
streteh,

The Columbia covered this long leg threa
minutes and nineteen seconds faster than
the nmew boat. This settled the race, for
the Constitution was unable to ever cut
down this lead on the short run home, and
#o the yachts finished,

The Boston boat, Independence, started
over the course about a mile ahead of the
racers, Bhe tackled them to leeward off the
Block Isiand mark, and did windward
work glmllar to that of the racers, but at
no time did she show any greal speed.

July 20.—Willam Austin, who
lives at Hill City, 8. ., where the corn
8talks grow high, tried to show & new
game to tweniy-nine of the biggest
commision firms on the Board of Trade lo-
day, and if they had not guessed too quickly
Mr. Austin would have been at least $35.000
to the good to-night. As It 1#, Mr. Austin—
or, If not he, then the man who used his
stationéry and his check book and <woo
signed his name—Is o candidale for the ear-
nest conslderation of the Qovernment Post
Office Inspectore.

Had Little Money and Large Head,

Mr. Austin made up his mind Baturday
that the price of corn was golng to drop on
Monday morning. He had a little money in
bank at Omaha, but he needed that in his
bupiness, and still he wanted big profits
when the drop came, with none of the daa-
ger of loss If he made a mistake. Bo he
wrote to each of twenty-nine Chicago com-
miszlon houses he plcked out, and perhaps
to others who have not yet told. ordering
them each to sell for his account 560,005
bushels of December corn at the opening
of the market.

His letterheads read:

Willlam _ Austin,
Wholetale and Retall Groceries,

Flour, Feed, Hay, Grain, Coal. Balt, Ete.
Cheapest Bupply House In the Black Hills.

His busineaslike letter was as follows:

Cheéeks Not Certified.

In each note Mr. Austin put his check for
31000 on the Nebraska Natlonal Bank of
Omaha. But he had neglected to get the
checks certified. If all the comimission men
had executed the orders, Mr. Austin would
have been short aboui 1,500,000 bushels, with
i profit to his credit of &Duiblr $85,000. But
they did not. Instead, ¢y bhegan to wire
the Omaha bank as to whether the checks
were good. One of the earllar Inquirers got
the following answer:

“Willlam Austin has a small account at
our bank—not sufficlent to cover $1,008 check.
Klwu. had nine similar inquiries already this
morning."

Then the commission men hegan to com-
pare nutes, and, of course, not a single one
of Mr. Austin's orders was execuled. Austin
is rated by Bradstreet's as worth from
$.000 and $.000, with an excellent record.
