If the people at large are flourishing
tn reasonable proportion to this flourish-
ing of the First National Bank of New
Stork City the country Is Indeed In fine
condition. Let us hope that they are,
because it would be ominous If 1,000 per
bent dividends were being declared by
banks at the expense of the wealth-producin- g

people.

THET CAN DO IT.
It should certainly be a cause for

widespread satisfaction that Senator

ROOSEVELT'S CANDIDACT. It
Whatever may be thought of the wis-

dom of Vice President Roosevelt's an-

nouncement at this early moment of his
candidacy for the Presidential nomina-
tion in 1004 It must be acknowledged
that he Is beginning his campaign in a
somen hat forceful manner.

Roosevelt's greatest strength Is in the
West. He makes no very potent appeal to

the voters of the Eastern States, and
even In New York, his own State, he

opposed by his party's machine. If
depended on New York to suggest

and compel his nomination for the
Presidency In the next Republican Na-

tional Convention he would be betrayed be
defeat. It Is only by means of pres-

sure from the West, where he Is most
popular, that he will be able to keep
New York in line. He Is in a peculiar
situation in this respect, but it Is now
evident that he recognizes the tactics
proper to such a situation.

Illinois, ss one of the Middle West
States, will make good fighting ground
for Roosevelt. The Republicans of that
State are already resentful of President
McKlnley's interference In their Sena-

torial conflict. Governor Yates has
come out openly against the administra-
tion candidate for Senator, former
Comptroller Dawes, and the Yates ma-

chine Is now In opposition to the Mc-

KInley machine in Illinois. Yates has
also placed himself on record as being
unequivocally for Roosevelt for Presi-
dent In 1004. This will be a good and
strong fight for Yates to make as full
of promise for his dominance in Illinois
politics as It Is for Roosevelt's candi-

dacy for the Presidential nomination.
The Roosevelt-Yate- s alliance is likely to
be formidable.

The peril to Roosevelt lies in the pre
mature unmasking of his plans. His
candidacy now openly aligns him
against the Hanna machine, the most
powerful yet known In American poli-
tics. Hanna is supreme master of the
"Republican national organization. He
commands the influence and the money
of the trusts in his management of Re-
publican national affairs. He will not
forget that Roosevelt at heart condemns
the Hanna degradation of politics to the
huckster level. He will not forget that
Roosevelt for a time denied the Hanna
supremacy within the party. He will
not forget that Roosevelt dubbed Presi-
dent McKInley "the man with the
chocolate eclair backbone." Ho will
not forget that Roosevelt's sturdy
Americanism makes him unsafe as a
possible tool of the syndicate Imperial-
ists. He will now begin the task of
crushing Roosevelt as a menacing figure
In the path which he has marked out for
the Republican party to follow. And
he will have three years In which to
complete this task.

TO BE EXPECTED.
It Is not surprising that the July im-

ports Into St. Loui9 arc so greatly In
excess of those of the same month one
year ago. A comparative statement
issued by Collector of the Port Charles
H. Smith shows that hi July, 1900, the
collections from customs were $139,270
and In July of this year $105,540, an In
crease of 5G,270.

St Louis would not be able to show
such a gain If she trade conditions of
the city did not Justify the purchasing
of such quantities of goods from out-
side sources. Bank clearances of last
month showed a gain of 50 per cent over
July of one year ago. Building permits
showed an Increase for the same period
of 240 per cent, the Increase of last
July over July, 1900, being $1,050,650.

Naturally, an increase of 40 per cent
In Imports is to be expected. St. Louis
and the territory contiguous to It are
In a prosperous condition. The commer-
cial activity Is on a firm foundation In
which labor Is employed to Its fullest
extent. There Is no excuse for a man
being Idle in this city If he Is able to
work. The supply and demand of labor
and capital are adjusted to a normal
condition that Is highly favorable to the
development of the resources of the
community.

As Collector Smith anticipates, there
Is no reason why the collections for
August of this year should not show
even a bigger Increase over August of
1900. Every day Is adding strength to
the elements that go to make up wealth
of St. Louis. The stimulus of the
World's Fair Is a most important fac-
tor. The development of the territory
tributary to this city has hardly begun.
The zeal of St Louts merchants and
manufacturers Is being put to the test
by the response which has greeted every
advance made in new directions.

St Louis is glad to have an Increase
of Imports. Unless Increased earnings
were on hand to pay for them, the Im
ports would not be here. It is simply
an evidence of prosperity that Is la line
with the internal showings made In
various lines.

NOT YET SURE.a
Professor Koch's qualified assertion"!

that bovine tuberculosis is unlike human
tuberculosis will not be accepted until
more absolute proofs are obtained, ac-

cording to a communication addressed
by Charles Gresswell, chairman of the
Sanitary Committee of the National
Live Stock Association, to the president
of the organization. With much Jus-
tice he asks that the public refrain from
jumping at conclusions.

As the German Professor noted in his
paper before the British Congress on
Tuberculosis, he has not been able to
prove by experiment that bovine and
human tuberculosis are the same. As
Mr. Gresswell enumerates, Doctor Koch
has failed tn nineteen instances to con-
vey human tuberculosis to borines after
the most careful attempts to do so,
whereas In bo Instance has he failed to
convey bovine tuberculosis to bovlnes
in a similar manner."

Also, be has not attempted to convey
bovine tuberculosis to human beings,
nor human tuberculosis to them.

Mr. Gresswell says: "There is
not 6a record any direct experimental
conveyance,of tuberculosis of any kind
to kaiMft btiass. AlthotMh then Is

rery nssptdow Baton oc
--.v

the conveyance of human tuberculosis
from man to man. and from the bovine

man, there is no absolute proof or
any more than the other. That is to

say, there Is equally as much reason to
doubt the contagious nature of the dis-

ease as between man and man as there
between bovine and man.. The only

positive result which can fairly be
claimed by Doctor Koch Is that bovine
tuberculosis Is communicable to borines.

Is communicable to other animate.
Doctor Koch now proves, after careful
tests, that the human form of the dis-
ease is not communicable to the bovine
only. Thus far and no further do hi".
positive results go."

Coming from a representative of the
cattle interests, the words of Mr. Gress-wel- l

are significant. The millions lost
cattlemen through the rigor of the

tuberculin tests of the Government
would naturally make them anxious to
accept the new theory of Doctor Koch.
Their unwillingness to do so until fully
satisfied that his position Is correct
shows that further proofs will have to

adduced. It will be remembered that
too much was expected of bis germ dis-

covery, which, even If It was the most
remarkable in the history of tuber-
culosis, has not produced the universal
panacea predicted at that time. So far,
even Doctor Koch has not claimed the
Infallibility of his deduction. Govern-
ment Inspectors may still keep at work.
Diseased cattle, contagious or not, can-
not be regarded as fit for human eat-
ing.

PROPERLY INVESTED.
In the apportionment by counties of

the school moneys received for the year
ending June 30, 1901, from the State
revenues of Missouri and as Interest on
the State certificates of indebtedness,
there Is seen a gratifying Increase of the
Income for the maintenance of the com-
mon schools of Missouri.

Of the total amount of ?1,0SG,021.S1,

the amount of $S9S,i!&81 represents the
one-thir- d of the State's ordinary revenue
set apart for school purposes. The re-

mainder, amounting, with certain Incon-

siderable deductions, to $180,900, Is de
rived from Interest on the State School
Fund, safely Invested in certificates of
indebtedness Issued by the State. These
certificates of Indebtedness hare been
approved by Republican legislators of
eminent standing as satisfactory se-

curity.
It Is not strange that this form of In-

vestment of the State School Kund
should be approved by careful men of
both the great parties In Missouri. The
fund was thus Invested because it was
necessary to retire the State bonds
formerly held. An Investment in United
States bonds would have meant a great
decrease of school revenues. It would
have placed the fund on a 2 per cent
basis, which would have compelled a
lowering of teachers salaries, a lessen-
ing of Improvements in school facilities,
an Inevitable deterioration of educa-

tional service. It would have amounted
to robbery of the public schools.

Instead of thus sacrificing the Inter
ests of Missouri's common schools the
Stato School Fund was, under Demo
cratic administration of Missouri's af-

fairs. Invested hi State certificates of In-

debtedness bearing a good rate of in-

terest and equivalent in security to
State bond In 1805, when the Re-

publicans were in control of the House
at Jefferson City, this form of Invest-

ment oX the fund was distinctly ap-

proved. Such Republican leaders as
BIttlnger, rettljohn, Tubbs, Tatum and
Judge Spencer are on record in its ap-

proval. They were acting wisely and
for the best interests of the cause of
education In Missouri when they thus
approved the present form of invest-
ment of the State School Fund.

It Is the Globe-Democra- t, reckless and
untrustworthy as usual, which seeks to
Injure the public schools of Missouri by
pleading for a decrease of school rev-

enues by a change of the fund's Invest-
ment It is the Globe's Idea that It can
discredit the Democratic party by claim-

ing that the present investment is un-

The Globe Is more
than willing to sacrifice the schools for
partisan advantage. In fact, it is just
enough a, disciple of Hamilton to believe
that there Is danger of educating the
common people above their station.

Personal Sketch of the South St. Lcuis Who Can See o

The South St. Louis Justice whose characteristic decisions have attracted public

attention.

It I two tlilnns to be a Judge according
to the law and a Judge according to com-

mon sense. It la a great thing to be a
Judge according to both. But to bo In-

tensely human and to possess wisdom to
an equl degree, with a feeling to meet the
heart and a mind to know the law and to
deal Justly In common sense, is to possess
the attributes of a more expansive man--to

be a Judge In reality. In St Louis there
Is a man who Is a citizen and a Judge at
the same time

Judge T. F. W. Zlmmermann 1 well
known. He is popular In SL Louis, and his
reputation as a man of Justice H not
cramped by city limit. His impartial de-

cisions In the aggravations of a Justice
rM.. mnA til. r.J.vi- - untancrllnsT of cases
has been ths subject of many favorable
stories.

Judge Zimmerman was born In Newmark
Province, fifteen mile from Berlin, the
home of the old Prussian Kings. His boy-

hood In hi native country was not long.
While he was still a lad-- hls remembrance
of the place of his birth Is not clear his
parents emigrated to America, choosing to
come to Sheboygan. Mich. There a family
of seven settled In the forest and made
friends of the Chippewa Indians, and here
young Zlmmermann Imbibed dally draughts
ot nature, becoming a wild little fellow, who
loved to fish and hunt and shoot arrows.
But, a he grew older, he was put In the
forests ot maple, beach, hickory, oak. ash.
basswood and pine and told to hew. He
became strong, athletic and at his majority
stood Just one Inch less than C feet. With
these early settlers were three other white
families. Later other families came. Log
cabins wero built, and a little log school-hou- se

was open four months In the year.
His flirt Introduction Into the mysteries of
books was given while a serious teacher
looked on with a rod in hand.

There Is
rambling In the club houses where the aris-
tocracy hoId. forth, they have their ganx
of poker. There la poker playing In private,
houses. And inasmuch as nothing is dona
to these offenders on the port of the) proper
offlcers, I do not think It Is a heinous) crime
for two or three boys to shoot craps for a,
nickel or a dime.

"Gambling Is wrong In any stage and
ought not to be permitted, but I shall not
be one of those to show my little authority
by .punishing the minor offenders, when t
see the offenders on a larger scale are un-
molested. It the big thieves aie allowed to
run around unmolested, why should I send
the poor culprits that com before me to
the- Workhouse?"
