Granger Stocks and Pacifies Placed
on the 3Iarket in Large Lots

by Chicago Interests.

New York. Aug;, i American stocks In

the London market were irregular and the
trading had a holiday character. Prices
were Irregular and upon the whole lost
ground after showing earlr moderate

ength. The general market was dull and
bnsols rather heavy, though not quotably

Rower. Money was rather easier In the Eu
ropean centers and there was a healthy
tone on the bourse.

After a dull but steady opening, the lo-

cal market sold oft on renewed pressure
from Chicago In the granger stocks and
Pacifies. The decline brought out a good
deal of scattering long stock from tired
holders throughout the list.

Sugar had a sharp decline on reports that
the new competition would be a serious
factor In trade conditions and rumors of a
change In the management. From the sell-
ing, however, there were reasons for believ-
ing that a good deal of manipulation was
Kolng on. and that Insiders would not he
unwilling to acquire a little cheap stock
before the dlUdcnd declaration nct Sep-
tember.

The corn crop reports areliad and If some
cfthe pessimistic utterances are to be be-
lieved a condition is shown worse than 1894.
Until the Government report Is issued on
the 10th Inst, there will be a good deal of
wild guessing, but It Is difficult to believe
that tha crop can be so bad as the short
Interest In Chicago makes out.

Ilelpliisr Independent Companies.
The steel strike position Is where it was

before the abortive conference of Saturday,
but the week's developments Indicate that
the men are anything but of one mind. The

teel company has not conceded anything,
and by all accounts will not do so. so that
It is merely-- a question of time when the
men are forced to give in. The effect of
the strike Is seen In the way orders are go-

ing to the Independent steel companies, and,
like the engineers" strike in Great Britain.
It may result in drHlng business to other
countries.

The weakness In Rock Island Is an Indi-
cation that after a certain point the strong-
est kind of control cannot keea the price

eup and yet mane a good marKet. mere is
practically no snuri luierezc. ana conse-
quently comparatively small sales of long
stoCK cause uecunes. ine same result is
