From devel-
opments which took place nre it is
evident that .partisans of the Kinloch race
track. St. Louis, will shortly endeavor to
closo up loth Delmar Park' and the Fair
Grounds on the plea that as both are be-i-

operated by the same alleged manage-
ment they must be con? Idered as one track
and are. therefore, entitled to but ninety
days" racing between them. Instead of
ninety days each, as they claim.

The breeders' law. which governs horse
racing In Missouri, allots to each track
ninety days of racing, and specifies that
racing-- on any one track shall, or may, be
limited to that period. Under this law the
Fair Grounds ran ninety days each season
and proposed to do so this year, while Del-m- ar

Park also felt Its'lf entitled to another
ninety days. Thus, between them, these
two tracks would take up the entire racing
season, for the law allows but ISO days of
racing in the State, or from April IS to
November 1. which, deducting Sundays,
means only ISO days of actual racing.

The Kinloch Park people, being desirous ot
opening flee of apportion, applied to
Attorney General Crow and Auditor Allen,

'urging that both Delmar and the Fair !

Grounds tracks, being under one alleged
!

management, should be considered as one.
and that both should te confined to only
ninety day of racing. Iletween them the
Fair Grounds and Delmar Park will have
raced ninety days on August 13. The Kin-

loch rartlsans have asked that the Auditor
refuse the opposing tracks license to con-
tinue after that date. Auditor Allen sub-
mitted the correspondence on the subject to
Attorney General Crow, who to-d- ren-

dered an opinion on the Auditor's questions.

dealing with the Western Jockey Club meet
ing or luniocn s plans ana prospects.

It was rumored among the horsemen yes-
terday that In case of KInloch's opening In
opposition to Delmar Park an outlaw rule
would be adopteo. by the Turf Congress,
the body to which Delmar Park and the
Fair Grounds owes allegiance. The point
of thU rule will be that horses. Jockeys,
owners and others who take part In racing
at Kinloch will not be allowed to race on
any Turf Congress track, especially at the
Fair Grounds or Delmar Park. This is
meant to debar horses racing at Kinloch
from returning to the Fair Grounds to race
for the big fall stakes.

Though the Western Jockey Club, of
which Kinloch Is a member, has a rule
which debars hotses which have raced on
Turf Congress tracks from racing on Jockey
Club tracks, the Turf Congress has never
passed a. similar retaliatory rule, presum-
ably because Jockey Club meetings have
so far not directly conflicted with Turf Con-
gress racing.

Under this rule of the W. J. C. a great
many horses, in fact. SO per cent of them
now about St. Louts, are outlawed and In-

eligible to race at Kinloch Park. All the
Jcckeya riding at St, Louis are also out-
lawed as far as Kinloch Is concerned. How-
ever, this rule has been more or less of a
dead letter from Its enactment and has been
honored more in Its breach than obrerv-anc- e.

In fact, the rules of the Jockey Club
are so laxly drawn that they seem to have
little that Is binding about them, and the
chances are that Kinloch will find Itself
but slightly embarrassed by any of them
any mere than Washington ra or vwna-sordl- d.

...
According to the elastic rules of the .

J. C. a horse entered In stakes at an out-
lawed track may race In purse or selling
races without outlawry. But a horse not
entered In stakes may not race In other
races on such tracks under pain of suspen-
sion. Jockey riding horses not entered
in stakes In other races on outlawed tracks
also become outlawed.

If such outlawed Jockeys ride horses en-

tered In stakes on such outlawed tracks K
would seem that such horses should become
outlawed slmplv through having been rid-
den by outlawed Jockeya But such has not
been done.

If partisans of Kinloch Park can succeed
In inducing the State Auditor to refuse De-
lmar and Fair Grounds tracks license to
operate further than August 13. it will have
the stage to Itself, and horsemen without a
heed ot the morrow may race where they
please.
