Says Men Should Be Allowed tc

Choose Their Own Spiritual
Advisers Wants Doctor

sit Large Fires.

Charles El Swlngley. Chief of the Fire
Department, advocates the appointment to

the department of a physician, who shall
be present at large fires.

His view of the action taken in New York
and contemplated in Chicago, adding chap-

lains to tho fire department, is the chap-lalc-o

are unnecessary, and that a physician
would be of far more practical benefit.

"It would be an Imposition." said he. Tor
me to name a minister of this or that de-

nomination to whom an injured fireman
would bo obliged to look for spiritual min-

istration. There are 50J men under me, and
I am sure that if u chaplain was appointed
for them they would not be satisfied. It
would imply that I thought their spiritual
welfare needed looking after, and that I
had undertaken to say who should do IL I
have no more right to say that a Catholic
priest or a Protestant minuter, whtcnever
might be chostn. shall be cnaplaln for the
firemen than 1 have to dictate how the men
shail vote."

In New Vork there are two chaplains. On
every stcond alarm of tire, one or the other
goes post naste to tne scene in a burfgy
proiiaed for him. At rlrst there was much,
surprise In Gotham to see a scholarly-lookin- g;

Individual In a fire chiefs buggy racing
through the streets and c.anging a gong,
but tne populace has become accustomed
to the tpvctaclc. At the fire the chaplain,
dons a lire helmet and rubber coat. If
necessary he goei Into dangerous place,
and. It a man Is injured, he rushes to his
s.de and performs his otlice as clergyman.

Cnlef hwlngiey thinks that every fire-
fighter who in performing his duties is la
taliy injured snould have the benerlt of a
minister's attendance if he so wishes. But
he telievea that this service is obtained,
and better obtained, now that it would be if
there was a regular department chaplain.

"As. soon js a man Is injuied." sahl Chief
Snlnglry. "his aefires in thb regard as
askea of him. A priest of his faitn Is se-

cured within a very few minutes. Indeed.
I have rarely known the time at a big nro
wnere there have not been ministers of

denominations presenL They coma
unsolicited."

The matter of a department physician has
long betn considered by Ch.ef S.ringley. If
mn suggested to him by several well-kno-

fct. Louis doctors. The attempt to
secure an appropriation for the remunera-
tion of a competent phyMcian has never
lieen brought before the Municipal Assem-
bly.

"I knew It was uwlcss to make the re-
quest." said the Chief. "Tho cliy s finances
have been such that the department has
been forced to bo rontent with the very
minimum upon which it could operate."

Tne duties of a department doctor would
include much besides answering to second
ami third alarm tires. He would be ex-
pected to make medical examination of ap-
plicants for positions in (he department.
This work is now done by an HxamlnlnE;
Hoanl. and the applicant is forced to pay
a fee. Such a physician would also Investi-
gate the cases ot eroplojcd firemen who are
reported sick, and would be expected to re-
port upon the man's condition and hlsj
claims to exemption from duty.
