"Mary loves him. and I love her so much
that I would not do an thing to hurt her or
cause her pain. She wanted him and I let
her have him. Tea." she declared, placidly,
but with a look of dumb suffering In her
ejes, "I loved him. too; I love him yet."

The women were hysterical, but the wife
preserved some lUtle calmness, and. despite
her own condition, managed to soothe and
comfort the girl. The children stared on
with deep Interest and little understanding
of what Is was all about.

Moss Sent to Jail.
Moss was sect to JalL There again the

wife revealed her new love She had come
Into a little property. S3AO or RWO. and
she offered to go his ball.

"Mary will feel so badly over It." she
said. "I want him to be free."

But the Alderman refused to allow the
man ev en that respite from his punishment
and would not accept the ball. He was
locked up. Mary was sent back to the care
of the United Charities and Mrs. Mos went
home, despondent and lonely, a great crav-
ing In her heart for the girl. Not a day
has since passed that she has not been to
see tne gin. and tneir meetings are aneci-ln- g.

The girl Is no less devoted, and frequent-
ly weeps for "dear Mrs. Moss" to come.
She also weeps for her "dear George." lan-
guishing In Jail.

The girl had told her story to the Alder-
man, and to others. She Is not ashamed of
It. nor Is she boastfully proud. To ber It la
Just a recital of facts; their moral weight
has nothing to do with the matter as far as
she Is concerned. She loves Moss, and he
loves her. She asks why any one Inter-
feres.

She does not seem to realize that she has
done wrong, or that he is guilty of a great
crime. She will probably tell her story on
the witness stand apd convict him. It will
break her heart to do it. but It Is so. and
she does not consider that she should tell a
different story. She cannot understand, why
all love is not. frsfe: and as for laws, she
has not given them a thought. She believes
that murder Is bad, and stealing bad. and
lying bad. but there her commandments
end. ,'Mrs. Hobs to Get Divorce.
