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HOUSE COMBINE'S

OPPONENTS WIN.

Speaker Cronin Appoints a Com-

mittee to Confer With tbe
Council on Garbage Bill.

WARM DEBATE ON SUBJECT.

Indications Are That the House
Committee Will Be Instructed

to Iocede From Seven
Years' Contract.

Debate over the garbage-reductio- n con-

tract bill was precipitated In the House of
Delegates List night by Mr. Reis", whose
notion for recedence from amendments re-

jected by the City Council caused an uproar
from the combine. Mr. Kelly rosed as de-

fender of the combine and Indulged in an
oratorical outburst.

On motion of Mr. Markham. seconded by
Sir. Meysenburg. the Council adopted the
report of the Committee on Sanitary Af-

fairs, recommending nonconcurrence In the
House amendments. On Mr. Markham'a
motion, the amendments were read and re-

jected collectively.
The reading of the Council message con-

veying this Information was delayed In the
House until tbe last minute. Clerk Judge
had scarcely finished reading the communi-
cation when Mrs. Relss moved that the
House rocedo from all amendments. Masrs.
JWlndmueller and Karbe Immediately sup-
ported the motion.

Meantime Messrs. Kelly, Sweeney. Faulk-
ner, Burke and other members of the com-
bine stood near their seats ready to offer
substitute motions or objections. Mr. Swee-
ney moved that a conference committee be
requested and that the House representa-
tives be to urge adoption of the
amendments.

"I move," said Mr. Kinney, "that 100
copies of the Council amendments be
printed."

"Sit dowsr exclaimed Speaker Cronin;
"there ain't no CouncU amendments."

Mr. Burke was recognized in the tumult
and moved that the House Insist on the
amendments and request a conference com-
mittee.

In a timed speech Mr. Kelly followed Mr.
Sweeney and defended the combine, saying
the House has no disposition to resort to
dilatory tactics. Some CouncIImen, he said,
had Informed him that some oftthe amend
ments might be good. He argued for a
conference committee.

Mr, Relss moved that the House recede
from its amendment for a seven years' con-
tract and that It state a preference for a
three years' contract.

All Delegates present voted aye. except
Messrs. Klute and Wlndmueller. Mr. Mur-re- ll

was absent. Speaker Cronin declared
a motion to adjourn In order, but when Mr.
Sweeney asked for the appointment of the
Conference Committee, the Speaker finally
appointed Burke. Gazzolo and Faulkner.
. The House adjourned to meet at 11 o'clock
this morning, at which time the Council
will also convene.

Information emanating from the combine
Indicates that the House committee wMl be
instructed to recede from the proposition
for a seven years' contract and urge a
five years" contract. The Council is expect-
ed to remain firm for a three years con-
tract. It Is thought that tbe five-ye- ar Idea
Is to be advanced in order to cause delay.

CONDUIT EXTENSION.

Resolution Introduced by Mr. Kin-
ney Is Adopted To Be Sent

to Council for Approval.

After his resolution providing for
the conduit system had bjen adopted
Mr. Kinney addressed the House on
the necessity of working for the New w
St. Ixml?. and especially In regard
to New St. Louis legislation.

"Tho New St. Louis Is sure to
come." he said. "It seems to me that
we should think about ordinary peo--
pie and make good laws for their
benefit. 'We're here to think for the
ieople and make good laws for them, w
We're thinking for the orldnary peo- -
P'e.

"This resolution is. for the New St.
Louis. It's a resolution for leglsla- - w
tlon for the benefit of ordinary peo- -
pie. It's for the New St. Louis. We
want the wires burled. Seems to me
the City Council ought to pay some
attention to this resolution. The
CouncIImen are not too good to help
make legislation for ordinary peo--
Pie."

Extension of conduit lines nnd establish-
ment of conditions for placing wires and
cables underground are the substance of a
resolution offered by Mr. Kinney last night
and adopted by the House of Delegates.

The new boundaries defined in the reso-

lution are the river. Arsenal street, St.
Louis avenue. Union and Mackllnd avenues.
Mr. Kinney's object Is to provide legisla-
tion prescribing conditions for the burial
of cables and wires in this district.

The resolution must be accepted by the
City Council tc become effective. Subse-
quently a committee Is to be appointed,
consisting of three Coundlmen and three
Delegates, to make a thorough study of the
problem and report conclusions, accompa-
nied by a bill.

For several months tbe Special Committee
on Lighting of the Board of Public Im-
provements has had under consideration
the subject of extension of conduit limits,
but no report has been submitted to the
board. Necessity of examining into ordi-
nances covering the subject, and desire to
guard against errors, hap consumed much
time.

Yesterday morning property owners rp- -
peared before the board and objected to the
application of the Edison Electric Illumi-
nating Company of Carondelet to erect
poles on the north side of Olive street be-
tween Jefferson avenue and King's high-
way boulevard. Tbe application and re-
monstrances were referred to the Special
Committee on Lighting.

The board rejected the petition of the St.
Louis Transit Company for permission to
erect trolley poles on Pine street from
Twelfth street to Twenty-fir- st street. Un-
der the Central Traction ordinance, the
Central Traction Company obtained right-of-w-

on Pine street on condition that the
cars be operated by an underground trolley
svstem. The board followed the advice of
City Counselor Scbnurmacher In refusing
the application. It Is thought that the fit.
Louis Transit Company will take the mat-
ter to court.

Members of the board are almost unan-
imous in the opinion that the present
boundaries of the underground district
should be extended. In his last message
Mayor Wells urged legislation to make
burial of charged wires compulsory. The
general opinion Is. however, that the Board
of Public Improvements is most competent
to take initiative steps.

ON PIKE'S PEAK.

Thrilling Experience of Post Office
Auditor Fox of St. Louis and

His Wife.

A special dispatch to The Republic from
Denver, Colo., states that E. P. Fox, Au-
ditor of Post Office Stations in St-- Louis,
who lives at No. 32 Park avenue, and
Mrs. Fox had a nerve-shatteri- experi-
ence on board a car of the Pike's Peak
Railway which became uncoupled while as-
cending the mountain on Sunday, and raced
down Ground the cliffs and precipices at a
terrific speed.

The car was crowded, and all escaped In- -
Jury saved one man. who leaped through a
window in his excitement.

Describing the accident to a Republic
correspondent at Denver. Mr. Fox said:

"It was a very high grade, and we were
looking out at the windows, when sud-
denly we saw the engine shoot ahead of us.
A pin had slipped. The conductor rushed
for the brake. The car seemed to be gcing
like the wind. We gazed out of the win-
dow, dumb with horror. Down, down,
around rocks and precipices, dashed the
car. still holding the rails. I expected mo-
mentarily to be dashed to atoms. I'm not a
coward. I merely thought of what was go-
ing to happen. My wife clutched my arm
and I glanced at the other passengers.

"Never will I forget that scene. Every
face was as white as tner. One man
trembling with fright Jumped through a
window of the car. The rest of us hes-
itatedand then there came the Jar the
engine and cars had collided. We held our
breath, prepared for our fate and the next
minute we nil took a dceD breath of fresh
air Just to make sure we were still alive.

Her husband, she says, has been
an earnest student for years, and ever
since this case was made public has probed
deeply Into tbe subject, lie decided to

the keeper of the afflicted Celestial,
if possible. She did not oppose him, and
they studied the disease together.

"1 believed that my husband knew best
what he was doing." she said last night.
"He told us yesterday morning that he In-
tended making application for the position,
and for the above reason I did not oppose
him. He Is a deep student, a graduate of
chemistry of Anr Arbor and also nf a med-
ics! college of Detroit. He practiced medi-
cine and was a chemist and prescription
druggist there for twelve years with a good
practice, but removed to St.

"He has been the physician for a lumber
concern at Mosher. Ark., and we were pre-
paring to go there when this matter came
up. and Doctor Knapp decided to assume
charge of the case If poslble. I do not be-
lieve that the danger of contagion Is great,
and that he will I permitted to visit us
from time to time.''

TRIUMPH FOR AMERICANS.
