In the provision market there was a better supply all around and a consequent
easing oft In values. The receipts of peaches and epples were larger and of better qual-
ity. Peaches were steady, but apples were weaker because of the heavier shipments
Into this market. Potatoes and cabbage were still In demand.

Receipts In the live stock market were of only fair quality, and trading was slow
at nominally unchanged prices.

The feature of the local stock and bond market was the rapid ndance In the bid
rrlce of Union Trust stock, which scored a gain of $13 a share during the pjsslon.
Itinera and sellers could not get together, tne stock being held at a price 4) points
above the best bid. Lincoln Trust also showed great strength.
