World's Fair work will be resamed at
onoe with a Joint meeting at S o'clock this
afternoon of the Executive Committee and
the Committee on Ethnology and Anthropol-
ogy, to be held at the Instance of Chairman
Lehmann of the latter committee.

W. J. McGee of the United States Bureau
of Ethnology and W. H. Holmes, curator
of the National Museum, will confer with
the committees. They will arrive m St.
Louis from Washington this morning and
lay before the meeting plans and sugges-
tions for anthropological features and an
ethnological display at the World's Fair.

Mr. Lehmann has been In communication
with Messrs. McGee .and Holmes for several
weeks relative to the anthropological and
ethnological display. He recently visited
Washington, where he met them personally
and Rent thoroughly over the ground.

At the meeting to-d-ay the matter of an
ethnological display will be thoroughly dis-

cussed. The matter of cost will be taken
up In detail, and suggestions for the gather-
ing of villages from the uncivilized tribes
of the world heard. As yet the Idea has
only been considered In a general way. and
no definite plans for carrying out the actual
work of preparing the exhibit have been
formed.

An excellent Idea of the proposed exhibit
Is contained In a letter recently received by
Mr. Lehmann from K. Rathburn. acting sec-

retary of the National Museum. In part,
Mr. Rathburn says:

"Referring to your favor of July 3), I take
the liberty of offering certain suggestions

These suggestions are based on plans
already adopted by the museum for Its own
purposes plans partially worked out by our
head curator of anthropology for the

"The civilized peoples of the earth take I

sufficiently represented, but the vast body
of primitive and savage tribes of America
and her dependencies, to all of which great
popular and sclentlflc Interest attaches, can
only be shown by an especial effort on the
part of the Exposition, which must assem-
ble them at Its own expene and under the
general head of anthropology.

"It Is clear that In presenting the primi-
tive races of the world, the most Important
and striking unit fitted for exposition pur-
poses Is the family, or communal group,
embodying men. women and children In
proper costumes, tosether with all that per-
tains to the group In Its original setting--Its

domestic life. Its arts and Industries, Its
rites and ceremonies, and whatever can be
transported and displayed of Its Immediate
environment.

"Tour problem Is to secure such materials
as will adequately and comprehensively
jiace these reoples before the world at your
Exposition. The first step Is a survey of
the whole field of primitive man by compe-
tent anthropologists, and the selection of a
limited number of ethnic groups, fitted to
stand as types of the whole.

In the former
position, ho be paid a salary commensurate
with the work and responsibility of the po-

sition. President Francis has refused en-
tirely to consider sneh a proposition.

T must, as President, exercise functions
which I could not exercise with entire fitness
if I were Director General also," he has
said.

In an Interview at Washington. President
Francis Indicated that he had come to view
the elimination of a Director General with
more favor. This will bring the Organization
Committee to the solution of the problem
with new energy.
