ADVANCEMENT OF SCIENCE.

Annual Meeting of the American
Association at Denver.

Denver. Colo., Aujj. IE. The fiftieth an-

nual meeting of the American Association
lor the Advancement of Science was opened
In the East Denver High School building
this mornlns with about 200 members of
the society In attendance. The general ses-
sion was preceded by a meeting of the Coun-
cil, nt which I'lttsbu-f- - was selected as the
place for thu next meeting; of the session.

General session wan called together by
the renting president, I'roiessor R. S. Wood-
ward of Columbia university. New York,
who Introduced the new president.
