MURDER MYSTERY

BAFFLING OFFICERS.

Assassin Who Shot Down Lafay-
ette Xcwkirk May Never IJe

Captured.

DESCRIPTIONS OF MURDERER.

Killing Took Tlaee on a Well- -

Lighted Street in a Prominent
Ilesidence District Ear-

ly in the Night.

Mexico ha a mur-

der mjstery. one which Is baffling the otll-ce- rs

and which promises to be forever un-

solved.
The mystery surround the killing of La-

fayette Newklrk on Saturday iilsht while
the ictim ra within a halt block of hN
homo and but two block from the Public
Square, which was crowded with people.

Tho crime was committed on West Mon-
roe street and In front of a row of fashion-
able residences, in plain sight and hearing
of many of the residents of that section
who were on their porcne.

At 9:20 o'clock W. I.. Hennolds. a near-
by resident, who was seated on his porcli.
noticed a man walking west in the middle
of Monroe street. T1ioe who saw him
thought of nothing wrong as lie turned cast
toward the Public Square and continued In
his walk.

A moment later a shot was heard coming
from the middle of the block and in the di-
rection of the course taken by the unknown
man who had passed tho Itennolds place.
The shot was followed In a few seconds by
four mor?. fired rapidly. Mr. Itennolds saw
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LAFAYETTE NEWKIRK.
Who was shot by an assassin on tho street

In Mexico. Mo.

a man running down the walk toward him
and from the direction of the ppot whero
the shots were fired. He attempted to
head off the man. but a leap across a
deep gutter and a struggle up a steep em-
bankment to the graded-u- p street put tho
man out of his reach.

Returning. Mr. Itennolds found neighbors
gathered around the body of Lafayette
Newklrk, who was dead. The murderer bad
run a block and a half west. and. turning
south a block, escaped In a tough negro
settlement.

Shots Flrrtl at Close nance-- .

An examination of tho corpse showed that
the first shot fired had struck him full In
the face and entered tho right eye at the
Inner corner; threo of the other shots had
been fired after Newklrk had fallen for-
ward on his face and were later found In
the brain, having gone through the bone
at the base of the skull. Theso shots had
been fired so closely to the victim's head
that the clothing around the neck had been
fired. Officers wero soon on tho track of
the murderer, but had about as soon lost
it.

On Sunday the- - physicians held a post-
mortem examination and Monday the in-

quest was begun. Orlando Illtt. who had
been employed to assist the State Attorney
in prosecuting tho Investigation, suggested
to the Coroner to exclude the public and
the reporters. This was done, and the In-

quest was held behind closed doors.
At a lat hour Monday evening the

Coroner's Jury was eidjoumed until Thurs-
day, when. It Is thought, new developments
may be brought out. The officers are very
clo'e-mouth- about the entire affair. It
Is also thought that there are several who
could fuml'h some evidence If they were
willing to do so.

There nre two entirely different descrip-
tions of the murderer furnished to the jo-llc- e;

one Is that the man was about C feet
tall, and wore light clothes and hat. This
was given by W. L. Itennolds. who saw the
assassin, both before the murder and as he
ran away: the other description is glvn
by the widow of the murdered man, sho
being attracted to the front of her yard by
the sound of the shots. She siw the mur-
derer run past her house, and states that
he wore dark or black clothes and hat. n:id
that he was "an average-size-d man."

The assassinated man was well-to-d- o nnd
left considerable property, nnd his son,
William E. Newklrk, has offered a reward
of $500 for the arrest and conviction of the
guilty party.

Newklrk was a native MIssourtan. having
been born In Audrain County, and had mar-
ried his brother's wife. !

ANOTHER LAW INVALID.

Illinois Legislature Amended an
Act That Never Existed.

Springfield. III., Aug. IS. Still another er-

ror In the laws enacted by the Forty-secon- d

General Assembly of Illinois has been
brought to light. It was discovered y

that tho emergency law, providing for the
manner of electing Boards of Educatlcn In
school districts organized under speclil law
undertakes to amend a law that did not
exist, and hence Is valueless.

The title of the law is "An act to amend
nn act entitled, 'An act to provide for the
election of Boards of Education, and the
defining of the powers of such Boards of
Education, in school districts organized un-
der special acts, etc' "

While the title of the bill Is defective, in
that It does not give the date of the ap-
proval of the act to be amended, the first
section states It Is to amend the act ap-
proved June 10. 1S37. and In force July L
1S97. The act mentioned, however, does not
bear the clause, "and the defining of thepowers of such Boards of Education," thusinvalidating tho amending law.
