the men decided to disperse for tho night,
leaving a few of their number to guard
imiMjrtant point'.

BEAUMONT OIL PRODUCTION

MAY CRIPPLE COAL MINES.

of Present Plans for Marketing Fuel Oil Would Re-

duce Demand for Coal by Over Thirty Million Tons
All Miners West of the Mississippi May Be Affected.

GOVERNMENT GEOLOGICAL

r.EPL-nLt-c srrxriAU
Warhington, Aug. 73 Experts of the

United States Geological Survey are greatly
Interested tn the development of the Ileau-mo- nt

oil field In Texas and are studying It
relation to the future production of fuel
coil. It Is pretty well settled that for the
present at least there will be no extensive
refining of the Itenumont oil. but the fight
between oil and coal for steam fuel has al-

ready commenced and the experts are
the contest In its economic bear-

ing.
There seems to be no doubt that coal pro-

duction in the Southwest is seriously men-

aced, and that Western mlnesi may be seri-

ously afTected later on. This will depend
somewhat, however, on the extent of the
Ileaumont field, which is ""till a matter for
demonstration.

Competition With Loeitl Mlnra.
The lifaumont producers, have not as ;ct

begun to market their product In anv-thl-

like normal quantities, but their
preparations are on a scale large enough
to leav no doubt that as soon as they cmi
construct pipe lines, oil tanks, tank cars
and liargcs they will enter into deadly
competition with coal for eteim purpose'.
If th action of tho Texas Railroad Com-

mission stands with regard to rates on oil
and coal, Texas and Indian Territory coal
will. It Is claimed. loe Its market to a great
extent, and the same may be said of Ar-

kansas coal. From reports on file In the
Geological Survey. Alabama coal seems to
lie threatened also. Mr. England, secretary
of tho Mobile Chimber of Commerce, lias
this to say upon the subject:

Oil Test Have Been Satisfactory.
The adaptability of this oil (Beaumont)

as a fuel has been tested on some of the
towboats and by some of the larger Indus-

tries, and tho tests have been exceedingly
satisfactory. Already oil has become a
potent factor and since these tests a rcduc- -

tion in ireigai raies iium i.v iu w ,iton has lieen made by the railroad lines
from the mines to Mobile, and coal con-

tracts cannot be made at even this reduc-
tion of freight rates."

Mr. England goes on to sly that as be-

tween a ton of coal and three barrels of oil.
which produce the same amount of stfam,
there Is a ?1 difference In favor of oil. and
that contracts for changing from coal to
oil are being let by all the electric light
compinie". the large Industries and by the
steamers running between Mobile and Fruit
Island.
Possibilities of neanniont'n Output.
The Interesting and doubtful element In

the situation is tho amount of oil In the
Iteaumont pool, nrd how long It will hold
out. It Is estimated by local operators that
the twenty-eig-ht flowing wells already de-

veloped have an apparent crpaclty In the
aggregate of TOO.COv barrels a diy at the low
est. If this be true the Beaumont field Is
already good for 2"S.0(O.000 barrels a jear.
unless the marketing of the oil to the ca-

pacity of the wells should show a decided
decrease In pressure and consequently a
lirgely reduced production.
More Than rennylrnnla Production

If the present apparent production s! ouid
be sustained, the production in the aggre-
gate would make a marvelous showing, ns
compared with all former oil production In
the United States, and It would, as a fcteam
element, equal K.009,000 tons of coal, ju-- t
8 per cent more than Pennsylvania's annual
bituminous prouuet. and something more
than a third of the count r)--

s bituminous
product.

Experts here believe that the Beaumont
field in full development will create a great
export trade with South America, and stim-
ulate Industry In Texas and States withina reasonable distance of the oil fields. Ifoil should become the steam fuel for the
Southern. Western and Southwestern rail-
roads, as well as for the steamships whichtouch Southern ports, much of the product
would be absorbed this way.

It is realized that the Beaumont oil Is go-
ing to have -. great fight with coal men
and the transportation companies prior to
the annihilation of the coal Industry, and
it Is quite likely that some agreement will
be reached which will give the coal men
som chance, at least: but the certalntv of
Texas oil becoming the chief fuel In the
Southwest, and. possibly extending In time
to the Western and Southern States. Is re-
garded by the experts, who are studying
the question, as an economic certainty. Only
the coal fields north of the Ohio River and
east of the Mississippi are reganled as per-
manently safe from Its encroachments.

The subject Is regarded as so important
that the Geological Survey Is making ex-
tensive Investigat'on. end early next jeara number of Interesting reports and articles
thereon by the bureau's scientific men will
be pjbll'hed.

OF i!IS CHEMICALS.

William Franklin Coton Dies of
Injuries Received in His

Lahoratory.

MAY HAVE BEEN A SUICIDE.

Domestic Tronhles Thought to
Have Preyed on nis Mind

Wife nad Secured Degree
Allowing Alimouv.

New Tork. Aug. William Franklin
Coston, perfecter of the famous Coston
fignai". invented b his father, Benjamin
Frarklin Coston. and used by maritime
countries tho world over. Is dead, the vic-
tim of an Instant's rebellion cf the rowerful
chemicals which he. had spent a lifetime in
puttlnx under subjection.

vvhlle at work In his lahnni. -- . w.Iv Brighton. S. I . on August 7. Coston
was terribly burned by an explosion of

and his factor- - was burned. He
was taken to a hospital, and It was there
that he died after for two weeks.

Whether hi" Injuries were due to accidentor were the result of an attempt to commitralclde Is not known. The domestic rela-
tions of Mr. Coston were unhappy, and im-
mediately following the ex.loslon there were
rumors that It wat the result of an attempt
on his part to commit suicide. For several
months prior to the explosion he and his
wife. Mrs. Sarah G. Coston. had lived apart,
and a few davs before the explosion she
began an action for tflvorce. Justice Fitz-
gerald awarded CO a week alimony and JIM
counsel fees to her. She then went to the
Coston home with thrco furniture vans, and,
it Is said, stripped it.

These things prejed upon Coston's mind,
but whether the chemicals exploded by ac-
cident or design perhaps never will be
known. Following the accident the wife
visited him several times. Their three sons
and two daughters are believed to have ex-
ercised great lrfluence In convlrclr herthat It would be betttr to let bvgones bebvgones at such a time.

Coston was 5 jears old. He was born InWashington. D. C. and was graduated
from Georgetown College. He afterwardwent abroad and completed his educationby study and travel. While the Franco-Prussl- in

War was In progress he spent
several months In France and Germany.

It was his father. Benjamin Franklin Cos.ton. who invented the signals, but his sonImproved nnd perfected them, and pro-
moted their use in all maritime countriesuntil to-d- their worth Is recognized of-
ficially by all Governments.

The explosion which cost the distin-
guished but eccentric Inventor his life oc-
curred v. hen he w as supposed to be experi-
menting in the mixing-roo- In his factory
in West New Brighton.

Coston was handling some of the chemi-
cals which enter Into the construction ofhis marine signals when the explosion came.
Burned and bleeding, he was thrown to the
floor, and. to add to his Intense torturesome paper near him took lire and Ignited'
his clothing.

The explosion having blown out the win-
dows of the factor', the flames were fanned
by the draught and spread to the packing-roo-

where two girls were forced to flee
for their lives. Meanwhile. Coston had re-
covered sufficiently to regain his feet, nnd
he. too. rushed from the building. He was
taken to the Smith Infirmary, where DoctorBryan said he would recover If he had notInhaled the flames.

The fire following the explosion destrovedthe Coston factory. There had been manyexplosions In the factory, two within thelast two years being serious.
