MAFEKING HEROINE

IS COMING OVER.

Lady Sarah Wilson Is Now on
Her Way to United

States.

HOW SHE BECAME FAMOUS.

Was a Correspondent for London
Newspapers While BesietreiP522

at Mafeking Some of "

Her Experiences.

Liverpool. Aug. 31. The V. hite Star Line
steamer Celtic, whch sailed yesterday, car-
ries among her passengers Lady Sarah Wil-
son, the British heroine of the siege of Ma-
feking. Another passenger will be A. J. Ca3-sa- tt

of the Pennsylvania Railroad.
Among the names which appear on the

passenger list of the Majestic of the same
line, sailing on Wednesday, are those of Mrs.
Leland Stanford and General E. C. O'Brien.

Lady Sarah Wilson for a long time was
the most picturesque figure in the Boer
War. She distinguished herself both as an
army nursa and as a correspondent for a
London newspaper.. Her enormous wealth
enabled her to pay large bribes in order to
get her news dispatches through the Boer
lines. She was about the only person who
escaped from Mafeking- - during the long
siege, and was captured when sue attempted
to go back to the city again. She was ex-
changed as a prisoner of war for Viljoen. a
notorious woman horse thief, whom the'
Boers were especialy anxious to set free.

In Mafeking she lived in a bombproof
shelter under the tjouse of Julius Welt. It
connected with the house so that between
the ringing of a bell from the breastworks
and the landing of a projectile from tho
besieging Boer lines she had ample time to
retreat to her place of safety.

Even in. the noisome hole under the
ground she managed to make herself com-
fortable. She had whisky and soda, as
well as cigarettes, to offi visitors. Lady
Sarah's adventures were exciting, some-
times amusing and often spiced with dan-
ger.

It was on a Thursdav she left Mafeklntr.
She arrived at Setiagoll Hotel that: nlgbt,1
ceiore morning sne was arouseu uy,tne
rattle ot musketry and the boom ot cuns.
It was Captain Xesbltt of the Mashonalan-- l

Mounted Police, who was fighting desper-atel- v
on the wrecked armored train. As

soon as daylight permitted Lady Sarah rode
to tne scene or. action ana pnotograpneu
the wreck.

Finding that her presence In Setiagoll ex-
posed her to Insults, the Doers moved her
to Mosutl, where, by means of heavy
bribes, she persuaded natives to cJrry In-
formation to and fro.

Extraordinary stories regarding her were
circulated among the Boers. One was that
she was the wife of an English General,
another that she was a granddaughter of
the Queen, who had come to spy the doings
of the Boers, nnd a third that she was the
only male survivor of Mafeking, having es-
caped in the guise cf a woman.

Her Lark nt Vryburs;.
Lady Sarah visited Vryburg, being driven

there by a )oung Boer, who passed her oft
as his sister. She stayed In the hotel all
day. ard stole out by night to shop. On
visiting the hcspltal she found orders had
been i'sued that no one shotRd leave the
town. The gallant Boer had to answer
curious questions put by the landlord be-
fore he could get permission for himself
and his "sister" to leave the place. They
set out at 4 o'clock in the morning for fear
of being recognized, and got away safely.
