IS DECREASING,

Chief of Police Says St. Louis Has
Not Had a Keally Good-Size- d

Uurglary for Some Time.

THIEVING GANGS BROKEN UP.

Burglars Unable to Disposo of
Their Booty Murders and As-

saults Can He Punished,
but .Not Prevented.

Crime Is on the decrease In St. Louis, ac-
cording- to Chief of Police Klely. Police
official", asreo that there has rarely been
a time In the history of the city since It

--became a metropslls, when there was ltss
than there is now.

Several reasons are advancjd by tha.-- e

whose duty it Is to maintain the pjbllc
peace. Chief among; them Is the efllclent
work of the police, and the prosecuting of-
ficers, and the thorough cf ths
two. Chief Klely said yesterday:

"'I do not recall a time since I have teen
on the force and I have been In the de-- 'l
partment for ttventy-fl- x years when therewas so little on the criminal calender as
there is There Is almo-i- t nothlns
BiiliiR on. lv have not had a r.ily .1

burglary this year. Of course, we re-
ceive reports every day of petty lyes
sneak thieves stealing an alarm clock or a
roll of old hos, lead pipe thieves cutting
out the lead from some vacant builJlng.
but then these are not very numerous, and
they don't amount to much. It is rarely thatyou hear nowadays of a big burglary.

"There are no organized bands of thieves
operating over thi- - city an ued to be the
case. Almost all of them have been broken
up and the leaders are In tho Penitentiary.
New ones are not organized because the
courts deal out such coort sentences that the
lawbreakers arc terrified lest they fall Into
the hands of the prosecuting authorities.
Justice Is more uniform and convictions are
too many Jn St. Louis for the experienced
thief. A )oung one breaks loow once In
awhile, but boforohegoes far he Is nabbed
and his career ends in prison.

HIsIisTSirmen Terrified Citizens,
"I remember when highwaymen used to

rob men every night and frighten citizens
off tho street". You don t hear much of
that now. A man Is held up occasionally,
but that tvlll continue as long as there
Is darkness. Wo cannot have a policeman
on every street corner and In every alley.
If j on will notice, you will find the victims
of rolberies are mostly drunken men.

"One reason why robberies and burglaries
aro on the decrease Is because thioves find
It harder to dispose or their plunder. Ther.
U net a good funce" house ln the city
where a burglar cm dlpose of his boot).
In thtt last thrco vean- - a dozen persons
have been sent to the Penltcnti.iry for re-
ceiving stolen property and 'fences' have
since become quite unpopular.

"At the beginning of this summer I put a
ntw plan Into .practice. I requested every
vrson who wag goinc to close his house for
tho summer to report It to me, so I could
have the houses especially watched. The
plan has been quite successful. I remember
when thieves used tii drive tip in a moving
van to a house which was do-fe- for the
summer and literally clean it out. We have
not had such u case this summer.

Mnrilera .Vnt So Sunierons.
"There have not been very many murders

either. .Those aro more often matters of
circumstance, and would happen in tilno
cass out of ten, despite tho greatest police
surveillance. And yet thcro have been few
killings this year. Murder often results
from suggestion. A shocking tragedy lit
generally followed by several other killings
which grow out of similar circumstances.

"Crime ha Its seasons. In the winter,
when It Is cold and men must have warm
clothes and comfortable places to sleep, wo
And morn footpads and burglars they aro
after money to buy these necessities, which
they ore unwilling' to work for. When It

a man can sleep out In the open
without protection and can more comf ort-ab- ly

beg from door to door. In summer tha
passions run riot and wo have more as-
saults and crimes of that character. "Men
arc thrown together more, they are more
Irritable and more prone to quarrel. Jn
such cares our ork begins after the "com-
mission of the crime it Is our work to ar-
rest the offender and procure the necessary
evidence. Wa can break up gangs of thlcve
nnd arrest - suspicious characters, but we'
cannot tell who Is olng to debt,"
