FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES
OF CHRISTIAN GROWTH.

Progress Toward Perfection 1Is
Considered the Universal
Law of Life.

Tho Reverend Doctor George W. Chalfant
of Pittsburg, Pa, preached yesterday morn-
fng ut tho Weet Presbyterian Church on
“Fundargentals of Christian Growth,” tak-
ing for Mis text Hobrews v, 11 “Leaving the
principles of the doctrines of Christ, let us

o on unto perfection: not Inying again the
sundntion of repentance fram. dead works
and o[i ?ulh toward God.” In part, the doe-
tor sald:

“Progress toward perfection fa the uni-
versal Inw of life. The ncorn aspires to b~
tome an oak, the animal to realize the fin-
et development of the species. To this law
gpiritunl life 1s no exception. But more than
in the lower forms of life it is hindered
by the fact of =in. Tho perfectlon possible
in this lfe e relative, not sbeolute, and
gpiritunl growth is out of sin and &
etviranment.

“The fundamental conditions of this

rowth are said to be thess two, repentancs

rom dead works and falth toward God.

| The principles of the dortrine of Chrlst are

not mere credal etatements, but matters of
lite and experience. These are fundamentals
on which our lvea are ballt, the only cor-
ner stone of which {8 Jesus Christ. As to
which =hotuld be ploced fimt in order, falth
ar repentance, 1s an old thenlogical ques-
tion, which hns been sufficlently answered
for our purpose by the lats Charles H
Bpurgean, who was accustomed 1o ma¥,
“They. ari- twin children of tho same dl-

“Dend works ore, In the first oe, those
thing= in the life which offend the moral
genee, Thern are thoughts and words and
actions thut smeil of the charnel houss,
which give undeninble testimony to the
spirftunl corruption out of which they orig-
inate, But in anothér end larger sense,
dend works aire such activitles as vield no
good, bear no fruit for the glory of God or
the welfure of mun, Every man's lifo is a
plan of Go? that alms at some good pur-
g..l‘-q'. No man  Hveth to himself,
ie who neglects  this outh §l\':n
oviidlence thnt he is spiritually dend. Now,
If we entor upun the progress toward per-
fectiom, wo mu=t begin by repentance from
dead works. " We must forsake vice and Im-
mornllty of every kind. Wa must cease
to live selflsh and spliritually dead lves.

“Faith toward God is eqoaally essential
logically, 1t 1s the root out of which re-

entance and o better life spring. Falth
ll"i' fundamontal in a1l intelligent jife, Con-
filence In the elements and powers of na-
ture for food and medicine, faith in parents
and teachers, In leadern of the soclal and
intellectunl, are important factors. Falth
in onesclf Is regurdel by miny as the
chlef slement of worldly success,

“Hut the Christian fulth Is toward God, It
is up and not down. And this means simples
fufth In Jesus Christ, to whom has been
commlitted the leadership  of  spiritual
ower 10
hive life In himself, and who alone can
make the Father known to sinful man,

“Thus It will be seen that these nel-
ples do not merely furnish the conditions
for nn entrance upon the higher 1ife, but
that they must enter Into the experience of
every day.,  The upostle Paul, wrillng on
the eve of his marty rdom, spedks of his fin-
{shed course mnid his assured erown. Yet In
almost the sumae breath ealls himself the
chief of sinners, and glves thanks to God
that Christ Jesus came Into the world to
suve elnners,

“Whyv then does the Inspired writer gpeak
here of ‘leaving the principles of the doc-
trine of Christ'? Remember the figure of
the bollding hore employed.  These princl-
ples are foundntions of o splritual edifics,
o temple of God,  The bullder must leavs
the foundation. and evory day he v ascend-
ing toward the top stone. the crown and
completion of his work. Yet he ls always
careful to bulld on the foundation.
laftler the structure and the more perma-
nent, the more care is tnken to have the
superstructure exactly upon the foundation.

It is lfe's chlef con-
cern to thousamds, and has won for our
country the doubiful reputation among the
putlong of being n mation of wealth-seek-
ers. In no other country In the world Is &
man's position in socl=iy fo largely deter-
mined by his weulth. In our strong. young
land, with ite unrivaled resources and op-
riunities for amassing fortunes, the dol-
ar mark is stamped on nearly eversthing.
“What, then, should be life's chlef con-
cern? It is not the necessities of life, nor
the search for pleasure, nor the search for
wenlth.

Ible, spiritual kingdom that sbonld come
among men unheralded by trumpets and
rejoleings, wna  something  they  could
scarcely understand. And so Christ sought
to make cledr to them the nature of and
the principlea that govern this Kingdom.
in his Bermon on the Mount. The leading
chiuracterigtic of that kingdom iz the right-
eousness of God which its members must
have, a righteousness so unllke the right-
ousneses of the religlous teachers of the
duy that Christ expressly declared ‘Excent
your righteousness shall exceed the right-
oousnesa of the bes and Pharluses, yo
ehall in no case enter the kingdom of
heaven
“This. then, is the Master's anawer as to
what should ba life's concern; membership
in the Kingdom of God, and the attainment
of the hteousness of God. These ware
ure the only things worth strennous human
effort. These ars the only things that out-
last ths vearan. They may wtlll be our
Erlceloxa possessions when everyvthing else
as been taken away. There will come a
time when wo shall he heyond the need of
eurthly food and raiment.

bllitles of earthly pleasure, and the pretty
trensuras we have gathered will have ab-
rolutely no charm for us.

“The Book of Esther lends itself to these
varied lines of study, It covers a rtion
of the pericd of the exile. It unvells his-
tory and behind ft we stand In tho sflencs
and presence of God, beholding the unfold-
ing of his counsel and the wonders of his
winys. But thege facts are doctrinnl os
well as historical, They are {llustrative of
New Testament truth. and therefore typleal
of‘ New Testament characters.

‘The feast of King Ahasuerus has many
analogles to the King's fenst of Chrisl's
parable In Malthew, chapter xvil. This
purable seta forth salvation as a wedding
fenst. The wedding gnrment of God's right-
eusners ls the free gift of God's graca.
The only conditlon §s the acceptance of the
invitation. In the feast of this universal
King erus, there i3 no limit placed
upon anyone in driking of ths royal wine,
In the parable of Christ. the joy of mlva-
tion Ie only Imited to the exient of one's
cﬂ.pgcur for ita enjoyment.

His text was Rey,
i1, 15-16; 'L know thy works, that thou art
nefther cold nor hot; I would thou wert
cold or hot. Fo then becatise thou art luke-
warm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spew
thee out of my mouth.” He =ald In part:

“This text opens with & solemn declara-
tlon of Giod's omnisclence. He knows all
things. He reads not only ths thoughts of
mun, but he knows the motives that
prompt lhils every actlon. He beholds man
In the durk g well ns in the light. Noth-
Ing that man does or thinks but what 13
open to God's Inspection. Now, If you and
1 were impressed with this solemn truth,
how It would restrialn us  from  sinning
agalnst God. But the trouble with us is
that we dp not grosp the fact that God 13
averyvwhere present, beholding all the desds
and actz of man. Hence we disregard him

our unbellef. He knows our works,

“He says of the Landicean Church: “Thon
art neither cold nor hot.'y To be cold here
i3 to be dead, to be without life, Apply It
to the church, and it means that her mem-
bers are dend.

Father Kielty hn_w _I:Fpirirnnl and
Mental Training Are Best
Together.

The Reverend Father
Huoly Angels’ Catholio Church preached
yesterday morning on the theme, ‘‘Intel-
lectual und Moral Training Should Not Be
Separated.” In substnnee he sald:

“In these our days nothing can bs more
siriking than the stir and enrnest ardor of
our Ingtryctors In thelr efforta to bring
thelr system of education up to the sinnd-
urds of the day. Heads of colleges nnd
convents and Government schools open thelr
kehools on the morrow and Instruct our
children, Our colleges and convents edu-
cate fur two worlds, the future and the
present. Government schools educate only
for this workl. But civll virtu-s will not
admit us ae cltdzens of heaven. A roliglous
trajning s abeolutely required for that.

“You parents have great responsibility
placed upon you in the procuring of reli-
glous training and education of your chil-
dren.

He
is tempted porely to he stlent, or to soften
words, in withholding odlous but essential
truth. for fenr of wounding feellngs, es-
tranging friends or affecting his support,
but no man is worthy of belng put Into
this office If any one of these motives pre-
valle. The thought of the destiny of those
who providentially look to him for spiritual

direction will cause him to ‘cry aloud and
spare not."

“But there are times when every Chbris-
tinn, to be gulltiess, must epak his con-

victions, and announce, without equivoca-
tion, his principles, in reproving sin. Thero
is such a thing as smiling a sickly smile of
approval, tv which our profession and our
consclence make us sworn enemies. at
applies to us in dealirg with the individoal
will atso apply In our relation to the com-
munity. The citizen who countenances the
violation of luw, the unfaithfulness of sworn
officers or the perpetuation of evil in so-
ciety becomes gullty himself.

“Furnishing wrongdoers an opportunity
for their work ls the last form of this un-
suspected alliunce and t. We are fa-
millar with the universally accepted Inter-
pretation of the civil law that the man who
Tfurnishes the means s accessory or party
to the crime, & particeps criminis. And the
divine law demunds as well that whenever
wa individually, or in co-operation with
others, furnish means by which evil {s con-
mitted, we become Ildentified with it and
shall be held responsible.

“There are those who support & popular
Institution which Is destroying evariv year
thousands of young Hves, and yet thelr con-
sclences are st rest. By the testimony of
such men as Clement Beott, the great dra-
matle eritic; Dumas, Mucready and other
uctors and dramatists, the modern stage is
condemned ag au Institation demoralizing to
actors and attendants. It is evident upon a
careful investigation that {ts spirit 1s op-
posied to the religlon of Christ; It disre-
gards the Sabbath, It presents the worst
passions and phases of human nature, it un-
seXrm woman and exposes her In the most
shameful atifre and the lack of it, and yet
so-called Christlans are among the moRt
oommon supporters. While every player is
not impure, or every play immoral, or every
theater-goer on the hunt for Impority,
whatever may be its future {deal, the pres-
ent. modern theater is hostlle to morality
and religion.

rs of the Westliche Post regarding
the pomsibility of inducing Kalser Wilhalrs
to attend the Fair. The Republis article '
was sent out through the Associatsd Prems .
to ths Berlin papers and since fts first pube -
Hcation on the other side the German press
has induiged in & ltvely controversy as to
whether the Emperor should be allowed te
visit the United States,

Mr. Bchroers says that some of the in=
flusntial German papers think {il of it for
the reason that the United States have taken,
=uch an aggressive stand on the ques-
tion of late. On the other hand there are
many iufluential German papers heartily
In favor of it becauss, they say, the reln-
tionship betwoen the two countries would be
greatly enhanced by a visit from the Em-
peror, Who has ropeatedly expresssd a de-
sire to cross the ocean and study economia
gnestions In which both countries are inter-
ented.
