under rections 508 and 5600 of the Revised
Statutes,

Mr. Richards sald to-day that the de-
cislons of the court under these sections
were of such & character that there was no
toubt in his mind that Czulgosz and his rel-
low-criminals, If any one was assoclated
with him, could be tried under them. The
Solleltor General regretted that it would not
be possible under these sections to impose
ROY more severs penilty upon the eriminals
than would be hmpofed by the New York
law, but he thought !t might be an advan-
tage Lo have the procecdings in a United
States court if possible, especlally in view
of the fact that persons convieted In the
United EStates courts cannot be pardoned
by any one except the Prestdent of the Uni-
ted States.

Anxioos (o Prosceufe the Cane.

Secretary Gage and  Attorney  General
iknox will be In Washington to-morrow,
when there will be a conference botwsen
them and Solicitor Genernl Richards and
Chinf of Secret Sarvice Wilkie. Alr. Wilkid
is nnxious that the ecase may be transferred
to the United States Court, If possible, and
will co-operate In every way with the De-
rartment of Justice.

His bowels moved frecly during the day,
and this also wae considered an exceilent
symptom.

HOW WOUNDS WILL HEAL;
MR. ROOSEVELT'S CONFIDENCE.

It he contioues to improve, it will be
gradually. If he should grow worse, the
change in that direction also probably will
be slow. This is the opinfon of Doctor
Mann. There will be no crisis. If he ar-
rives at convalescence, Doctor Park ex-
presses the oplnfon that It will be three
weeks before it will be safe to move him.

It s expected that the Interlor wounds
will heal first. The sutures of ths lacerated
tissue were made so soon after the bullet
passed that they are probably healing rap-
idly.
