And. further, that
all this power and honor vv ere conferred up-
on himself, in order "that all men should
honor the Son, even as they honor the
Father." Christ closed his admonition to
the Jews with these words: "Search the
Scriptures: for In thom e think ye have
eternal life: and these are they that tes-
tify of me."

The lesson rroper deal with two specific,
kinds of honor, that which comes from God
and that which comes from men. Of him-
self he says: "I receive not honor from
men." This was no a simple statement of
fact, but was Intended to Impress these
Jews with the smallness of human honor.
So far as Christ was concerned, it was Im-
material whether he received such honor.
It was his chief concern to have the honor
of his Divine Father, which could only be
secured oy a strict penormance oi nis win.
Herein is a specific lesson for us: It should
bo ours to do God's will, and so be honored
of him. rather than to sacltlce such honor
for the honor of men.

This lesson Is saeclally emphasized In
what follows: Says Christ, "How can. ye be-
lieve, which receive honor one from an-
other, and seek not the honor which cometh
trom uoa oni-- 7 m remains to receive the
christ- - wh came In hIs other's name.

and refuse to honor and serve him. Such
men mav receive honor one from another.
but it is all a hollow mockery, tsr it Is
founded on a wrong principle. The start-
ing point in all true human honor is that
of honor to God. "He that loveth God,"
says the apostle, "loveth his brother also."
and "he that loveth not his brother whom
he hath seen, how can he love God whom
he hath not seen?"

He sentiment, but when reduced to Its first
analysis, it will be found that the honor-seek- er

had his affections set upon human
rather than divine horor. The uonorek?r
of the .world proceeds upon the basis of
policy, rather than principle. "Honor and
fame at any cost" Is too often the motto ofmen. It Is better far to forego the honors
of this world. If .they must be purchased
by a sacrifice of truth and honesty.

TOPIC THOUGHTS-- It Is better to de-
serve than to get. True honor comes only
to the true. God alone makess no mlstakp
in distributing honors. Position before men
may not be honor before God. We may ba
cheated out of earthly position and honor
by others, but only self can deprive us of
eternal honor. The more worthy we are fcr
earth's honor, the less we care for them.
"Before honor Is humility."
