DEBTS AGGREGATE $211,829.14.

Smith W. Summers Says lie Will
Keep the Store Open Until

Courts Order Otherwise
List of Creditors.

The firm of Rosenthal & Lehman, com-
posed of Adolph Rosenthal and Lewis J.
Lehman, proprietors of the Boston Store at
Franklin avenue and Broadway filed n
chattel deed of trust jesterday In favor of
Smith V. Summers, trustee, for the

National Bank, and other
creditors.

Yesterday afternoon two petitions in In-

voluntary bankruptcy were filed against
the firm by creditors In St. Louis and the
East. The Eastern creditors were Heilncr
& Uerzog of New Tork. F. A. Foster &
Co. of Boston. Van Orden Corset Company
of Newark. X. J., and the New York Flower
and Feather Company of New York City,
who filed their petition jointly through At-
torneys Abbott and Edwards.

The St. IjjuIs firms who also petitioned
that the firm be declared bankrupt were
the Carleton Dry Goods Company, the Rlce-Stl-x

Dry Goods Company and the
Dry Goods Company.

About 3SS items are stated in the list of
creditors mentioned in the deed. The items
aggregate $211,823.14. Rosenthal & Lehman
conduct the department establ'shment,
known as "The Boston Store," at N". 223-8-

North Broadway. Assets are not desig-
nated in the document. The deed applies
to all stock and Interests of the firm. In-
cluding rights In subleases in the store
buildins.

Smith W. Summers; who Is named as the
trustee In the deed of trust filed yesterday,
Is treasurer of the Roanthnl-Sloa- n Mil-
linery Company, of which Arm Isaac B. Ro-
senthal Is president. He Is a brother of
Adolph Rosenthal of Rosenthal & Lehman.
Mr. Summers stated jesterday that he be-
lieved the assets of the firm would amount
to about the same as the Hau'llties. but he
scarcely anticipated Its ability to pay dollar
for dollar, especially If thrown Into bank-
ruptcy. He said, however, that he would
keep the store ofen for all business for the
present, at least, or until the courts might
order otherwise.
