YOUNG PEOPLE'S SOCIETIES.

Topic: "The Saloon Power
Doomed." (Psalm xxxvii, 1 10.)

The topic universal for the young peo-
ple's societies of the world. even-
ing Is, "The Saloon Power Doomed," and It
is based on Psalm xxxvii, 110.

The verses Indicated have In them two
leading thoughts the conrse and destiny cf
the righteous and the course and destiny
of the wicked. In connection with the far-
mer, a number of particulars are named as
constituting important factors in the course
to be pursued by .the righteous.

First That the righteous are not to un-
necessarily worry over the fact that "evil
doers" and "workers of iniquity" abound.
Ever since the gates of paradise were closed,
sin has more or less abounded, and the
probability is it "will continue to abound
to the end of time. As stated In the par-
able ot the tares, "the enemy that sowed
them Is the devil." It does no good to wor-
ry and fret over this state' of things. Tor
their course will be soon cut off. Rather
seek to reach them with the' gospel of sym-
pathy and love, and so win them for God
and heaven.

Second Instead of. fretting over condi-
tions that have existed Urns Immemorial, it
is better far to "trust In the Lord and do
gooo." Example goes farther than precept
and Is much more likely to reach the case.
Cromwell's advice to his army" Is, in point,
"Trust In Godt and keep your, powder dry.
The promise is that they that trust in the
Lord Vshall mount up on wings aa eagles;
they shall run and not be weary, they snail
walk and faint," "Tbeyjtbattrust-in- .

1901. .1
the source of his power. Like Enoch of old
he literally "walked with God."

Third We are enjoined to "delight" our-
selves In the Lord, with the nssurance that
he will prosper our plans as far as It shall
serve for his glory and our good. The same
principle is Involved here as In the state-
ment of Christ, "Seek first the kingdom of
God and his righteousness, and all things

needful shall be added unto you." Here
again we have a wonderful Illustration of
this truth in the life of Mr. McKlnlcy. The
basic principle of his life was his delight In
and loyalty to God. With the psalmist, he
could say, "I joyed when they said unto
me. Let us go Into the house of tho Lord."

Fourth The Inspired writer says: "Com-
mit thy way unto the Lord; trust also in
him, and he shall bring It to pass. And he
shall bring forth thy righteousness as the
Usht. and thy Judgment as the noonday."
What a wonderful promise this! How few
of us ever put It to the test! Here, again.
we have n wonderful Illustration of the
truth involved In Mr. McKlnley's coreer,
particularly his political career. No man
ever passed through a severer flro of criti-
cism as to iiubllc measures than he, but
It was only the refining of the pure gold
of his unblemished character. Misunder-
stood, misinterpreted, he never once stopped
to explain, knowing that ns he had com-
mitted his way unto the Lord, he would
bring forth his righteousness of action and
intention as tho light, and would justify Ills
course as clearly as the light of the noon-
day sun.

But the second great thought of the les-
son Is In regard to the course and destiny
of the wicked. The contrast Is striking:

First Thp psalmist declares that their
triumph Is but temporary, "for they shall
soon bo ut down as the grass and wither
as the green herb." Mr. McKlnley's as-
sassin thought to strike a blow at the na
tion, but he will b- - swiftly cut off, and
his name shall rot. Anarchy has struck Its
own death blow In tin- - dt-e- done, and It
will rver acaln flaunt lt rod flair in tho
faces of tho American people. It deserves
to perish, and It will perish, as surely as
this Is a Christian nation.

Second The same will be ultimately true
of kindred evils. Next to anarchy stands
the open saloon In this country and through-
out the world. It Is tho hot-be- d of crime
and lawlessness of every kind. It throttles
the lawmaker and the and
defies even Congress. It is th mouth of
hell that belches forth death and destruction
to the home, to young manhood and wom-
anhood, and sows the needs of socialism
and vice. It is the devil's most potent agent
In his war against Christianity. It Is the
arch enemy of God and man.

But this evil will not go until ClirisUan
sentiment unitedly says it must go. Not
until every lover of his fellow-me- n realize
that he Is his brother's keeper and does- his
.part for his protection; not until ministers
and all other Christians vote as they pray.
"Thy kingdom come"; not until the dor-
mant knlghtllness of true manhood and
womanhood Is awakened to a sense of its
obligation to rescue humanity from Its
deadly grasp; not until the gospel of Christ
so reaches human hearts that thev will no
longer tolerate Its presence In a Christian
civilization: not until tne uovernment 01
the. United States severs its partnership
with the business, and refuses longer to ex-
tend Its protection. Shall this time eer
come? God grant that It may. Then will
follow an era of peace and prosperity. In
this ana an land?, or which the present is
only the dawn, and the "glory of tho Lord
shall cover the earth as the waters do the
sea."
