SETTLED CLAIMS

BY COMPROMISE.

Prospective Litigation and Expense
Avoided by Executor

W. P. Stark.

SEVERAL BIG SUITS DISMISSED.

It Was Predicted That the Estate
of Fielden Estes Would

Remain in Courts
for Years.

REPUBLIC SFKCIAL.
Louisiana, Mo., Sept. 23. Announcement

was made to-d- by W. P. Stark, executor
of the estate of Fielden Estes, deceased, of
the settlement by compromise of tho vari-
ous claims of Doctor J. W. Crewdson
against that estate, aggregating nearly JJ5,-00- 0.

According to the compromise. Doctor
Crewdson receives $9,000 in cash and the
lots In oulsiana on which are a valuable
sulphur spring and sanitarium. This prac-

tically ends tho litigation over the Estes
estate, and. following as It does so close
upon the settlement of the contest over the
will and of the claim of Angus Prettyman,
is of unusual Interest.

Fielden Estes was one of the wealthiest
men in Pike County, and when ho died hero

twin- - c wars airo'. leaving an estate
worth fully a quarter of a' million dollars,
It was freely predicted that litigation over
his estate would bo In the courts a score of
years or more. He was a very eccentric old
man, whose dislikes were & great deal
stronger than his likes.

He had fallen out with George Estes, a
brother, and had not spoken to him for
years. In his will he gave only $10,000 to this
brother, and then only In event he did not
try to break tie will, if ho contested the
will he was to have nothing.

Remembered Only With fl,00.
To another brother. Sam Estes, who was

an inmate of the Pike County Poorhouse
at the time of Flelden's death, the will
gave only J1.000. and that In trust. Accord-
ing to the will, this J1,0W was to be held In
trust by "W. G. Tinsley. cashier of the Mer-

cantile Bank, and the Income thereof was to
be paid to Sam Estes during his life. At
his death tho principal sum was to revert
in tho catnip. He aid not Will a dollar to
any charitable or religious cause, but gave
his wealth to friends and such of his rela
tives as had not incurred nts oispieasure.
During the last years ot his life he had
manv InYialllta find hlci lawvers Were SUP- -
nosed to have been developing a bill. He
had also been sick a great deal, finally
dying from a cancer, which had its seat
originally in his left eye. Doctor J. W.
Crewdson had been his physician almost ex-

clusively for several years. Besides, he had
lived with Angus Prettyman, and it waB
known that Mr. Prettyman expected pay,
and then Bet Oliver said he owed her for
his washing for almost a quarter of a cen-
tury. So when Estes died and his will was
fiubllshed, everybody said: "Now watch the

busy and wax fat."
Suit. Are Filed.

Sure enough, things started out that way.
The Oliver woman brought suit In the Pro-
bate Court for a large sum. Doctor Crewd-
son ,

filed suit on a note for $20,000, dated
May 13. 1S99, for medical services to that
date, and on an account for more than
$5,000 for services from that date to date of
Estes's death. Besides, he presented a
check for $3,000 at the Mercantile Bank for
payment, and exhibited a deed from Estes
to him. conveying the sanitarium. He was
given a judgment on account 'for about
$2,300. The suit on the $20000 note was one
of the famous cases of the county, and re-
sulted In a judgment of $13,000 In Doctor
Crewdson's favor. Both these cases wereappealed.

Then Judge W. H. Biggs of St, Louis, for-
merly Judge or the St, Louis Court of Ap-
peals, was employed by some of the heirs
in bring, a suit to break the will.

came known that ho was preparing to be-

But W. P. Stark was executor. He is

treasurer of stark Bros. Nurseries and
Orchards Company and an excellent busi-
ness man. He had the determination to
handle tho large estate for the best Inter-
ests of all concerned, and he had the abil-
ity to carry out that determination. He so
completely possessed the confidence or all
the beneficiaries under the will that all of
them readily gave him powers of attorney,
and he went to Work at the task of set-
tling UD the estate. First he effected a enm.
promise with Judge Biggs, allowing' his
clients to snare wun the other brothers
and their families. This was dono so'qulet-l- y

and so quickly that the dismissal of thesuit to break the will came as a big sur-
prise. -

A fortnight ago announcement was made
that a compromisn had been effected with
Mr. Prettyman, that gentleman receiving
nearly $3,000. Now the Crewdson cases are
settled and no more litigation Is left.

Mr. Stark has made a reccrd. having ac-
complished all this In less than two venrs.

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TARIFF REVISION SIRE TO

BE AN IMPORTANT ISSUE.

West Is Demauding a Modification of Present Schedule, but Will En-
counter Opposition in the East and New England States

President McKinley Would Have Reached This Re-

vision Through a Reciprocity Policy.

ROOSEVELT'S RECOMMEN0ATIONS ANXIOUSLY WAITED FOR.

Washington, Sept. 23. Again the tariff la

apparently coming to the front as an Im-

portant Isrue In Congress. That the Repub-

lican leaders admit the need for sweeping

reductions 1 shown by the consideration
they ar gilng the question of reciprocity.

Before President McKinley delivered his
notable speech In Buffalo, In which ho an-

nounced his espousal of the cause of reci-

procity as the coming economic policy of
this Government, he talked the subject over
with his Cabinet earnestly and thoroughly.
His deliverance, therefore, was deliberate
and well considered. It was. In a measure.J.,.1 ..!..of a somewhat general character, dealing
wun mo question in its larger sense, mo
details to be worked out later. The mem
bers of the Cabinet are remembering his
talks with them upon that line, and treas
uring them for their future guidance In
dealing with the Important and extremely
delicate question of reciprocity. One mem-

ber of the Cabinet, who took much Inter-

est In the President's plans, gives a very
Interesting and very Important elaboration
of the subject representing Mr. McKlnley's
views at that time. According to this of-

ficial, the President's Ideas could be stated
about as follows:

Favored a Redaction In Tariff.
That Mr. McKinley believed the senti-

ment of the country was setting In the di-

rection of revision of the tariff. Indeed,
that revision was Inevitable, and he
thought the best way to meet the demand
to be through reciprocity, by which wo
could get something back for our revision.
In other words. Instead of making a straight
cut In tho tariff, to trade off the revision
for a compensation through reciprocal trade
arrangements.

President McKinley, It Is said, had be-

come 'very much Impressed by the argu
ments of the Western men In Congress that
the peocle were demanding tariff revision on
those fines of manuiaciures mat were

made In this country and sold In for-
eign lands cheaper than at home. He also
saw a continuance of the existing pros-
perity, dependent upon less restricted trade
relations, and all of this was visible
through the opening door of reciprocity.

Prenldent Anticipated Difficulty.
The President realized. It Is said, the great

(Tlfflculty attending the proposition to even
set this door ajar. He was thoroughly
aware of the difficulties that had con-
fronted the efforts for reciprocity In the
last Congress and knew the source and
cause of each obstruction placed In the way.

procity plan. It is assumed that he will
take the advice of the aid tariff bill mak-
ers in Congress before he plunges Into the
subiert.

In the last Congress the treaties proposed
for ratification were made up in a large
measure. It is understood, without full and
free consultation with the tariff-make- of
the House and Senate. When the treaties
were made public there was nn immediate
rush of the Industries considering them-
selves menaced to their Senators and Rep-
resentatives to protest against the proposed
reduction In tariff.

The position of the opposing Republican
Senators was that, while they did not ob-
ject to reciprocity as a policy. Its applica-
tion shiuld bo made vlth great care, so as
not to disturb the protected Industries of
this country. Tl.ey felt that the tlmo was
iot propitious for an effort on their part
to recast the treaties. It tow remains to
be seen whether there will be n. sentiment
In the Senate strong enough to brlnir about
on offort to build up some treaties of reci-
procity in accordance with tho senatorial
Ideas thus expressed.

West Will Demand IlevUlon.
From the West will come renewed pres-

sure for tariff revision: that is, certain.
