Impressed the American athletes gathered

Yale Man a Real Surprise.
The rd dash also displayed the

strength of the American team. Hargrave
easily finished in flat time. Halgh furnished
the surprise ot tha day. defeating Llght-ne-r

in both trials. Halgh was running
strongly at the end of each race, beating
ZJghtner in both by magnificent spurting
tn the last twenty yarda

Boynton of Harvard won the half-mil- e tn
good style, but tha Interest of the event
was furnished by Franchot. the Yale run-
ner. At tha end he was running better
than any of tha four men in tha event and
was not even winded. ,

In the long-dlstnn- events the work of
the English runners is as impressive as that
of the Americana in the dashes and jumps.
Workman ran two miles Saturday in a
little over ten minutes and immediately
afterward was conversing with some of the
Harvard men as easily as though he had
not Just accomplished an extraordinary
feat. MacNaughton, who accompanied him,
was only slightly blown.

In the hurdle events the Englishmen show
poor style, in marked contrast to tho grace
with which Converse of Harvard and Clapp
of Yale take tha sticks. The former, in
practice Saturday, did the distance in 15 5
seconds. Gamier and Alleock, tha English-
men In this event go at the sticks in a
haphazard sort of way and usually suc-
ceed in placing the first hurdle.

On tholr past performance as a basis, tho
home athletes should ba successful In six
events out of the nine which arc to be con-
tested. The Englishmen will probably win
the long runs, tho two-mi- le and the half-mi- le

races. The other events the quarter,
dash, high and broad jumps, ham-

mer throws and hurdles ought, if every-
thing goes well, bo won by the Americans.

cott. at center, and Chadwlck, at half back.
Sheldon, too, is suffering from malarial ill-

ness', and may be out of the game.
Tho line, however, will probably be strong

and heavy, though inexperienced, for there
is good material in Glass, Rockwell. Hogan
and Hamlin, the first three new men and
tha last a substitute. Behind tha line there
Is need of a competent quarter back, and
only one good half back remains. No man
has yet appeared with strength In
punting or kicking goals. In addition, there
is no graduate coach and no prospect othaving a permanent one.

Harvard is disconsolate, for the outlook
Is the darkest In a dozen years. Harvard
has only three of last year's eleven, andthese, ot their best, nre not up to tho
standard of the previous teams. Daly,
Laurin. Lawrence, Burnett, Ellis, Hallowell,
Kendall and Gierasch will be badly missed.
There is almost a feeling of hopelessness
regarding the Yale games, and even theprospects for tho Pennsylvania and Colum-
bia games give apprehension. Harvard is

incentive to good practice early.

Princeton In Pretty Good Shape.
Of the big four, Princeton's prospects are

unquestionably the brightest In her strong
rush lino from last year Lorey's place atcenter Is the only vacant one and In theback field ?Iattls alone Is absent From the
wealth of veteran substitutes these men'splaces should not be difficult to flu. Captain
Pell, it Is said, may possibly replace Mattlsat full back and put a heavier man In hisposition at tackle. Underbill, who can.punt, may. however, be full back. Prince-
ton's expectations, therefore, are of thehighest.

Pennsylvania, like Harvard, is discour-aged, but, while her searches have revealedsome good material, there Is the same for-
lorn cry of a. lack of experienced players.
The Quakers have fears for their defense,as It Is in the line that recruits must be
had. In the back field the situation is bet-
ter. For the first time In many years Penn-
sylvania will appear in New York this sea-
son.
