IN THE AMENDMENTS.

Business Men's League Will Dis-

cuss the Proposed Changes
To-Sig-

PROMINENTSPEAkXERS ENGAGED

Appointments on Various Commit-
tees Announced An Infor-

mal Dinner to He
Served.

Sentiment in favor of the proposed Char-
ter amendments, to bo voted on October 22,

seems to grow with the popular interest in
the approaching election and tho desire
to provide for tho needs of the new St,
Louis.

Some opposition to the amendments de-

veloped at first among members o tho
Republican City Central Committee on the
giound that the amendments are not a
partisan measure. But these objections, it
is now asserted, have been overcome
through a desire to promote the public wel-

fare, and tho committee is practically unani-
mously in favor of the proposed changes.

It lias been proposed that a committee
representing; the Republican, Democratic
and Municipal Ownership parties, labor or-

ganizations and bodies of business men bo
formed to push the campaiKn for the amend-
ments in a strictly nonpartisan manner, but
with great vigor. Tills plan has been dis-
cussed only informally, but is said to be
gaining friends.

Educational speeches on the subject of
the proposed amendments will be made at
a membership meeting of the Business
Men's League at the St. Nicholas Hotel to-

night, when resolutions dellning the at-
titude of tht league will be presented by
Xathan Frank.

Men representing practically all the dif-

ferent interests in tne city have promised
to present their views of the proposed
'amendments and their probable effect on
the affairs and the Krouih of the New St.

1 Louis.
James I Blair, General Counsel of the

Louisiana Purchase Exposition Company,

so that no one can mistake their purport.
He wi'il explain particularly those sections
relating to tha proposed changes In the
manner of assessing Epeclal taxes and that
intended to prevent the holding up of bills
In the Municipal Assembly.

This fresh attempt has wrought up busi-
ness men greatly, as twenty-seve- n fires
since the middle of June" have destroyed
JSMCOO worth of property.

COUNTY RAILWAY

CONTEST ENDED.

St. Charles Rock Road Franchise
Question Settled One Road

Absorbs the Other.

Manager J. D. Houseman of the St. Louis,
St. Charles and Western Railroad Company,
reported to the St. Louis County Court yes-
terday that he had lea.ed the St. Louis
County Street Railway and would oiierate
it as a part of h!a system hereafter. Tne
announcement mnTks the formal ending of
the long and bitter fight that has been
waged over the possession of the St. Charles
Rock road.

In his statement Manager Houseman said
that ha would remove the County Stieet
Railway tracks from the south side of tho
St. Charles Rock read, but petitioned the
court to relievo him from tliy expense of
repairing: the rotd after the tracks are
taken up. He said that he would connect
the south track of his road at Eden with
the south track of the other company's rails
and build abridge over the Wabash crossing
nt this point. He asked for permission .to
transfer s to Normandy and the
Glen Echo Club at the Junction of the St.
Charles Rock road and tho Lucas and Hunt
read. Both of his requests were granted.

Tho contest for possession of the road
was one of the bitterest ever experiencc.l
in St. Louis County and onco reached the
shotgun stage. The SL Louis County Street
Railway, through M. B. Grecnsfelder. ob-

tained a. franchise to build over the road
nearly fourteen yenrs ago. Later Mr.
Houseman got a similar franchise. There
was a bitter rivalry between the promoters
of the two companies and both of them be-B-

laying double tracks along the road.
The property owners vigorously protestel
against the laying of four sets of tracks
on the thoroughfare and carried tho mat-
ter into court. The war was waged from
ons court of justice to another and Is now
in the Supreme Court.

In the meantime tho railroads went on
with their work' and the property owners
armed with hhotguns. Bloodshed was nar-
rowly averted. The tracks were laid anl
Judge Hirzel of the Circuit Court ordered
them torn up. The order was only partly
complied with, there still beirg three pets
of tracks along the road, and when the
railway officials were cited for contempt
they appealed to the Supreme Court.

Mr. Houseman obtained his lease from tho
Transit Company, as that company acquired
control about twn years ago of the property.
Now that the railroad companies have com-
promised their differences. It is said that aU
legal proceedings will be dismissed.

STRIKING TEAMSTERS QUIET.
