clare that a large short Interest remains
to be coven d during November. It is said
that some fresh sterling loans have neen
negotiated this week. The loan increase In
the bank statement revealed that other
force are still at work In the credit market,
which ofT.--et the good stock market liqui-
dation. This and the renewed pressure
against Amalgamated Copper depressed tne
whole market.

Small llrnla at Lower 1'rlcen.
There has been some Irregularity in the

A
feature of many of the railroad reports
coming to hand, both for transcontinental
and trunk lines.
