Excige Commissioner Seibert Has
Written to Police Abont
Violations of the Law.

OFFENDERS TO BE REPORTED.

Asgistant Chief Gillaspy Orders
All Captains to Make a Vigor-
ous Imvestigation in Their
Respective Districts.

The edict of Exclse Commissioner Seibert
relative to the closing of saloons and clubs
between the hours of 1 and 4 o'clock a. m.
is to be strictly enforded. Acting Chief of
Pollce Glllaspy lest nlght Issued an order
to all Captalns In the olty, Instructing them
to sea that the order was enforceed without
diserimination and that all violators he re-
ported.

The order was issued In reply to a letter
received from Excise Commissioner Seibert,
in which he Informed the Chief of Pollee
that he had heard diserimination was being
shown nmong saloonkeepers,

The letter to the Chiel of Police from
);erSP_ Commissloner Selbert was as fol-
lows:

“(olonel Mathew Kiely, Chief of Police,
8t. Louis, Mo.: Dear Sir—Complalnts reach
this office almost dally to the effect that
there Is a great discrimipnation shown on
the part of patrolmen In reporting dram-
shop keepers who keep their places of busi-
ness open between the hours of 1 and 4
A. m. and falling to report others who vio-
late the law in that particular. I have no
means, of course, of knowing whether or
not these reports are true, but because of
the number of complaints made to me [ am
constrained to call your altention to the
mutter, with the hope and belisf that you
will see to It thaj all violators of the law
are reported witfout digcrimination or fa-
voritism.

“T am algo In receipt of Information to
the effect that a number of dramshop
keepers in the clty are dispensing liguors
between the hours of 1 and 4 o'clock n. m.
each and every daoy through the organizi-
tiom of cluts which are not bona fide soclal
organizations, but are fraudulent devices
Intended to evade the dramshop law, and
are operated as adjuncts to sald dJdram-
shops, in many of which places it |Is
claimed that gambling through wvuarlous
devices is carried on.

*“I therefosa bheg of you to please have
reported to this office all dramshop keepers,
white and colored, In this city who partlel-
pate In that subterfuge and otherwise vio-
late the law.

“I inclose herewith for your Informuation
a copy of an opinion given by Fred W. Leh-
mann, Heq., a lawyer of noted ability and
standing, construing the law In s=o far as
It 1s applicable to this department defining
the powers and dutles of the Exclse Com-
missloner connection with the subjects

Is Begun by Members of Public Welfare Commission.

“The only way In which that part of 5t
Louls can be saved from becoming & menace
to the health of the whole city, as well as
unwholesome for every ons who lives with-
in the bounds of the district. is by the re-
et that will be afforded by the pussage of
the propused Charter amendments,
FAULTY SEWERS MAKE
BHREEDING GROUND FOR DISEASES.

“This distrlct at present ls provided In
part with private sewers, many of which
have been lald without permission and near-
Iy all of which are dangerous, They are
constructed of tiles, with the Joints open.
Through these foints the sewage leaks Into
the soll and makes It & perfect Lreeding-
ground for disease germs. The wonder is
that the district 1s habitable at all, and it
will not remaln so unless conditlons of
drainege are radically changed soon. In the
porthern part of the district sewage is dis-
charged from many private sewers Into an
open ditch. This I8 strictly contrary to law
and is an offence against every rule of
health. But the people cannot do anything
elgse. Tt Is the city’s place, under the pres-
ent Charter, to provide the sewer outlots
The city cannot do so0 and the people have
no authority to do so.

RAINS CAUSE AN
OVERFLOW OF SEWAGE.

“South of Easton avenus most of these
private sewers empty into a amall tile
drain, which connects with the extreme
western end of the Pine sireet sewer
Whenever there is a rain this drain runs
over aml the ground around Delmar and
De Ballviere avenues is flocded with sewage.

“In order to save the cltizens of that dis-
trict from terrible visitations of dizease, Lhe
Sewer Department flushes the private sew-
ers, in an effort to keep them as clean as
possible. That is not our duty at all, and
is & task from which we would be rellevad
bt for the absolute need of that precau-
tion. The Henlth Department asked us to
do the work as a sanitary measure.

JOINT DISTRICT SEWER
WOULD SOLVE PROBLEM,

“What the district nesds {s an adeguate
joint district sewer running south from
Delmar avenue along De Ballvlere avenue
to Kingsbury avenue, thence west to the
River dea Peres This would eost In the
nelghborhood of $50%. The city has no
means to pay for this mewer, and there
t« no way under the presnt Charter by
which the cost could be levied against the
property whilch would be directly benetited
If this sewer were provided for we could
proceed with the construction of a proper
district sewer, and the entire district would
be perfectly drained in a short time. The
people theré are more than willing to bear
the expense, which, for both sewers, would
amount to about $L72 per front foot for
lots of average depth. With this amount
divided Into seven payments the annual
cost would be s0 ellght that it would not
burden anybody—would be cheaper than
doctors’ bills for many families, and would
make the physiclans’ cally much less often
necessary thin st present.

“The so-called Tower Grovs sewer dis-
trict Is in need of an outlet like that con-
templated for the Cabanme district, Here
a large area is very im dramed and
there is absolutely no way fn which It
ean be provided with any better sewer fa-
cilities than it possesses. With the adop-
tion of the Charter smendments it would
be possibis lo proceed with the work, <hich |
is universally sdmitted to be mecessary, and
i» almost - des
