FAMILY CLAIMS BODY
FROM PICKLING VAT,

Albert C. Annadown Died Among
Strangers—Students Were
Ready to Disseet.

The body of Albert C. Annadown, who
died August 3, was reclaimed from the
pickling vat in the Barnes Medical Coliege
yesterday by Clty Undertaker M. H. Alex-
ander, and shipped to the home of his
mother, Mrs. N. S. Annadown, in Hutchin-

son, Kas.
It the ipquiry for the body had been de-

layed twenty-four hours longer, the cadaver
would in all probability have been shipped
home In fragments, as the Jdemonstrator of
anatomy at the college had selected it as
the next subject for the dissecting knives

of the students.

Annadown was 35 years old. He boarded
at No. &l6 De Kalb street, and worked In
the freight yanls in East St Louis. Little
was known of him at his buarding-house,
except that he had a mother and several
brothers and sisters living In Hutchinson.
On Sunday, August 4. he was found dead In
his room. Beside his bed was found an
empty bottle labeled morphine, which had
evidently contained that drug. The body
was removed to the morgue and the Cor-
oner returned a verdict of sulcide from mor-
phine polsoning.

None of the witnesses at the Inquest men-
tioned the fact that he had relutives whose
address was known. and as nothing was
found in his belongings by the morgue-
keeper to that effect, the body was allowed
to remain in the morgue the usual seventy-
two hours to awalt a cipimant. None
turned up, and at the end of that time
the body was given to the Anatomical
Board, and later awarded to the Barnes
Medical College. There It was kept sev-
enty-two hours longer, before belng con-
signed to the pickling vat, In the hope that
friends or relatives might put In a tardy
ciaim for it

week one of the men with whom
Annadown had worked lerarned of the dis-
position of the body, and recalling the fact
that Annadown had mentioned that his
home was in Hutchinson, wrote a letter to
Mrs. Annadown, Informing her of the death
of her son.

AMrs. Annndown Immediately communi-
cated with the St. Louls authorities, with
the result that Superintendent of the Mor
Cowle and City Undertaker Alexander
readily traced the body to the medienl col-

lege.

"i‘he body was in a very good stats of
preservation. Mr. Cowle readily jdentified
It as that of Annadown by a pecullar scar
across the neck just under the chin.

Mr. Alexander obtained a permit from the
Health Commissioner and one from
Nicholson, president of the Anatomical
Board., and sent the body to Hutchinson
last night, acting under Instroctions re-
celved by wire from Mrs. Annadown.
