Mr. Graham glso stated that Admliral
EBchley had told him the object of the bom-
bardment of May 31 was to develop thoe
Epanish land batterles, and he sald that the
rangs was fixed at 5,000 or 7,500 yards, In or-

reference 10 the events of this engamement,
that he had henrd no conversation in which
Commodore Schley had =ald that the officers
fn thelr white unlforms were conspituous
objects. AMr. Graham detalled a cunversa-
tion between Commodore Schiey and Cuap-
tain Robley D, Evans, which took pluace
after the Santingo engagement.

Captain Lemly began hils examination of |
Lisutenant Wells by asking him whether |
thers was kept a book of records showing !
Jetters recelved on the Brookiyn, ns Lieu-
tenant Commander Searg had testified there
was. The witness replled that there was
no such book kept, but that there wias o
record of letteras sent to and recelved from
wvessels of the equadron.

Lieatenant Wells also was questloned con-
cerning the department ordets concerning
the risking of the American ships to bom-
bardment from the shore batteries. the
orders under consideration being those of
April & April 2% and two of May b.

In reply to questions by Captain Lemly,
the witness sald thera had been no wrliten
or printed order of batlle, but that on the
day before Clenfuezos was reached somo
speclal Instructions were sent to the ships
by the Scorplon. This was, he spld, crder
No. 9, relating to signals in case the enemy
should be sighted This order was then
read.

Questioned further on this point, the wit-
ness sald: “I prepared mo written orders
and did not know of the existence of any.
1 remember, however, that the commanding
officers were called together on board.”

The witness answered several questions
put by the court, as follows:

“At what period of the battle of July 3
414 you use a range of 1,18 yards?"

HEARD SCHLEY
CHEERING HIS MEN.
Licutenant Rush was succeeded on the
stand by Licutenant Edward Simpson, whko
wiis al=o a watch officer on the Brooklyn.
Lieutenant Simpson_ told of the beglnning
of the cruise from Key West May 19, and
sald that Commodore Schley had given a
general onder before starilng on thg cam-
palgn that all Nghts should be concenlid at
night. Lieutenant Simpson had eceupled a
position in the forward turret when the bat-
tie of July 3 begun, and he fired the first
gun.
The range was given at 3,50 wards, and
tha Marin Teresa was right In llne. Tha
least range he had heard was 1,40 yards,
Ho wns unable to testify concerning the
loop, because he had had to repalr his guns.
After the turn he sald that he had again
plcked up the forward Spanish ship, which
was still the Maria Teresa.

At this paint, the witness described the
coming up of the Oregon. *‘It was after the
Maria Teresa hod dropped nstern and we
had only two ships to contend with, I got
the cry that onc of the Spanish ships was
on fire and heading for the beach. tried
to see her. looked back and could see
nothing for the smoke.

To Succeed Charles Claflin Allen,
Whose Resignation Mayor
Wells Has Accepted.

MR. ALLEN'S GOOD RECORD.

Charles Claflin Allen, who has officiated
as Assoelate City Counsclor for more than
six years, yesterdny temilered his resigna-
tion to Mayor Wells. Mr. Allen will retire
October 31, and will be sueeesdod by Chiples
W. Bates, to whom the positlon haz bheen
proferred and who will aceaps the appoint-
ment.

Mr, Bates j= 28 yvenrs old and was born in
8t. Charles County. He wis gradusted, In
1885, from the St Louis Law School, and,
with the exception of two years passed (n
Colorado for the Lenefit of his health, he
has been ever since a reshilent of St Louls
and a prominent pructiloner at the local
bar.

After leaving law school Mr. Bates en-
tere¢d into partnership with Willam F.
Woerner, a classmate. Later he becama as-
soclated with Charles Nagel. Ha mudied in
the office of Judge J. Lo D, Dryden. Until
recently he was junior member of the firm
of Orr, Christle & Bates. The new nsso-
clate to City Counselor Schnurmuacher s a
Democrat. He resldes at No. 4137 Cook ave-
nue. He says he will nccept the position.

Ar. Allen, the retiving officlal of the Law
Depurtmenty has been conspleuous in St.
Louis and Mizsourl since 1851, when he was
elected to the State Lagislature on the lie-
publican ticket. He prepured the draft of
the corrupt practices net of Missourd, which
became a law, and actively urged the pass-
age of the Australlan ballot Inw.

As preeident of the Clvil Service Reform
Association of Miszourl he added to the
distinctlons already won, and in 1561 had
the honor of entertalning at his home Pres-
ident Roosevelt, who was then touring the
country in the Interesis of the National
Civil Service Ileform League. Mr, Allen is
a graduate of the Washington Unlversity,

DEATH OF LOUIS

Veteran Millinery Dealer BSoe-
cumbg After Extended Tllness
—\Was in Business Here
for Forty Years.

Louls E. Green, a ploneer merchant and
reaident of St. Louls, died yesterday morn-
ing at 10:15, at the family home, No. 464
Delmar avenue, after an 1llness of six
years,

Mr. Green was the founder of the firm of
L. E. Green & Son, miliinery denlers, at
No. 48 North Broadway. He was in busl-
ness In St. Louis forty years, and In tha
course of tha Clvil War his firm, which was
then located on Maln street, supplled the
troops about St. Louls with clothing.
Before he became 11l he was strong and
vigorous, and nlways an active spirit In the
commercinl affalrs of the city. He was 71
years old.

He leuves a widow, thres sons and a
daughter. The children are: M. E. and
Henry Green and Mrs. J. H. Rosenbauum
of St. Louis, and Bamuel Green of Chlcago.

P. M. OReilly, an insurance man of
Loulsville, who was in the Senate c¢ham-
ber when Goebel was shot, =ald It was his
impression (hat the shols were fired direct-
Iy in front of thé Stutehouse, and not from
the IExecutive building.

Former State Treasurer George W. Long
tesiified that on the morning of Janugary 30,
the day Goebel was shot, he was Instructed
by W. 8, Taylor to go to Louisville with
Caleb Powers and Walter R. Doy and
muke arrengements to bring men to Frank-
fort from Western Kentucky. The witness
eaid that when Powers heard that Goebel
hiud been shot. he sald all chances for the
Republicans to win the contest had been
ruined.

Ed Mentz of Glasgow Junction and J.
Frank Taylor of Glusgow testitied that on
January v they received t-legrams from
G. W. Long calling them to Louisville, and
when they reached Loulsvilic Mr. Long
told them he had wonted them to bring
gome men to Frenkfort from Western Ken-
tucky, but the shooting of Goebe! had up-
fet all plans and that the men would not
be brought,

Former State Treasurer Walter R. Day
testified that he and Powers went to Louls-
Vilie on January 30 to muike arrangements
o bring men from Western Kentucky to
petition the Leglslature, When Caleb Pow-
ers heard that Goebel had been shot M. Duy
testifledd that he sald: “It's an outruge and
will ruin our chances to g:llin our offices."

On eross-examination, r. Day sald he
was sent to Barbourville on January 30 to
tell Powers that the Republican leaders had
declded that It would be hurtful to thelr
cause 0 bring men to Frankiort and to
tell hlm not to allow them to come with
arm®. Powers anid it was too late, for the
crowd had slready been orgnnlzed.

Mr. rl.ltl!‘ told of a conversation he had
with M. id. Youtsey, In which Youtsey told
him Be could settie the contest for the gov-
ernor=hip for §%. Day asked him how it
couid be done.
