Miss Antoinette Stuever, 8 years old. and
Miss May Bralton. 12 jears old, were tho
prima donnas of the matinee at thcHorse
Show yesterday. The afternoon's per-
formance was mostly demoted to ladles and
children, and these two girls completely
outshone all competitors in merit of Ind-
ividual performance and In capturing public
favor.

Little Miss Stuevcr. a mite of a child,
pretty and Tilth mot wonderful eye, was
the star of class 40 She drove her own
team, a largo pilr of piebalds, Romeo ard
Juliet. 12 hands 2 Inches high, rather large
for so small a lady to manage, jet she
handled them perfectly and used the most
astonishing Judgment. It was an entrancing
Bight to see the little miss, desperately in-

tent upon the task before her, coolly weav-
ing her ponies and trap In and out among
Jialf a dozen others, gauging dltance and
pace, changing gaits, backing, reversing and
handling her team like a first-cla- driver.
Her white hat was blown back from her
blond head, and the liberated curls, Jojous
in their freedom, waved behind her as she
flew. Notwithstanding her perfect driving,
she was given but second prize, the blue
ribbon going to Iago and Ingomar, a team
belonging to a business house, which pulled
a trap loaded with very pretty children.

Bratton won five road competitions In Phil-adelphia, four In New York and live In St.Louis, this means something.

Mr. Bratton had His Highness and HisEminence In the wheel and Ymi. SumrfM
and Salome in the lead. English rode May
Bird, the Jumper, as cock horse. Jlr. Busch
had Marie and Birt In the whe-- l and Ednaand Odette In the lead, with BIazeawa as
cock horse. Mr. Watson hid Scotland andEigland in the wheel, with Kentucky Girland Duchf in the lead.

The tearrs came on with a great fanfareof horns, every guard doing his best to out-blo- w

the others. After a warming-u- p and aputting through their paces Mr. Brattoncut loose In a gallop, followed by Mr. Buschard by the Watson outfit, driven by Mr.Murray. There was a high old time for ten
minutes Then they lined up for inspec-
tion. The judges gave the blue to Mr.
Bratton. the red to Mr. Busch. the ellow
to Mr. Watson and the white to Mr. Keesapparently excellent awards. Then Mrl
Bratton put his cock horse to and treated
the spectators to as wild a spectacle of aracing four as they had ever seen. Mr.
Murray also turned loose and for a while
it seemed that they would tear the Coli-
seum down. Mr. Busch Anally cut in and
made them all quit. It was a case of where
human life and horseflesh were held very
cheap.

Gypsy Queen on Exhibition.
The public had a chance to see the' great

galted mare. Gypsy Queen, at last. She
came In class 34. ridden by Ernest Ball.
She Is a very clean and clever bay mare,
has perfect manner and few faults, acts
like a lady and, no doubt. Is worthy of
the prizes she has won and the nice things
that have been said of her. Still, It does
not seem possible that she should beat the
great, showy stallions Forest King and
Rex McDonald. They have all her best gaits,
maybe not so clean, and they make such a
much more Impressive show. She Is small
and her head Is not as high as that of old
Black Squirrel. But she Is a neat little
trick, all the same. Mr. Dunn's Red Bud
was a bully good horse in the evening, and
beat all the local saddle horses easily
enough. Mabel Rex, In spite of her tendency
to high school, made a nice showing, and
after the ring was dismissed she delighted
the crowd with an exhibition of high school..

Xr. Marray Plays the Hero.
The horses to brougham made a ,nlce"

class. Mr. Murray won. after a hard con-
test, with South Africa, an elegant black
mare, with delightful manner, good con-
formation and exceeding action. Mr. Brat-
ton was second with that wonderful preen
horse. Woodbine, who certainly is a marvel
of a new one. He held South Africa, level
everywhere, until it came to backing. Sam
Parker, who drove him, bandied him well,
but the horse would not back, and Mr. Mur-
ray won the class this way. To run as good

a mare as South Africa to such a close
finish Is a rare record for a green horse.
Woodbine Is a great body cf a horse, "teps
very high and will make his m.irk before
thl show Is over.

Its opponents and surprised even
Its admirers.

"It should do nothing tp Impair the good
opinion in which It is held by the people.
