CHECKMATING GERMANY.

United States Insist on Right to
Nettlement at Tien-Tsin,

Washington, Nov. L—In seeking to obtain
recognition of their rizht to a settlement at
Tien-Tsin, the United States are checkmat-
Ing o plan of the German officials at thal
point to securs possession of the land hith-
erto held by this Government,

In connection with the negotiations now
In progress regarding the American setile-
ment, It was jearned to-day that the Ger-
mins at Tien-Tein have been endeavoring
to extend the boundaries of thelr conces-
slon s0 as to inciude land which some years
ago wis placed under American § dic-
tlon. The United States failed to maintain
the settlement, and it has been adminls-
teredd as a part of the British settlement.
The RBritish are not disposed to prevent the
Germans from taking possession, and In
order to secure its preservation for Amer-
fean settlement, Minister Conger, under in-
structions from Secretary Hay, has sought
to !\!a\'q the boundarles again officlally de-
fined.

The latest advices recelvad fram Pekin
show there will be no dificulty in obtaining
compllince with the wishes expressed by
dir. Conger.

MEXICO REVISES TARIFF.

Duty Upon Shoes and Other Ar
ticles Has Been Raised.

goode, upon which the duty has been ratsed,
the intention being to protect shippers or
consigness who have freight en route or
whose orders are being filled on the old
basis.

Many other articles are
affected, some increased, some reduced.
