Wouldn't Return Without Hint.

Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 6. It was announced
to-d- that Manager Patsy Donovan hasat no tim offered Kmmett Ileldrlck any
Inducements to come back to tne Cardinals.
Donovan, It Is said refused to have any-
thing to do with Ileldrlck, though Rhody
Wallace was willing to nccept Donovan's
offer, providing Heldrlck was taken care of.

President Dreyfuss and Secretary Harry
Pulllam of the Plttsbun; club, both of
whom were present at the famous confer-
ence held In Dreyfuss's ofilce, deny that
Heldrlck received an offer from Donovan.

It is usserted that Heldrlck was not In-
vited to the conference between Wallace
and Donovan.
