Very Small Tluralities the Kule in
Maryland.

Ealtimore, Md.. Nov. 7.—The Supeivisors
of Election In the varlous counties of the
Stute commenced to-day the official canvass
of the vote. It is probable that the ecount
sutside of the oty will be completed by 10-
MOFrOw. '

It wiil require perhaps three days to com-
plete the count In Baltimore, but énough Is
known to make it certain, In the absenece of

unexpreted changes In the official count,
that the Democrats will contral both
branches of the Legislature. They have

elected one and probably two additional del-
egates from Baltimore, two from Ceel]
County. and possibly one from Caroline,
which have heretofore been counted In the
Repubilcan.

This will give the Democrats fifty votes
in the Hoose, and at least seventeen in the
Senate, or & majority of eleven on Jolnt bal-
lot.

The vole 18 very cloge, few of the surcess-
ful candiiates having as many as 108 plural-
iy, and the official count may make some
changes, but hardly enough to offset the
complexion of the Legislature.

MYSTERY GROWS DEEPER.

Scientific Investigation Doer Not
Include a Search for Toxins
‘reated by Tetanus Ba-
cilli—How Conciu
sion Was
Reached.

No istasus germs =xisted in the diph-
theria antitoxin prepared by Doctor Amand
Ravold for the use of the Health Depart-
ment.

This is the conclusion reached by Bac-
terlologlst C. A. Snodgras of the Clty Chem-
ist’s ofMice after & most careful test of the
surpected serum. the process extending over
a period of ten daym

In order to provide for absolutely correct
cosditions for the growth of the tetsnus
baclill. or the spores, |t became necessary
to construct an entirely new apparatus, The
germe will not grow where the slightest
trace of oxygen Is present, so the cultured
were made In an atmosphere of hydrogen.

Mr. Bnodgras made no effort to determine
the presence or absence of the toxins pro-
duced by the tetanus bactlll, that question
not having been presentel to him. In his
remort made to Health Commissioner Stark-
1off yesterday he maid:
