FRANCE TO ESTABLISH A SCHOOL
FOR STUDY OF AMERICAN METHODS

Will Locate a College in Philadelphia or Chicago to Which 8he Will
Send Her Young Men for the Purpose of Studying Yankee “An-
dacity, Inventive Ingenuity and Marvelous Organization.”

Paris, Nov. 7.—The ent here of
the Associated Press has had an interview
wilh M. Bouguet, Director in Chilef of the
Dwpartment of Technlcal Tnstruction of the
Minlmry of Commerce, who confirms the
statement publizhed by the Matin to-day
that the Minister of Commerce, M. Millle-
rand, proposes to appoint & commission to
elaborate a plan for the establishment of a
French school In the United States, devoted
to the study of American industrial meth-
wle. M. Booquet said:

“M. Millerand himself i» the Initlator of
the scheme., We realise that America now
leads the van In industrial progress. She is
far abead of England, Germany and our-
selves in organizatjon and methods of work,
Hitherto we have been sending numbers of
engineering students to Germany, England
and Belgium. But the Minister has come
to the conclusion that the feld which offers
the greatest profit In study i the United
States.

“He has, therefors, ‘Tesolved to concen-
trate his efforts there. A few students will
still be sent 10 European countries to study
epecial Industries, but for general technical
education, they will go to the United

States, where they will ba able (o study,
under competent guldance, that audacity,
inventive genius and marvelous orguniza-
tion which has lifted the industrial worid
of America above hor European rivals.

“A central bureau or ovllege will be es-
tablished at Philadelphia or In Chicago with
a director and a couple of subdirectors, who
will be fully mequainted with the working
of the industries under their guldance. The
students will c¢xamine works wspecially

choasen for superior metheds and the newest

plants,
